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|s a star really born or is he or she per-
haps created? This is the question with
which SKATING's opening issue for the
1971-72 season deals.

It is primarily the ability and dedication
of the individual skater that brings him or
her to that coveted position on the ice, but
there are others, behind the scenes, without
whom recognition and enjoyment in skat-
ing would occur less often than it does.

Judges play an unquestionably vital role
in any competition, yet how often is the
story told from their point of view? “"The
Skating Mutation”” by Nancy G. Robson
gives you some idea of the often amusing
life of a judge and permits a peek behind
that judge’s card to reveal that he is not a
mere man or woman, but ““a special breed
of animal!l”’

The Music Man from River City had
trouble with a capital T, and so did music
men Ralph Bennett and Richard E. Clem-
son. Their solution to the problems of tem-
po and quality in ice dance music is truly
ingenious and we might add, runs as smooth-
ly as ““clockwork’’. ““After all you can’t argue
with sixty cycle current!”’

by Mrs. Bina S. Bragg and Alan J. Zell prOjeCt Simla:

The Simla Ice Skating Club was found-
ed fifty years ago during the days of Brit-
ish rule in India. Ever since these early
beginnings the Club has been functioning
on the same premises and has never
missed a season. We have no way of
freezing our ice artificially but rely en-
tirely on winter temperatures to freeze
the water sprayed several times during the
day and night by the Club employees.

And now you many well ask, “‘Freez-
ing temperatures in India?”’

Yes, and only because Simla is situated
7,000 feet high in the Himalayas (about
six hours driving distance from New
Delhi). Our climate here is much like that
of say, Connecticut, except that we have
amonsoon season from July to September.

To get back to the ice, our skating sea-
son starts anywhere from November 20th
to December 1st, depending on the weath-
er and how quickly a good ice layer can
be built up. Cloudy weather is our biggest
bugbear as it can soften up the entire ice
surface within a few hours. But clear skies
mean prolonged and beautiful ice, cover-
ing the full extent of the rink with no
soft patches around the edges. The skat-
ing season ends by March 1st or some-
times earlier.

The club enrolls about 300 to 350 full
season members per season, while general
skaters, Junior members, fortnightly, and
half season members multiply this figure
many times over. There are two skating
sessions per day—8 A.M. to 11:30 A.M.
and 5 P.M. to 8 P.M. In the mornings
there is usually some breathing space on
the ice, especially at 8 A.M. sharp when
the few of us who are really keen on
figure skating arrive and divide up the ice
among ourselves (although there is no
formal patch session as such, and we must
resort to frowning at any beginner who
cuts across a precious tracing). But the
evening sessions are so popular that the
rink resembles nothing more than the
proverbial railway station with what ap-
pears to be the whole town on skates. At
regular intervals during the session the ice
is cleared for fifteen-minute hockey

games and three to four-minute ice danc-
ing sessions—four to eight couples de-
pending on the dance. Meanwhile, the
cafeteria and all the spaces around the
rink are even more jammed with specta-
tors than the ice is with skaters. “’Standing
room only” usually prevails for the great-
er part of the evening, which is usually a
sore point with club members as even

we have to stand for a cup of coffee in
presumably the club’s own coffee corner.

The attraction of the rink is un-
doubtedly due to the fact that it is, not
only the only one in India, but also, we
believe, in Southeast Asia, excluding, of
course, Japan. For instance, we get visi-
tors from southern India who have never
seen ice or snow in their lives. They stand
goggle-eyed for hours watching while
they freeze in their inadequate cotton
clothing. This season we also had a party
of what seemed like hordes of students
from Thailand, and, believe me, mayhem
prevailed on the ice for several days
while they flopped and staggered all over
the rink. Much as we love visitors, we
all secretly breathed a sigh of relief when
that party left, and we had the place back
to ourselves.

But the fact of our Simla club’s
uniqueness also has serious drawbacks.
And there is no doubt in my mind that
these drawbacks of isolation far outweigh
the advantages of spectator appeal. We
have no competitive opportunities with
other skaters or clubs; in fact, we rarely
have the privilege of seeing good skaters
from anywhere. We have no highly skilled
industry to supply us with equipment, so
that most of it is really backwoods mate-
rials with boots copied by local shoe-
makers from photographs. And worst of
all, we have no trained coach, because
it is so expensive to ask one out, even
from Europe, especially for our very
short, three-month season. To overcome
this seasonal problem there has been a
scheme afoot for several years now to
build a permanent ice skating rink in
Simla with the latest freezing equipment
installed. However, the snag is finance,
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coupled with a second even bigger con-
sideration. If, even with government
finance, such a rink were to be built,
wouldn’t the cost of skating rise to such
a figure that most of these people, who
are enjoying the low cost, natural rink so
much today, would have to abandon the
sport altogether? Nothing would be more
self-defeating than this, and we are plan-
ning to stick by our natural rink whether
the permanent one comes up or not.

All of the drawbacks enumerated add
up to one conclusion: none of us are
very good skaters by international stand-
ards, as | realize over and over whenever |
read SKATING. It was only after receiv-
ing the pamphlet, “Follow the Skater,”
that | had any idea what a Lutz was,
while the problem of doing a simple, sin-
gle Axel looms large for all, none of us
ever having seen one done in the flesh.

Despite these problems of skill, how-
gver, we manage to have a roaring season
every year. We hold a Fancy Dress
Carnival around Christmas time. Aside
from the dress parades, we cook up some
comedy items, perform a few dances
which we are learning at the rate of about
two per season from the USFSA Rule-
book, and one dance christened Tequila,
which one of our best skaters, Mr.
Mangat Dhani, invented. There are some
races thrown in too, the whole show end-
ing with a torchlight tattoo. The audience
for this very elementary demonstration
of skating skill runs into thousands.

As soon as the dust from the Carnival
has settled, the Club holds its Gymkhana
or Competitions some time in early Janu-
ary. In this we do have figure and free
skating items as well as ice dancing, but
as our standard is not highly developed
and the competition is so limited, more
interest often centers around the races,
the ice hockey, and the basket jumping.
For hockey about five teams are drawn
up, and the two finalists meet on the
Gymkhana evening to play off for the
Marshall Tito Trophy. This was donated
to the Club by the Marshall himself when
he attended the Club Carnival in 1954.

It sounded simple enough, but the
only easy part of it was gathering the
second-hand skates from the Portland
ISC club members. Back in 1967 when
Alan Zell first received a request from
Mrs. Bina Bragg of Simla for the “Follow
the Skater” pamphlet, few would have
suspected that this was to mark the begin-
ning of a continuing correspondence
between two skaters separated by thou-
sands of miles and the birth of an under-
taking dubbed, “Project Simla.”” The
following account written by Alan Zell
begins with the Portland club’s desire to
reach the Simla club on a skater-to-skater
basis and, does not end, but continues
with the hope that these skates have
formed a permanent bridge of friend-
ship between India and the United States.

What got us started were the sections
of her letter about their boots and blades,
and the part about Marshall Tito. As it
happened, we at that same time were dis-
cussing having a ““flea market” for used
skating equipment, since in every skater’s
basement there seemed to be some old,
unused skates. Why not, it was felt, send
these skates to Simla? Our offer was
readily accepted by Mrs. Bragg, but she
felt that the import duty into India
would be so high that none of them could
afford to pay it. It isn't what we say the
value is, it is what the Indian Government
says it is.

| then wrote to our incumbent Sena-
tor, Wayne Morse, who is a personal friend
of mine. He put me in touch with the
State Department and Mr. Douglas
McArthur, 11, who informed me that
there was no way for the U.S. Govern-
ment to participate in the project. We
were really surprised, for we thought that
this had an international flavor, a sports-
man to sportsman relationship. To no
avail. But Mrs. Bragg was able to get the
ball rolling for a duty free license, and on
a business trip East, | called on the Indi-
an Embassy in Washington, D.C., to try
to advance the paperwork. That we
would just “give” had floored those in
the Embassy. Although they could do
very little from this end other than

recommend the suspension of duty for
this shipment, they were most enthusi-
astic about it. | also went to see the
Project Department of the ““National
Geographic,” as | thought that they may
have some insight on how to get this pro-
ject on its way. There was no help to be



found there either.

We really thought we had something
here, but from what | could tell, this
was of little import to either the Govern-
ment or to “National Geographic.”
Itsimplications were nil in any form of
International Relations. We were some-
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what crushed, but even more determined
to get the job done.

With the help of our papers, news
broadcasters, and the hockey club, we
gathered up our quota and sent them off
by slooooooooow boat to Calcutta. One
stumbling block fell in our way even after
the duty was waived by the Indian Gov-
ernment, and that was that we couldn’t
get the boots to India in the time the
license allowed. So we wrote for an ex-
tension, which we received after the
boots had been on the high seas for a
week or more. Our problem here was
that many of the ships assigned to even-
tually go to Calcutta were carrying sup-
plies to Viet Nam, and in the case of
three sailings, we were left ashore.

Well, we did get it all there: two
crates left here in October of 1967 and
arrived in Simla on June 27th, 1968. If
I'm not mistaken, the ship arrived about
the turn of the year, and it took five or
six months to be transported across India
without being stolen or pilfered.

What makes us proud is that we were
able to show our skaters and their parents,
that what is normally an individual sport,

can have group effort, and that we as skat-

ers can have social community meaning.

" To show you how far something like this

can go, one of our skaters who was in the
midst of the skate gathering for "Project
Simla" was also the person who suggested

L that we invite persons from the old peo-
. ple’s homes, underprivileged children, and
~ mentally retarded children to the dress

rehearsal for our show. Figure skating,
after all, should be more than just figure
eights and double toe-flips.

Followup from Mrs. Bina Bragg from a
letter dated May 3, 1971:

“The only possible postcript would be,
in a nutshell: “And they all skated hap-
pily thereafter.” The skates arrived in
fine condition and have been in heavy use
for the last two seasons. Not one pair has
been allowed to gather dust, and | would
go so far as to say that skating standards,
not to speak of skating pleasure, took a
turn for the better with the superior
equipment supplied by ““Project Simla.”’ ©

Ann (without an ““e”’) and Skip Millier - Hello. I've been figuring you would read
this article about yourself, as most people, even skating champions who are accus-
tomed to it, are curious what another individual has observed about them. Well, one
of the things | first noticed about you two, | believe holds true for many skaters. You
were cautious and hesitant with me at first; | felt myself thrust unwillingly into the
role of the Grand Inquisitor of The Brothers Karamazov fame. As | see it, this is not so
much an inherent part of your personalities, but perhaps a reaction to the judging pro-
cess which has been such a part of your lives for a long time. A skater in general is ex-
posed to a far greater number of circumstances whereby others are grading his ac-
complishments than the average child. With good intentions parents, coaches, peers,
even the news media, categorize, classify, compare the child “star”’ to others on his
same competitive level. The resultant appears to be that the skater expects all contacts
to judge him; he is often aware of being in the spotlight or on the spot, so therefore
carefully “feels out” a discussion situation until he or she is ready to open up. | can
understand why you say that “’Skaters are almost fearful of being reported.”

At any rate, Ann and Harvey, | was terribly relieved when your hesitance eventual-
ly dispelled. You seemed to gain confidence in bouncing off of one another’s com-
ments, so | wasn't surprised when Ann stated that you are each other’s best friend.
But | found your brother-sister relationship truly unique, although you both seemed
to accept it as a natural matter of course. Skip mentioned that you respect each other
more than the average kin can or does, which leads to your mutual goal of “not skat-
ing for yourself, but for each other.” But despite the ability to reconcile disagree-
ments and to value one another’s opinion, | especially enjoyed Ann’s emphasis on
"both having our own personal lives.”

The characteristics that you benefit from in each other you admitted carried over
into your standards for members of the opposite sex. | had to laugh when Harvey

called Ann “Petula Prude” as I'm sure most brothers enjoy envisioning their sisters in
this role.

But, at the same time, ideals in standards are not used by the both of you as guide-
lines for choosing friends. Ann quickly clarified, “You can’t expect people to be some-
thing else; you accept them for what they are.” Skip continued,” You dont pick
friends; you make them."’

At first | had difficulty understanding your lack of regrets about having ““an ab-
normal life as far as friends go.” But | guess as Skip said, “You're only treated as
freaks by people who don’t understand.” And pensively added by Ann, “Well, you
gain more than you lose anyway."’

You certainly opened my eyes to the fact that there is often among pairs or cou-
ples in skating, a certain psychological reliance of one upon the other. In your case, it
seems mutually agreed that Skip equals security. And although he laughingly called
himself a “male chauvinist,” he quite obviously tries to emphasize Ann’s grace and
emotionality on the ice. Ann, you seem to willingly accept Skip in the role of leader;
it's naturally reassuring to have ““Big Brother” to rely on in those tense moments.

I was glad to catch you during a “vacation” time, since as you both explained “‘a
few days to relax and reevaluate is worthwhile. It's good to look out the window and
see something different.” It would however be interesting to note a possible personal-
ity alteration in any skater during the pressure-filled days of championships.

The rigorous training which you have assumed at this time in your lives is appar-
ently pleasurable, although you both emphatically feel that a rigid life style is not in
your plans for the future. But it is doubtful that you will lose or reject some of the
philosophies that are coincidental with a disciplined existence. This was evident in
Ann’s comment that “if you're going to do it, you might as well do it all the way."”

“All the way" is a phrase also applicable to the pep talks that you quietly give
yourselves and each other prior to competing. “Well, here we go,”” Skip mouthes silent-
ly as he makes that first glide out onto the ice. Claiming to never be cognizant of the
desire to beat anyone, you two have a calm, amazingly philosophical, attitude to-
ward your final marks. From Skip— "As long as you know you've skated well, you're
happy. Even if you don't get the marks, at least the public feels the same as you do.
You're getting it across.”

Not that marks have been a problem for you Milliers for the past two years: the
nation’s Silver medalist Dance couple and in good standing in Worlds. Everyone has
their zenith within measurable distance, and it seems Nationals generally has the most
potent fear-inciting or exciting qualities for your temperaments. Skip feels, ““There's
more at stake in Nationals, but Worlds is great with its open judging. At least you
know where you are.”

You certainly made it clear that there is no shortcut to the top or “to skating a pro-
gram or compulsory dance as many times as possible.” Perhaps this accounts for your
natural skepticism about perfection, as Ann explains it, “it’s only perfect when you're
satisfied, and that isn't easy.”

Perfection, you appear to feel, is only as relative as the term, “difficulty”. When
asked what your opinions on the two relatively new compulsory dances, rhumba and
starlight waltz, were, Skip replied that perhaps it was a little easy for the male partner,
but it has the positive aspects of lightness and alot of feeling to the music. But then,
Skip, you apparently like all of them. And your description of “when | do the Waltz,
| imagine a great ballroom in Vienna” would be appealing to even a confirmed realist.

Yes, there’s no doubt about it. We came along in that interview, from caution at
the beginning to a point where, after an hour or so, | was being teased as much as
“Petula”. In fact, Skip, | seem to remember that your parting shot to me was, “Tell the
readers “Merry Christmas, because that’s probably when it will get in the magazine.”

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DIVIDE

and
CONQUER

At its meeting in Santa Monica last
May, the Governing Council approved
the adoption of the Judges’ Committee’s
plan to divide the list of judges into the
two general categories of ““Test Judges”
and “Competition Judges.” From the
questions asked from the floor, it was
apparent that our explanation of how the
new set-up would work and what it was
expected to accomplish was not complete-
ly understood and that some further ex-
planation was desirable. Perhaps this ean
best be done by considering some of the
basic differences in the two systems.

Under the old set-up, all categories
of judges above low tests (in figures) and
Bronze (in dance) were qualified by rule
to judge both tests and competitions at
their respective levels. This simplified our
listing of the judges, but was based on the
assumption that all judges are interested



in and capable of judging both tests and
competitions. We know that this is not

true. The fact is that our current lists con-

tain the names of many judges who are
interested in judging tests, but are not in-
terested in judging competitions. In time,
under our new arrangement, our lists of
competition judges should contain only
the names of judges who are interested in
judging competitions.

In the past, a judge who wanted to be
promoted, not only had to study the fig-
ures in the tests that were involved in
the next higher judging level, but also had
to acquire a trial judging record of the
competitive events that would be en-
countered at the more advanced level.
For example, an Intermediate Test Judge
working for promotion to high test had
to study and acquire a trial judging re-
cord, not only on 5th, 6th, and 7th tests
and Bronze and Silver Pair tests, but
similarly on competitive events, singles,
and pairs, up to and including the Junior
level. In most cases, the securing of com-
petition trials involves travel and the ex-
penditure of a certain amount of time
and money. Many judges, especially those
who were not particularly interested in
competition judging, were unwilling to
make such expenditures and, therefore,
did not try for advancement. This is cer-
tainly one of the reasons for our present
shortage of test judges.

Another disadvantage of the old sys-
tem was that it often left the Vice-Chair-
man, the person who appoints and pro-
motes judges, with some very difficult
decisions. On the basis of the information
submitted, a candidate’s trial record of
tests might look very good, while compe-
tition trials might be much below the ac-
ceptable minimum. The Vice-Chairman
had to reject the application so as to
avoid adding to the list a judge who was
unqualified to judge a competition. This,
of course, deprived the sport of someone
who apparently would be a good test
judge. As it stands now, the applicant
mentioned above can be given the Test
Judge appointment immediately. His
promotion to Competition Judge can be
postponed until his competition trial ex-
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perience proves to be satisfactory. It
should be pointed out that the appoint-
ment to Test Judge must always precede
the appointment to Competition Judge of
the same level. No one can be qualified to
judge a competition until he has proved
that he is capable of evaluating correctly
the figures skated in that competition.

Under the new system, it will be pos-
sible for a judge to progress from Low
Test to Gold Test Judge (or from Bronze
to Gold Dance Test Judge) without be-
coming involved in the judging of com-
petitions at any level. This will be very
helpful to some dedicated test judges. On
the other hand, it is always possible for a
judge who has been qualified asa Test
Judge to secure appointment asa Com-
petition Judge by fulfilling the require-
ments for such appointment.

It has been suggested that the new
arrangement will tend to delay judging

appointments. This is not necessarily true.

A person who has the ambition to be-
come a National Judge (or a National
Dance Judge) can study both test and
competition aspects of the sport at the
same time, just as under the former sys-
tem, and he can progress up the ladder
just as quickly as he can demonstrate his
abilities.

In general, it is expected that the new
method will enable us to accomplish sev-
eral desirable goals: 1. It should expedite
the training and appointment of test
judges; 2. It should result in better judges;
3. It should result, eventually, in the re-
moval from the list of competition judg-
es those judges who are not interested in
judging competitions.

The new classes of judges and the
events that they may judge and trial judge
are all spelled out in the 1972 USFSA
Rulebook under the rules of the Judges’
Committee and in a chart. In addition,
new application forms have been made
up which show what is required of a can-
didate in order to be considered for ap-
pointment or promotion. There is a sep-
arate form for each category of judge;
these forms are available from the Cen-
tral Office at no charge. Club test chair-
men may obtain copies upon request.O

The first skater has captured the heart of the audience. Goose bumps. Ina blur
of color, the tiny elf-like girl completes her performance with a combination Camel-
Sit-Spin, rotating like a bullet. She’s a favorite, and the roar of the crowd swells like
a balloon about to burst!

And now the judges’ marks: “Judge Number One...5.4, Judge Number Two...5.3,
Judge Number Three...5.4, Judge Number Four...5.2, and Judge Number Five...4.7."”
Boo...Hiss...Scream. Their favorite has been marked too low by Judge Number

Five! Stomp...Howl!!

There is a break in a skater’s music tape. The competition is held up for a few
minutes while it is being repaired. Judge Number Five gets up from her folding
chair, disappears in the blackness, and returns pale, but under control. The skater is
on the ice.

This is Judge Number Five's first Canadian Competition. She was just sick to her
stomach. The show goes on; the champions are picked; the judges are almost unani-
mous, including Judge Number Five. She slides out the back door of the rink, gets
into the waiting taxi, and wonders if she will survive the rest of the competition.

skat}wrbemutatlon
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Every judge, both veteran and novice, has known the panic that Judge Number
Five has just experienced. The Judges are all equally concerned. The marks are out
of a total of six and are graded in tenths of a point. If the Judge's first mark is too
high and the standard of skating gets better as the event goes along, then he is
“boxed in" at the top. If his first mark is too low, and the following skaters are
progressively worse, in order to place the skater properly the Judge's marks keep
getting lower and lower. Placing is all important. The Judges know this, but not the
layman. In European countries, where these events are well attended and the enthu-
siasm runs to fantastic heights, this sometimes results in some strange articles being
thrown in the Judges’ direction!

Why do these people put themselves in this nerve-shattering position? It can’t be
for the money...as amateurs they must be unpaid. It can’t-be for the easy hours...
they sometimes work from seven in the morning to midnight, not seeing the light of
day for as long as five days at a time. It can’t be the excellent working conditions...
the rinks’ temperatures range from 60 above to 20 below. It isn’t the clothes they
can model...the Judges are usually bundled up in oversized scarves, mitts, woolly
underwear, and heavy boots. It can't be the food...meals might consist of a bologna
sandwich gobbled in the break between eventsor a gallon of coffee consumed be-
fore they find out there is no handy bathroom! We must conclude that they are a
special breed of animal...a Skating Mutation.

The breed evolves from an intense interest in that sport, an irrepressible urge to
help, and a love of backstage intrigue. The skating judge is a combination actor-
stage manager in the Theatre of the Ice. The ideal characteristics: an inborn sense of
good judgment, a fantastic memory, and a sense of humor. In World Competition,
they are a miniature United Nations. In Canadian Competitions, they come from
all walks of life. You might find a neurosurgeon, a public relations expert, a geolo-
gist, a mathematics teacher, and a medical technologist on the panel. The training
that is needed to reach the world panel of judges is unbelievable; the number of
tests and competitions experienced on the way up has never been computed. It is
an unsung and unpaid “profession”’. But something holds the breed together.

One of the common bonds is a slightly black sense of humor. Watch them during
a competition. They stoically keep themselves under control. Cool and pleasant un-
der all conditions. That's their motto. They watch as a young man pulls in his arms
to make a top-like spin. Look out! His tie has come undone! He continues his series
of breath-taking jumps apparently unaware of the flapping about his face. Or a nerv-
ous girl forgets her program and makes it up on the spot. Or a boy ends his perform-
ance in a sweeping bow. The finishing touch—his pants are split from stem to stern!
Through all this, the Judges are marking and placing skaters with great aplomb—no
trace of emotion. But inside stomachs are having hysterics.

Comic relief. At one of the World Figure Skating Championships recently, an in-
cident occurred to illustrate how one Judge relieved the tension with a little humor.
The British Judge, large and rather pompous, decides that he can’t see the marks on
the ice of a particular figure. He proceeds to lie down prone on the ice to get the re-
flection just right. This strikes the Canadian Judge as ludicrous and entirely unneces-
sary. Without further thought, she places her foot over the middle of his back and
positions herself in a conqueror’s stance. For one instant the Maple Leaf towers over
the British Lion! The byplay goes unnoticed by the Referee but has become a class-
ic for other judges and spectators. Perhaps that has some bearing on why the Yugo-
slavian word for judge is “"sodnik”’!

Literally hundreds of comical situations arise in the handling of Judges at com-
petitions. Transportation calamities are not uncommon. Taxis inevitably take the

Judge to the wrong skating rink, if there is more than one. Buses have been known

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Score another first for Lake Placid,
N.Y., in the box marked “U.S. firsts in in-
ternational figure skating competitions.”

Remember the 1932 Winter Olympics?
Remember the Kennedy International
Memorial Winter Games?

Lake Placid was the first United States
community to host these international
sports events in which figure skating was
an integral part.

This winter, during an nine-day period
from February 26 through March 5, this
community of nearly 5,000, nestled
among the high peaks of the Adirondack
Mountains, will once again bring an inter-
national event to American soil
for the first time. The event, the seventh
biennial World University Winter Games
of the Federation Internationale du
Sports Universitiate (FISU), is officially
called the 1972 Lake Placid Universiade.

Co-host of the Universiade is the State
University of New York (SUNY) at
Plattsburgh. The SUNY campus will pro-
vide the setting for many of the cultural
and social activities, which are a required
part of the Universiade, as well as the ad-
ditional ice needed for some hockey and
figure skating events.

The Universiade will bring together
more than 500 competitors and officials
from at least twenty nations to vie for
medals in alpine skiing (downhill, slalom,
and giant slalom), nordic skiing (special
jumping, cross-country running, and com-
bined running and jumping), speed skat-
ing, hockey and figure skating (individual
Men and Women, Pairs, and Dance).

Sandwiched between the Winter Olym-
piad in Sapporo, Japan, and the World
Figure Skating Championships in Calgary,
Alta., Canada, the Universiade promises
to have some Olympic competitors, and
hopefully a few medalists, to provide an
excellent field, all anxious to earn the
Gold medals.

At the time of publication, ten nations
have indicated they will enter forty
figure skaters in the Lake Placid Universi-
ade: ltaly, the Netherlands, West Ger-
many, Czechoslovakia, South Korea,
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Russia, Austria, Yugoslavia, Japan, and
the United States. The entire skating con-
tingent in the 1970 Polar Universiade
numbered twenty-seven. With forty skat-
ers already entered, the Lake Placid Uni-
versiade’s field is expected to grow to fif-
ty. The deadline for national entries is
November 25, while the final date for
naming individual competitors is Febru-
ary 7—right in the middle of the Olympics.

As yet no breakdown has been given
as to which figure skating events the an-
nounced entrants will compete in.

Eligibility rules for all competitors re-
quire that they be amateurs according to
the rules of their particular discipline and
be between the ages of seventeen and
twenty-seven. They must be full-time
students at accredited universities, col-
leges, graduate or technical schools and
have taken the last prescribed examina-
tions. Former students who have obtained
their academic qualifications (degrees)
in the year preceding the Universiade may
also compete.

According to the FISU rules for figure
skating, each country is entitled to enter
three skaters, both men and women, in
the individual event and bring three re-
serves. In pairs and ice dancing each coun-
try may send two pairs in each event and
two reserve pairs.

Countries with two or more competi-
tors in figure skating have to bring with
them, at their own expense, one interna-
tional judge. Each country will propose
two judges of international level, one of
whom will be selected.

The events will be organized in accord-
ance with the regulations of the ISU, un-
less otherwise stated. In any rule dispute,
the English text will govern.

To enable competitors to attend the
World Championships which begin in Cal-
gary, March 6, the Universiade’s figure
skating events have been scheduled for
the first three days, February 26-28.

The Lake Placid Universiade’s figure
skating events will be divided between
the Olympic Arena and the $3.7 million

How nice it would be if the skaters could skate unhampered by “witches”
who laugh when there’s a fall at a crucial moment, call late at night to up-
+ setand frighten, lobby for an undeserving skater, and appropriate skates,
¢ costumes, and records.

. Jealousies and cruel acts are rarely thought up by the hard-working and
- serious skaters or their mothers, but by the lesser skater’s mother and his
overly ambitious relatives.

Why do these “mothers” change? It is a trick of fate. They get hooked
on skating before they realize what is happening. They give up all outside

M life and pleasures—sometimes even their husbands, homes, and other mem-

bers of the family. Sometimes it is a wish to relive their own lives. They go
into debt beyond a reasonable chance of recovery. When these rink ““moth-
ers” finally realize their offspring doesn’t have a chance, for various rea-

§ sons, it is usually too late. Because of ill-planned tests or staying back too
long or starting too late, itisall over. Only these rink “witches” can't go
back....

How often is it that a bright, talented, and exciting skater does not
succeed because of the “witches”? How many truly wonderful youngsters
and their mothers just give up rather than fight all of these odds and ills?

"“Witches" seek revenge on all the skaters, instead of looking at the picture
realistically. These purveyors of dark, sick clouds cluster together and feel
strength in numbers as they sit waiting to pick their next victim: usually
a handsome fun-loving lad or a sparkling, doll-like girl. These are the skat-
ers they take their venom out on, as they are the most likely to succeed
and become the future champions due to drive and hard work.

More than once I've heard champions say,’After you are at the top,
it'sno fun, as everyone else is jealous.”

The thirty-fourth Congress of the In-
ternational Skating Union held in Venice
in June, 1971, made some of the most
significant changes in figure skating in
many years. Two hundred and six propos-
als for changes were considered by the
delegates (twice the largest number pre-
viously presented—103 in 1969). The re-
port which follows consists of excerpts

from the report to the Executive Commit-

tee of John R. Shoemaker, USFSA ISU
Representative.

On General Regulations

Our proposal was accepted defining an In-
ternational Competition as one in which
invitations to participate are made by the
organizing ISU Member to one or more
ISU Members, and the entries are made
by ISU Members. This makes it clear that
numerous competitions which are now

held in border areas and summer centers
(e.g. Lake Placid), involving U.S. and
Canadian, and perhaps other foreign
skaters, are not International Competi-
tions and need not be held under ISU
rulesand with International Judges.

On Special Regulations For Figure Skating

Group skating was deleted from the rules.
The word “clearness’”” as a component of
Technical Merit was changed to “clean-
ness’".

The word “ingenuity’” as a component

of Artistic Impression (Composition

and Style in the USFSA) was changed

to “originality”’.

The rule concerning the experience re-
quirements of those nominated for ap-
pointment as International Judges was
changed to provide that the judging
(twice in Nationals or Sectionals in the
three seasons preceding the nomination)
must be in Senior events.

Our proposal increasing from six to nine
the maximum number of World and In-
ternational Dance Judges permitted to
each country was accepted.

A new rule was adopted stating that Judg-
es are forbidden to consult previously pre-
pared notes and marks concerning the
marking during the competition.

A new rule was adopted necessitating a
meeting at World and Olympic Cham-
pionships, of the Judges, Referees, and
Technical Committee members to dis-
cuss the marking.

A new rule was accepted prohibiting the
use of scribes and similar mechanical de-
vices during warm-up periods.

The rule concerning skating order in com-
pulsory figures and dances was changed to
provide that competitors are divided into
as many groups as there are figures (six in
1972, three in 1973) or compulsory
dances (four including Original Set-Pat-
tern Dance). The first figure (dance) is
skated first by competitors in Group |
according to their drawn skating order,
then by the competitors in Group 2, etc.
The second figure (dance) is skated first
by competitors in Group 2, then Group
3, then Group 4, etc., and finally Group
1. If the number of competitors is not



evenly divisible by the number of Groups,
the last Group(s) shall be smaller. The
rule concerning numbers of competitors
in, and duration of, warm-up periods was
changed as follows:

Singles free skating and short program—6
minutes—8 competitors

Pairs free skating and short program—6
minutes—4 pairs

Compulsory dances—5 minutes—6 cou-
ples

Free Dance—b5 minutes—5 couples.
Effective Sept. 1, 1972, the starting order
in Singles short programs will be deter-
mined by placements in compulsory fig-
ures. The starting order in free skating
will be determined by placements in the
short program. The system now used
(worse half in figures, skating short pro-
gram in reverse order of figure placement
and better half drawing skating order, and
similarly in free skating) will be continued.
A proposal of Japan permitting the organ-
izing member of the Winter Olympic
Games a minimum of two entries (pre-
viously one) in each event was accepted.
All proposals regarding the addition of
new figures were referred to the Figure
Technical Committee for further study.
Effective Sept. 1, 1972, the factor of fig-
ure 36—Paragraph Double Three For-
ward—will be increased from five to six.
A proposal permitting professionals to
take figure tests was accepted.

Free skating was added to the Second
Class and First Class Tests. The duration
is to be: Second Class Test—Men, four
minutes - Ladies, three minutes; First
Class Test—Men, five minutes - Ladies,
four minutes. The free skating portion

of tests may not be skated unless the
figure portion has been passed.

On Special Regulations For Ice Dancing

The dance test rules were completely re-
written. The more important changes are:
Professionals may take the tests, act as
partner for or be partnered by an ama-

teur

The Starlight Waltz was added to the
Second Class Tests.

The Reverse Waltz was deleted from the
First Class Test and the Rhumba and
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Original Set-Pattern Dance added (same
rhythm as used in the competition of
that season).

Soloing has been removed from the
Third Class Test.

One dance (chosen by the Referee) is
soloed in the Second and First Class
Tests.

The former rule for the Judges’ panel in
First Class Tests necessitated two ISU
Test, International or World Judges and
one World Judge from a foreign Associa-
tion. The new rule provides that one
Judge (not necessarily the World Judge)
must be from a foreign Association.
The passing requirements for tests have
been changed and will be:

1. Third Class Test—from two Judges
9.0 points and no mark under 2.5.

2. Second Class Test—from two Judges
18.0 points and no mark under 3.0.

3. First Class Test—from two Judges
28.8 points (in compulsory, including
Original Set, dances) and no mark under
3.5. In free dance, from the same two
Judges, no mark under 4.0.

On Figure And Dance Tests

The ISU fee for a passed test is fifteen
Swiss francs per person per test. This in-
cludes the cost of the diploma, but does
not include the medal cost.
If a test is not passed, there is no ISU fee,
and no report, marking cards or certifi-
cate need be sent to the ISU.
In First Class Figure Tests, the require-
ment of one foreign Judge on the panel
has been subject to waiver by the Chair-
man of the Figure Technical Committee
in cases of ““geographically isolated ISU
Members.”" Waivers will now be given by
the ISU Vice-President for Figure Skating.
The same provision will apply to First
Class Dance Test also. ““Geographical iso-
lation”” will be determined by the cost of
transportation of the nearest foreign
Judge. The exact dollar amount is now in
process of determination and, when deter-
mined, will be announced in SKATING.
It is probable that some clubs in the
U.S.A. will be considered geographically
isolated for the purposes of this rule.

Question: How did you get started in ice
skating?

Irina: When | was eighteen months old, |
developed TB and spent some time in the
hospital. Afterwards, | was supposed to
have plenty of fresh air, and my parents
used to take me for long walks on frosty
days. To make it more interesting for me,
they bought me a pair of skates, and |
joined a figure skating group at the local
amusement park for children. | liked it
very much and could have skated all day
long. | kept up figure skating through my
school years, reached quite a good stan-
dard, and began training at an army
sports club, for my father was a commis-
sioned officer.

Q: Had you recovered from TB by then?
Irina: By that time | was as fit as a fiddle,
but my progress in pairs skating was slow.
True, | showed up well at the 1963 na-
tional youth championships but then my
partner joined a different sports club. For
about a year | skated alone, even without
coaching, until Stanislav Zhuk, the fa-
mous trainer, took charge of the figure
skating section at our club. He made great
efforts to find a partner for me, and at
long last, in May, 1966, he introduced me
to Alexei Ulanov.

Q: How did you like the prospect of skat-
ing with someone much taller than you,
someone who does not seem a good
match for you at first glance?

Irina: | didn't give it much thought. |

realized that in solo skating my achieve-
ments were likely to be rather modest,
and as for the pairs, | thought the coach
knew best what kind of partner | needed.
Besides, he wasn't altogether a stranger—
| had seen Alexei at contests. So we
joined hands, and off we went.

Q: And what were you doing in sport,
Alexei, before you met Irina?

Alexei: | was a keen skater as a young-
ster—probably because all the boys and
girls in our courtyard used to skate. |
remember the day Father gave me a pres-
ent, the best thing | could have wished
for—a pair of skates. They weren’t figure
skates, just plain skates, but anyway
something to start with. There was a rink
nearby where figure skaters trained, and |
watched them do various ““stunts”. Then
| tried to imitate them.

But | longed for a pair of figure skates,
and Dad gave them to me for my seventh
birthday. That was on November 4, 1954.
On that memorable day | went to sleep
hugging a pair of skates to my chest. In
the autumn of 1955 | started lessons at
the Young Pioneers’ Stadium in Moscow.
Q: How did you come to specialize in
pairs skating?

Alexei: It'sa long story. When | was ten,
| used to go to the stadium with my
younger sister, Lena. We were in the same
group—I was the only boy there. By the
way, boys considered figure skating
then—and many do now—a sport for girls.

Q: You mean, you've never considered
hockey or football more masculine sports
than figure skating?
Alexei: Never. Who said that figure skat-
ing is not for men? Take supports in the
pairs for instance. They're quite diffi-
cult—no easier than many things in gym-
nastics or athletics. But while a runner,
jumper or weightlifter is allowed all
kinds of grunts and groans and grimaces,
a figure skater must always have a smile
on his face. His partner may weigh any-
where between seven and nine stone, but
he mustn’t show the slightest effort as he
lifts her up and holds her above his head.
He has to do this many times during the
five minutes on the ice, and it requires
considerable physical strength and stam-
ina. A figure skater must be an all-round
athlete—in as good form as a football
player, if not better.

| had to put in a lot of effort myself
before | caught up with the top-notchers.
Despite my rather long experience in solo
and pairs skating (with my sister), at con-
tests | did not show up as well as | could.
Q: Why not? What was the reason?
Alexei: First of all, | wasn't concentrat-
ing on the pairs. Sometimes | skated sin-
gle, sometimes with a partner. | should
have made up my mind five years earlier
than | did. Another reason was the time
shortage: for ten years | attended three
schools—a sports school and a music
school, besides ordinary school. Everyone
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Irina Rodnina and Alexei Ulanov-of the
Soviet Union made figure skating history when
they won the Pairs event at the World Figure
Skating Championships at Colorado Springs in
February of 1969. They were the first to ac-
complish this feat at first try since the cham-
pionships began seventy odd years ago. They
retained their title in both March of ‘70 at
Ljubljana, Yugoslavia, and in the recent 1971
Worlds held in Lyon, France.

in our family just loves music. When |
finished music school, | entered the Gnes-
in Higher School of Music.

Now we have healthy com-
petition instead: he jumps high and | try
to outjump him; he runs fast and | try to
outrun him. I don't like being second to
anybody. Perhaps that's what distin-
guished our pair. This way we kept each

Pride and prejudice are qualities a good
reporter must avoid like the plague, so
we’ll have to forego any claim here to the
role of reporter. However, we think we
can resist airing our prejudices here and
will therefore give you, not a reporter’s
account, but a story in which American
skaters can justifiably take real pride.
This was “our year” at St. Gervais.

This summer, as in the past few, the
United States was well represented at the
Fifth Annual Grand Prix de St. Gervais.
Located in the beautiful province of
Haute-Savoie in the shadow of Mt. Blanc,
the picturesque village of St. Gervais is
the most congenial host to this organized
summertime, international, Senior event.

Sponsored by Olympic development
funds, our team of eight skaters brought
home an impressive array of medals. So
that you can appreciate the reason for
this pride, we'll relate the end results at
the outset. In each of the three events,
Ladies singles, Men’s singles, and Pairs,
the U.S. had two entrants. In the Ladies,
Dorothy Hamill and Juli McKinstry
placed first and second respectively. Pairs
team Cynthia Van Valkenburg and James
Hulick placed second, while Joel and Gale
Fuhrman were third. Robert Bradshaw
placed second in the Men’s event with
David Santee in the sixth position.

From the start of the Men’s figures,
Jackie Mrozek, of France, and Robert
Bradshaw were clearly in a league of their

‘own in the field of twelve representing

seven different countries.

They finished one, two, after the five
figures. Finishing in ninth place was David
Santee, making his debut in a Senior class.
In the free skating portion Robert did
not perform as well as he had earlier in
the week due to the effects of a bad cold.
He does exhibit a fine style with excellent
spins and many fine jumps. His failure in
managing only one of his three triple
jumps detracted from his overall presenta-
tion. Yet his performance was good
enough to earn third place in the free
skating and to hold his second place when
the final standings were posted.

David free skated remarkably well. He
received a great deal of praise from the
audience for his exciting exhibition which
pulled him to sixth place overall.

The real pressure in the free skating
came from Ken Polk of Canada. He
skated a very strong program laced with
four well executed triple jumps, giving
winner Mrozek a real run for the money
in this department, and pulled himself
from sixth in figures to third place overall.

Mrozek, skating on his home rink,



gave a fine performance that was high-
lighted by two sensational double Axels.
His smooth interpretation and feeling for
his music clearly earned him high marks
and a first place finish.

The Ladies class had eighteen entries.
The figures were spread over a two-day
period. Juli McKinstry got off to a good
start with a strong counter and rocker.
Dorothy didn’t start quite as well, but
progressively improved with each figure.
As usual there was not much spread be-
tween the first six skaters.

That evening we thought disaster was
going to strike as both girls developed
sore throats which advanced to fevers and
headaches the next morning. Both girls
showed “True Grit” in finishing the re-
maining two figures, with Juli in fourth
place and Dorothy right behind in fifth,
glassy-eyed, but happy that they had
completed the figures. A good night's
sleep and “beaucoup” aspirins enabled
both girls to pull themselves together for
a little practice Friday morning. By the
time they were skating before a live,
French national television audience, their
superiority could not be denied.

Dorothy is an extremely exciting free
skater. Her program blended faster ath-
letic precision with dramatic sections that
brought her, not only an ovation from the
enthusiastic audience, but a commanding
free style win which earned her a first
place in the overall standings.

Juli skated immediately following
Dorothy and combined many difficult
jump combinations with a smooth grace
and style that gave her a solid second in
the free style, moving her into second
place in the final placements.

To complete the story of the Ladies
event, the convincing free style of Cana-
da’s Julie Black pulled her from sixth in
figures to third. The two entrants from
Czechoslovakia, who had been first and
third after the figures, couldn’t come
close to the competitive level of the free
style and dropped to sixth and eleventh
places. Scotland’s Maria McLean's second

in figures gave way to fourth in the overall.

The Pair event was captured in fine
style by the Canadian team of Marion
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Murray and Glen Moore. They gave a fine
exhibition with good content. Especially
fine were their side by side double flips,
plus good technical execution of all the
standard repertoire of Pair moves. Second
place fell (literally!) to Cynthia Van
Valkenburg and James Hulick. They were
skating quite well when, at the top of a
helicopter lift, Jim stumbled and fell.
Cynthia, having the farthest to go, came
down right on her chin. Though momen-
tarily dazed they recovered with amazing
alacrity, and with yet another display of
the value of vigorous training and the
fortitude that accompanies the competi-
tive will-to-win, they completed their
difficult program with amazing confi-
dence and aplomb. Then it was off to the
hospital for five stitches in Cynthia’s
chin. This points out once again that pair
skating has advanced to a dangerous level.

Joel and Gale Fuhrman followed im-
mediately with their fine program. They
showed the enthusiastic audience a wide
variety of accomplishments—varied spi-
rals, a good style well suited to interest-
ing music, and one-hand lifts including a
seldom seen one-hand lift with Joel ina
spread eagle position. Their third place
was well earned.

On Sunday following the competition,
the nine trophy winners performed their
programs again on nationwide TV, and the
parting party that evening was a fitting
finale to a week that had been a pleasant
and valuable experience for our skaters.O

memorial

fund

In the February, 1971, issue of SKAT-
ING it was brought out that the USFSA
Memoarial Fund was originally founded
and its primary purpose still remainsasa
living memorial to the members of the
1961 U.S. World Figure Skating Team,
officials, coaches, and friends who died in
the airplane accident in Belgium while
the Team was on its way to the 1961
World Championships. It was also pre-
viously mentioned that it has become
necessary in the interest of perpetuating
the Fund that renewed efforts be made to
increase its size. To this end the scope of
the Fund has been broadened as its name
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now implies. This action also broadens
the basis for which contributions can and
appropriately should be made.

One custom that has been growing in
our society in recent years has been to
make a contribution to, let us say, a heart
fund, cancer fund or some other health
cause instead of sending flowers at the
time of the death of a friend. In the case
of a skater or skating official or friend
who was devoted to our sport, it would
be most appropriate to make a contribu-
tion to the USFSA Memorial Fund in
memory of that person. For example, the
husband of a widely known World Judge
passed away recently, and the Memorial
Fund received several gifts in his memory.
Similarly, at the time of the death of a
former member of the USFSA Executive
Committee, his Club and a number of his
friends sent contributions to the Fund.
When this is done, an appropriate notifi-
cation is sent to the next of kin stating
that a contribution has been made to the
Fund in memory of the deceased. Begin-
ning this autumn, a record will also be in-
scribed in a permanent book that will be
maintained for this purpose. The Commit-
tee plans to have the book on display at
the time of each Annual Meeting of the
Governing Council wherein under each
deceased person’s name would be listed
those who had sent a contribution to the
Fund in his or her memory. It almost
goes without saying that it would seem
too crassly materialistic to note either on
the notification sent to the next of kinor in
the permanent record just referred to the
amount of the contribution, so this, of

course, will not be done. )
Here, then, isanother way in which we

can create a living memorial to our friends,
continue to perpetuate the memory of our
gallant 1961 World Figure Skating Team,
and assist in the work of promoting figure
skatingand figure skaters. Won't you help?

(Reminder: Contributions to the
USFSA Memorial Fund are deductible to
the extent allowable by law for income
tax purposes. Therefore, for the same net
cost to you, a larger contribution can be
sent to the Fund than might be expended
for flowers.) O

the music man

If you ever have the experience of trying to dance at a rink where the music

sounds familiar but some dances seem to drag, while others make you skate at breath-
taking speed, it may be that the records are being played at the speed that they were
intended to be played—but not for ice dancing!

And when you return to your home club and hear the same music played at a
comfortable dancing speed, you may thank your club music man, whose job is to in-
sure that the music is appropriate.

The club music man does not have to be an expert. He depends upon the
USFSA Vice-Chairman for Music and other authorities for reliable information as to
where he may obtain and properly reproduce music for club dance sessions and tests.
Fortunately there are a few dedicated men who constantly search for new

30 music that can be used for ice dancing. Whenever they come upon these rare finds, they



determine the speed at which the record must be played on a variable speed turn-
table, and the strobe disc or “speed dial”” which must be used to quickly find that
speed again. This information is passed on to the clubs for their guidance in buying
and timing records.

If the records are then recorded on tape at the correct speed, the need for resetting
a turntable for each piece played is eliminated, and whole dance programs can be run
off automatically—a boon to the music man who likes to skate.

Richard E. Clemson, Vice-Chairman for Music of the USFSA Dance Committee, has
been a pioneer in the field of searching out and taping good dance music. When he
moved to California a few years ago, Dick left two eastern clubs with which he had
been associated, Rye and Southern Connecticut, with a legacy of taped dance pro-
grams containing hundreds of correctly timed dance tunes.

But taped programs have the disadvantage of being inflexible. New time schedules
and different ability levels of the skaters made new programs necessary. With the
original source no longer available, these had to be made by copying the material from
the old programs. This task fell to Clemson’s successor.

Ralph Bennett was over fifty when he first put on skates to get, he says, “within
swatting distance’’ of his son, Bucky (nowa Dance competitor). “After judging my
Preliminary Dance test, Dick decided | would make a better music man than skater,”
Ralph readily admits.

His first job was to re-record every Tango on each program at the new 108 tempo.
Ralph was given about sixty retimed Tangos on tape to be copied in place of each of
the slower ones on the programs.

No two tape recorders at his disposal ran at exactly the same speed. Luckily at
that time the errors cancelled themselves out, but Ralph Bennett found that he
couldnt depend on this for future mistakes. To get accurate results in copying tapes
requires checking the tempo at every step from the original to the final playback.

The usual method is to watch a sweep second hand while counting beats. Every
time the final count was approached, some youngster would request a Dutch Waltz,
necessitating a fresh start. There had to be a better way.

It occurred to Ralph that it would be much easier if the clock face were divided
into measures and beats, instead of hours, minutes, and seconds. He proceeded to re-
move the hour and minute hands, covering the face with a hand-made one divided
into twenty-four intervals of fifteen degrees, each subdivided into four quarters.

Now when playing a Swing Dance, the sweep second hand would pass a mark on
every beat of music, and the strong beat would always come in the same place in
each group. With a fast tempo, the hand would recede; when it was slow, the hand
would gain. The music man could thus turn his attention to other matters without
losing track.

Of course, each tempo requires a different face. To meet this need, Ralph has now
acquired a complete set for all ice dances.

Ralph brings his clock to all Dance test sessions, where he demonstrates its virtues
to anyone interested.

"It shows up errors in speed dial settings, which after all are only approximate,”
he claims. “’It has shown up cases where the wrong speed dial was used. Then there
are cases where the music fluctuates from fast to slow, but averages the right number
of beats per minute.”

“But best of all, ”" he states, "“it's the perfect squelch for complaints that the music
is too fast or too slow. You can't argue with sixty cycle current, and there are the
correct number of equally spaced lines on each dial. Count them.”

You can take his word for it. And if you should visit a Rye club session, you can
dance to one of a dozen new programs of properly timed music, thanks to the collab-
oration of two music men, Dick Clemson and Ralph Bennett.O

"All we had to do was schedule everyone
so they’d have a fair share of the ice,” said
Perry Livingston, Competition Chairman of
the South Bay FSC, host for the 1971
Southern California Inter-Club Champion-
ships. Scheduling everyone turned out to be
a monumental task as 278 skaters entered
the competition, with first day statistics re-
cording 121 skaters skating a total of 363
figures. Patches and practice ice were made
available a week before competition began;
exact patch assignments were drawn by lot,
and records were played in order of the
same lot number. It was a gigantic challenge,
but after it was over, those in charge viewed
it as a gigantic success.

The Hans Johnsen Memorial Trophy,
commemorating the death of the former
director of skating at the Sun Valley Ice
Arena, was awarded to Joe Thola of the
Seattle Club. The trophy is presented at the
Summer Skating Championships to the
winner of the Senior Men’s division.

The San Diego FSC put on ““Skates for
Project Hope this summer. Proceeds from
the quality show, “1971 lce Scene,” were
donated to Project Hope to help support its
domestic and overseas program. The San
Diego Club has ""helped others to help them-
selves,” and the Project hopes that other
clubs will use their talents and energies for
this worthy cause.

Braemar-City of Lakes FSC held their
first Mardi Gras, focusing on fun for their
non-competitive members who have fewer
opportunities to be in the spotlight. First
test skaters were allotted a minute program
with a rising time scale for those who had
passed higher tests. High test skaters were
crowned ““Pro for a While" and benefitted
from a first-hand knowledge of the difficul-
ties of teaching as well as the pride in "stu-
dent’ accomplishments.

Saga Mink took to the ice as fashion
editors from all over the country met at the
New York Sky Rink, Manhattan, to see the
designer collections. Skating models came
onto the ice wearing Saga skins as blazers,
trench coats, knicker suits, wraps and even-
ing coats by such top designers as Givenchy,
Oscar de la Renta, and Geoffrey Beene. As
far as Saga is concerned, ‘“Life is too short
and winter too long to go without mink.”

Newsmakers

The term, “'sell-out,”” has, in the evolu-
tion of slang expressions, earned a connota-
tion that refers to an individual who would
rather “’sell”” himself than stand up for his
values. Such is not the stigma placed on the
estimated “‘sell-out”” crowds that will be at-
tending the 1972 World Figure Skating
Championships in Calgary, Canada, March
6-12. Already approximately 50 per cent of
the available seats have been ordered, the
majority from Eastern Canada, the U.S.,
Germany, and other parts of Europe. Tick-
ets or information desired?

A former skater who earned considerable

fame at several World Championships as well
as in the 1968 Olympics, has recently at-
tained an off-the-ice honor. Twenty-three-
year old Peggy Fleming has been named
1972 National Easter Seal Chairman, the
most youthful chairman in the 52-year his-
tory of the Society. Peggy says,”...Easter
Seals offers a real opportunity to these spe-
cial, young people who want to put their
idealism, energy, and social consciousness to
good use."

In Oregon an unidentified female was
seen gliding gracefully across the ice during
August as a cooling sight for motorists and
sidewalk gawkers. Featured in a stop action
billboard advertisement for the Oregon
Dairy Products Commission, this skater
readily represented the company’s slogan
that ““every body needs milk.” In the mean-
time, figure skating received a bit of "“ex-
posure’’ to the non-skating world.

That
next year she’ll be a Silver dancer? That someday she’ll skate like
Peggy Fleming? This might satisfy an adult, but children are much too
smart to believe such stories. Besides, Janis didn't want to wait for
tomorrow—she wanted something now, that very minute.

After some thought | told Janis there was one thing she could do as
well as anyone there, namely she could skate for fun. | pointed out
that sometimes the best skaters do not really have fun when they skate.
| assured her that | just skated for fun; | probably couldn’t pass any
more testsand couldn’t care less whether or not | ever skate any better
than | do now. This seemed to satisfy Janis for the time being, and she
was willing to try her edges during the general skating.

Suddenly in January there was another crisis: the Club was having a
carnival. A rush to the bulletin board to check names...disaster! Fran-
cis Cassella was to solo, but nothing for little sister Janis.

Fortunately, Barbara Cassella was in charge of costumes, and |
suggested that Janis have a frank talk with her mother. The following
Sunday Janis proudly informed me that she was going to be in the
carnival after all: she was going to be a mouse.

to have been unloaded to find packed tickets.

Planes have been grounded to reroute luggage.
Blinding snowstorms have stranded Judges at

the homes of skating parents. (Judges usually
avoid skating parents like the plague. But even
parents are members of the species, most of the
time cooperative....)

Non-skating mates require great patience
and understanding. Married Judges have been
required to adjust to the somewhat complicated
accommodation situations that can arise to
test their sense of humor. As an example, a
female of the species had been booked into
three different hotels by three different clubs
on three consecutive days in a single city. Her
husband turns up on a business trip in the
same city on one of the days. He sneaks her up
to his room in yet another hotel. When she
leaves in the early hours, he puts her in a taxi
and gives the driver the name of her hotel.
Halfway there she realizes what day it is. She
redirects him. *I’m staying at the Highway mo-
tel, not the Kingsway. The Kingsway was where
| was last night!”” ...Oops... To make matters
worse, she tries to explain to the unbelieving
driver that it really was her husband who had
given the wrong directions. *“Yeah, I’ll bet!"’

Under the TV camera’s all-seeing eye, the
Judges can be anonymous. Their boot tops are
usually all that can be seen by the TV audience.
The camera is on the Caddies, Caddies are the
local starry-eyed skating hopefuls, who carry
the boxes containing the Judges’ marks. The
Judge writes down his mark on a slip of paper,
gives it to the referee and whispers his mark to
the Caddy. The Caddy then proceeds forward
on the ice to wait for the referee’s whistle. The
marks from all the Judges are displayed simul-
taneously. Oh, no...one Caddy drops her box!
Sixteen cards, ten with red numbers and six
with black numbers are scattered all over the
slippery ice surface... laughter. The whistle
blows, the marks are up...4.5, 4.2, 4.7, 4.3...
6.4? Laughter again. The Judge corrects the
Caddy...shuffle, shuffle...Correction, 4.6....

Announcers for Canadian regional competi-
tions are generally local disc-jockeys. They take
hold of the job with great enthusiasm. One
thing that they cannot stand is a pause between
competitors. The unfilled silence. They are ob-
sessed with filling it with the sound of their
own voices. And caught up in the excitement,
they unwittingly "‘pre-judge” into the micro-
phone. ““Now here comes little Susie Skatewell.
She has been around Woodsbark all her life,
and we have all seen how beautifully she can
skate. We should see a great little show here."”
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Tactfully, the Chief Judge asks him not to
make comments before the skater skates.

A communication system is an integral part
of any competition. The walkie-talkie some-
times is used to connect the music operator
and the Ice Captain, who is cueing in the skat-
ers, to the Chief Referee. Unfortunately, the
communication system is touchy. The north-
ern air in particular can be filled with radio
waves. The crowd is hushed. The music is

Beethoven’s Ninth...a beautiful spiral...suddenly,
over the public address...”” car 5, car 5, corner of

First and Main, braw! out of hand.” But the skat-
er continues; the concentration isunbelievable.

Rinks are not generally designed for the
comfort of the breed. They are primarily used
for hockey. A Judge’s nightmare is to discover
that the conveniences are on the opposite side
of the skating surface from where they have
been jury-segregated. Out of dire necessity, the
female of the species quick ly adapts to the
hastily printed WO added to the sign of the
Men’s Room and waves casually to the em-
barrassed male hockey player who wanders in
myopically. Fingers are numb, and the panic
increases as the Judge's name is being called out
on the public address. The Asian Flu takes its
toll, but the Show Must Go On!

The problem of washing hands in Europe is
even greater. One of the first phrases a foreign
Judge learns in the local language is, “"Where is
the...?"" European countries are well known for
the casualness with which they treat this prob-
lem. Seldom do their conveniences have the
little extras that Western Judges take for grant-
ed. Like doors. Nor do they subscribe to many
catalogues. The Western species have been
known to set up a look-out system unrivalled in
vigilance by the most experienced bank robber.

Indeed, why do these perfectly normal,
well-balanced individuals get themselves into
these ridiculous situations? Why do they give
up their hard-earned holidays and risk embar-
rassment in front of half a million people to
devote their whole being to the figure skating
world? In the words of a skating father, who
unwittingly volunteered to be the chairman of
a regional competition a few years ago:

"I have never in my life before met so many
wonderful people, so many dedicated, young
athletes. | have never seen so much raw emotion
nor such good sportsmanship. Nor have | ever
worked so hard. It has been an enlightening ex-
perience. The unpaid profession? There is not
enough money in the world to hire someone
to do the job. You do it because you love every
minute of it! It's another world inhabited by
another breed of animals!”’ O

On Olympic Games

The ISU is continuing its efforts to persuade
the 10C to include Ice Dancing in the Winter
Games. It appears that some progress is being
made and ice dancing may possibly be accepted
for the 1976 Olympics.

On Judges And Judging

No suspensions or criticisms of Judges were voted.

The Technical Committees were instructed to
study possible International Judges’ seminars to
include one top level Judge from each participat-
ing country. These seminars would not be held
during a competition. As currently contemplat-
ed, the ISU would pay for the board and lodg-
ing of participants, and ice costs.

On Referees

The rule regarding the appointment of Referees
for Championships was redrafted to make it

clear that the ISU President makes such ap-
pointments. In addition, the wording was

changed to the pre-1963 wording, which states
that only the Member organizing the Champion-
ship may suggest to the ISU President, Refer-
ees for that Championship. Generally, the

same rule is used for Olympics.

On Amateur Reinstatements

Mrs. Talbot was reinstated. After a one year
waiting period, as provided by the ISU amateur
status rules, she may be nominated in 1972, if
otherwise qualified, as an International Judge.

On Miscellaneous Council Decisions

The 1972 Council Meeting will be held in

This year, by decision of the ISU Council, all
Dance proposals were made and appeared in the
agenda, in German. | requested the Council to
discontinue this practice in the future because
of the problems it created in the United States,
Canada, and Great Britain.

Irina, a keen ice hockey player, was in one
of the mixed teams, and she caught the puck
on the bridge of her nose. She looked so “‘ex-
otic” that we were worried that we might not
be allowed to go. Thank goodness, intensive
treatment, including home care, helped, and
soon she looked all right. She had to powder
her nose heavily at first though.
Q: | suppose, you gave up playing hockey after
that, Irina?
Irina: | did not.
Q: How do you feel about taking part in
championships?
Alexei: Well, we always feel very worried and
anxious before championships. We realize that
it's going to be hard going, but all the same we
feel as if there is something special in store for
us, although contests are now part of our every-
day life. Victory gives us a tremendous lift.
Irina: We also like international competitions
because we have a chance to meet our foreign
friends. | speak a bit of German, and Alexei
can speak English. We made friends with the
Kauffmans, Janet Lynn, Tim Wood, Ondrej
Nepela, Gabrielle Seyfert, and the Steiner-
Walther pair.
Q: What characteristic features have you no-
ticed in the compositions you saw at the
1970 championships?
Alexei: All the compositions were packed full
of intricate figures. There were some novelties
really worth noting. But the ultra-complex
elements did not always form an organic part
of a composition—they stuck out, so to say.
Q: How about your own composition—will
you be making it more complex?
Irina: Certainly.
Q: Some people claim that figure skating is be-
coming less and less of a sport and more of an
art. What do you think?
Alexei: I'd say it’s the other way around: fig-
ure skating is increasingly becoming more of a

sport. The struggle is fiercer, the tempo faster,
and programs are more complex. Each new
composition requires more physical and nervous
energy, stronger will, and greater ability. We
are convinced that in figure skating there is a
future for those who keep making their com-
position more complex, to those who go all out
for ""aerobatics’” on ice.

Q: What in your opinion was the greatest sen-
sation of the last championships?

Irina: 1'd say the performance of the Soviet
dancers, Voityuk and Zhigalin. They were un-
usually cool and collected and carried through
their program with precision, winning the Euro-
pean Bronze medals.

Q: Do you mean that coolness and precision
are enough to ensure success in a competition?
Alexei: Coolness, precision, and taste—in the
style of performance and the selection of mu-
sic, standard of technique, will power, and so
on and so forth. But perhaps the most impor-
tant things are a creative approach to making

up a program and a clever, understanding coach...

Q: | suppose, you have all that, otherwise you
wouldn’t have become champions?

Alexei: Well, at least we have that kind of coach.

Coach Stanislav Zhuk was present during
the interview, and to round it off he made the
following statement.

Zhuk: Many people have asked me why | made
a pair out of such an unlikely couple. My whole
concept was based on contrast, but a contrast
in which the partners would supplement each
other. Irina is an improviser by nature. She is
high-spirited and enterprising. She really enjoys
skating—she has a sense of freedom and gaiety
on the ice. And so, to make full use of her po-
tentialities in pairs skating, she needed a special
kind of partner, one whose qualities | even find
it difficult to formulate. | spent a long time
scouting around for a partner for Irina. When |
saw Alexei Ulanov at a contest, | knew at once
he was the man | was looking for. As you see,
my intuition did not fail me.

Despite the unquestionably great success
scored by Irina and Alexei, I'm not inclined to
over-rate their achievement. They, and all other
skaters, should not forget one very important
circumstance: figure skaters representing a
country can win an international title only aft-
er someone from their own country earns pres-
tige for their national school of figure skating.
For Irina and Alexei the way to the top rung
had been paved by Lyudmila Belousova and
Oleg Protopopov. My pupils are aware of this,
and we feel deep respect for the two skaters
who have done so much for Soviet sport.O

STUDENTS STRIKE AGAIN—

1972 LAKE PLACID UNIVERSIADE

SUNY field house at Plattsburgh, which is now
in its final construction stages. This complex,
with its 3,500 seating, will make its competi-
tion debut with the hosting of the Universiade,

The Olympic Arena, which seats about
2,000, was constructed forty years ago for the
1932 Olympics. It has been in continuous use
since and was the site of the first summer ice
skating program in the U.S. (score another
first!) In 1968 an additional ice sheet was add-
ed to the facility, when the Lake Placid Con-
vention center was constructed.

Only two Americans have had the honor of
skating in the six previous Universiades. At the
1970 Polar Universiade in Finland, Jennie
Walsh and Roger Bass, both Californians, repre-
sented the United States.

Miss Walsh won a Silver medal, placing sec-
ond to Zsuzsa Almassy of Hungary in a field of
five women representing five nations.

Roger Bass placed seventh in a field of
twelve which saw current World Champion On-
drej Nepela of Czechoslovakia win the Gold
FISU medal.

Nepela was followed by two Russians,
Sergei Chetverukhin (third in the World's) and
Sergei Volkov. Eight nations were represented
in the Men's event.

Czechoslovakian dancers, Diana Skotnicka
and Martin Skotnicky, were Gold medalists in
that event. Russians Ljudmila Smirnova and
Andrei Suraikin won the Gold medal in the
Pairs competition. There were only two Dance
pairs and three couples in the Pair skating.

Michael McGean of Norwich, Vt., a former
National Dance Champion and currently Dean
of Students at Dartmouth University, accom-
panied the American skaters to Finland as their
coach. McGean had high regard for the quality
of the competitions. “’Of world caliber’’ was his
description. He also remarked favorably on the
friendliness among all the competitors.

Since international understanding is one of
the prime purposes of the FISU competitions,
the friendships and understanding developed
among the competitors, who will be leaders of
the world community in another generation,
are as important to the governing body of FISU
as the Games themselves,

Hopefully the United States will continue
to generate that international understanding
when Lake Placid becomes an international
village in February.

When the FISU flag is lowered at the con-
clusion of the seventh Universiade perhaps
another first will have occurred in Lake Placid—
the first FISU Gold medal in figure skating for
an American competitor.Q
