Catching Up with Damon Allen

After placing fourth at Midwesterns,
Damon Allen won the 1991 U.S. Junior
men’s free skating title in his first attempt
at that level. His only previous appearance
at Nationals was in 1987 when he placed
second in Novice men.

He made his Senior debut at the U.S.
Olympic Festival where he placed sixth. In
his first international competitions, the
Grand Prix International and the

Nebelhorn Trophy, in August, he also
placed sixth.

Skating recently had the opportunity to
meet this newcomer to the national and
international scene.

Skating: Tell us what you have been
working on since you won your ’91
National title.

Damon: Since Nationals I have been
working twice as hard on my triples, trying
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to get those done easily with a smoother
flow. I have the triple loop, flip, and Lutz
down consistently. I am now working on
my triple-triple combinations, the triple
Lutz-triple toe and triple Lutz-triple loop. I
am going to do the best that I can possibly
do. I want to have every triple in my
program and hopefully try the triple Axel.

Skating: What type of off-ice training
do you do?

Damon: We have an Olympic-size
swimming pool with diving platforms, a
weight room, and a ballet room at the
Rochester-Olmstead Recreation Center. It
is great. We do not have to go to other
places for a workout. On Monday and
Wednesday we have ballet in our ballet
studio. We have toning aerobics twice a
week. On Fridays we have impact aerobics
and we work up a real sweat. On
Wednesdays my coach Barbara
Kossowska has her own workout that
varies from off-ice jumps to weight lifting.
Mainly, we do the weight lifting
throughout the summer. Barbara has us do
the main training in the spring.

Skating: How does your coach
motivate you?

Damon: She is really positive. She is
always in a good mood. It is her job and she
loves doing it. You can’t help but feel
awake and happy in the morning around
her, even if you feel you don’t want to be
there. She is a powerful lady. She really
doesn’t yell. She always knows where you
are. It is great training with her because all
the kids are really focused. She treats all her
students the same. Every other month we
have a big meeting and we talk about
upcoming competitions. She is very
businesslike. She makes sure that her
students work well together as a group. We
all go and watch each other. Most of them
are competitive against each other. A little
rivalry when it comes to competition. We
all have the same goal. It is very open, we
have a lot of fun with her.

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Skating Parents Part I appeared in the
November 1991 issue of Skating.

One of the biggest decisions facing
parents of serious skaters is whether to
send the child away from home to train
with a particular coach or at a profes-
sional ice skating training center, or, even
sometimes whether to move the entire
family.

Eldredge left home at age 9 to follow
his coach, Richard Callaghan, to Phila-
delphia and other locations. Today the
family is split between two different
coasts so that Ruth Eldredge can be with
Todd in California while he faces the
pressures of international competition.
The family manages to get together sev-
eral times a year.

Surprisingly, Eldredge said the hard-
est time for the family was while Todd
was still living at home and she spent
nearly all her time traveling with him to
ice rinks which were an hour or two away
from the family home in Chatham, Mass.
on Cape Cod.

“We spent so much time on the road
that I never saw the rest of the family
much. It was just Todd all day long. He’d
go to school for a few hours and then
were off to a rink in Boston or some-
where. He was eating in the car, sleeping
in the car, doing homework in the car
with the light on at night and it was
totally bizarre. We'd get home late at
night and the kids would be in bed an
hour later,” she recalled.

Sports psychologist, Dave Yukelson,
of Pennsylvania State University, said
before sending a child away from home to

train parents should get a realistic as-
sessment of the child’s talent and con-
sider his athletic goals, personality, at-
tachment to family, the type of nurturing
and lifestyle he will have, and whether he
could accomplish the same thing by
training locally.

Except in rare cases like Eldredge’s,
Yukelson feels most young athletes are
better off at home. Sending a youngster
away from home to train disrupts the
whole social family structure and can
place too much pressure on the child to
become a champion.

“You have to question the win-at-all-
costs philosophy that some parents have
and think about what’s really in the
child’s best interest. There’s more to chil-
dren than just their athletic identity.
What we see with many of them who
leave home is burnout. They’ve just been
pushed so hard that they become Robo-
skaters and they lose a sense of normal
growth and development that kids who
are 11, 12, 13, and 14 go through,”
Yukelson explained.

Finding the right coach who can fur-
ther their child’s athletic and personal
growth is the single most important fac-
tor which parents of skaters say contrib-
utes to the child’s happiness in the sport.

Irene and Arthur King, of Santa Rosa,
Calif., remember a frustrating time when
their 14-year-old daughter, Michelle, a
Novice competitor, was kept off the ice
several months with chronic knee pain.
The Kings spent a year and a half making
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the rounds to doctors before the problem
was finally diagnosed.

They worked closely with Michelle’s
coach, Cory Fisher Gilman, of the Red-
wood Empire Ice Arena in Santa Rosa, to
monitor the situation daily and support
Michelle through the crisis.

“Having a good relationship with
Cory and being able to communicate
with her is essential to me as a parent. |
have to know that Michelle’s coach has
the same goals and the same respect for
my child as I do. I've found a coach I
believe in and I feel it’s my job as a parent
to support her,” Irene King said.

King stays in frequent contact with
Gilman to share information about Mich-
elle and keep track of her progress, but she
said that does not mean being at the rink
every minute or telling her how to teach.

“It means an occasional phone call
and a meeting once or twice a year to
make plans,” she carefully explained.

The Kings want to make sure Michelle
is well-rounded and that she has a future
outside of skating if that’s what she
chooses. They insist that she gets good
grades in school in order to keep skating,
they take her skiing, and they make her
take physical education to expose her to
other sports.

Arthur King said the couple is grateful
to skating for giving Michelle a construc-
tive way to keep busy through her teen
years and for helping her to develop self-
confidence.

“We hope she’ll skate through high
school but we've always given her the
option of quitting. It’s her sport and the
motivation has to come from her. If she’s
enjoyed it up to that point that’s fine.”

In recent years, the USFSA has been
trying to improve communication with
parents of skaters and to give them more
input into decision-making. USFSA
Eastern Vice President Claire Ferguson
founded the U.S. National Team Advi-
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sory Committee in 1986 which high-
lighted the need for an improved insur-
ance package for skaters, creation of
parents meetings, and the appointment
of a liaison for parents at Worlds and
Olympics. They conducted a survey of
training costs, introduced the idea of
media training seminars, and asked for
more help with fundraising through the
USFSA’s sponsorship presentation Kits.

Now, the USFSA is trying to meet the
needs of parents of skaters who are fur-
ther down in the structure with the Par-
ents Liaison Committee. Neale is looking
for parents from various parts of the
country who might be interested in
working with the committee.

“One of the things I'd like to do with
the committee is to communicate to par-
ents what other people have done that
works,”” she said.

Members of the committee met with
parents at every regional and sectional
competition this past year. They are cur-
rently working on ways to standardize
protocol at qualifying competitions,
hope to someday publish a newsletter
with an advice column written by par-
ents, and make educational presentations
on topics of interest to parents.

It’s a step in the right direction and one
which is richly deserved.

It included
a sophisticated slow section, a tabletop
into a star lift, throw jumps, a back death
spiral, and good solo jumps. Erin Cov-
ington and Brandon Powell, Portland
State University, finished second. Their
program contained a good guillotine
spin combination, death spiral, and an
unusual upside down lift. Heather
Hughes, University of Pennsylvania, and
Keith Tindall, finished second in the OP
but dropped to a final third because of
problems with unison. Hughes was en-
tered in three events throughout the
week — Senior figures and free skating,
and Junior pairs.

AND PLACES

FIRST OLYMPIC CONGRESS HELD

The first USOC Olympic Congress of the
USA, a gathering of the U.S. Olympic Fami-
ly, took place October 30-November 2, 1991
at the Broadmoor Hotel in Colorado Springs.
The Congress featured an educational pro-
gram, a trade exposition, a fashion show on
ice in which Jill Trenary and Scott Hamilton
unveiled the 1992 U.S. Winter Olympic Team
uniform, and the induction of Dorothy
Hamill to the Coca Cola Hall of Fame. Ted
Turner of Turner Broadcasting delivered the
keynote address.

KUDOS

Judy Blumberg was presented the Athlete
of the Year Award by the Jewish Sports Hall
of Fame. Blumberg was bestowed this honor
as she is one of the few 1984 Olympic athletes
who is still stretching her potential in her
sport of ice dancing as a professional com-
petitor, performer, teacher, choreographer,
philanthropist and TV commentator.

Laurie Brandel Stern, 1971 U.S. Novice and
1973 U.S. Junior ladies’ champion, is now a
doctor of optometry with a practice in
Southern California. Dr. Stern is married and
has three children.

MARRIAGES

Joseph Mero and Annie Lieber, a figure
skater, who also trained at Costa Mesa while
Mero was an amateur there under John
Nicks, were married last spring. The newly-
weds have partnered as an adagio pair team
and recently appeared in a show at a resort
in Verano, Italy. Mero and former pairs part-
ner Kathy Keeley were bronze medalists at the
1989 U.S. Championships.
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BEREAVEMENTS

Mrs. Suzanne Davis King Bradshaw,
former champion and member of the 1932
U.S. Olympic Team, died July 28, after a
lengthy illness. She was 79.

Born in Waban, Mass., she began to skate
at age 9. When she was 13, her family joined
the SC of Boston, and at 15, she won the na-
tional Junior ladies’ championship. In 1930,
she was bronze medalist at U.S. Nationals
and finished sixth at the World Champion-
ships. The following year she finished second
to Maribel Vinson at U.S. Championships
and in 1934, she won the title (at the same
time creating controversy with her above-the-
knee skirt). She was also on the champion-
ship fours team and won the dance event with
partner Frederick Goodridge in 1934.

A graduate of Erkskine College, she retired
from competitive skating in 1935 when she
married William Haven King and moved to
Richmond. Davis King was a USFSA judge
and, along with her husband, organized the
SC of Richmond in 1974. Her husband died
in 1978 and in 1981, Davis King married
William Richmond Bradshaw.

In addition to her husband, survivors in-
clude a daughter, Mrs. Susan King French of
Richmond; a son, William Haven King Jr.
of Richmond; and four grandchildren and
two great-grandchildren.

Elsie Ursula Weinstein died July 31, 1991,
in Denver, Colo. She was president of the
Denver FSC intermittently for the past 20
years. She also served as assistant dance test
chairman and secretary of the club. Weinstein
was instrumental in initiating the Mile High
FSC and its programs and she also served as
a chairman for the 1988 U.S. Championships.
Weinstein was known among the skating
community for her wonderful sense of
humor and for always recognizing those who
dedicated their time to the sport. She was
preceded in death by her husband William.
She is survived by four children: Debbie, a
skating coach, Amy, Bobby, and David; and
three grandchildren, two of whom are active
skaters. An Elsie Weinstein Skating Scholar-
ship Fund will be set up in her memory to
benefit local skaters.

America ‘91
On the Road to Albertville

Call it tired from the Tour, too early in
the season, or even injury-ridden, the fact
remains that the U.S. national champions
did not skate their best performances at
Skate America '91; a politically crucial
international competition especially during
an Olympic year.

Many of the U.S. Skate America
competitors were slated to compete at
Trophee Lalique November 8 - 11, held at
the Games venue in Albertville, France.
Following the fallout of Skate America
performances, many of those athletes
pulled out of the Lalique competition; an
even more crucial competition this year en
route to the 1992 Olympics.

Men’s Champion Todd Eldredge felt
unrested following the Tom Collins Tour of
World Champions and last summer’s U.S.
Olympic Festival. It was later discovered
that he also suffered from a stress fracture
to his left foot and stayed off of the ice for
three weeks following the competition
(Consequently, forcing his withdrawal
from Lalique.) Kristi Yamaguchi, U.S.
ladies’ champion, felt her free skate
program was still new and needed fine
tuning. Seeming to have recovered from a
loss of composure at '91 Nationals and
building on their competitive edge, Pair
Champions Natasha Kuchiki and Todd
Sand lost all momentum in their free skate
program, falling to their lowest placement
at an international or national competition
in almost two years. They, too, withdrew
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from Trophee Lalique in order for Sand to
nurse his injuries. U.S. Dance Champions
Elizabeth Punsalan and Jerod Swallow
perhaps met with the stiffest competition of
the event and were still in position to hold
on to a bronze medal. Showing
improvement in their compulsory dances,
the duo lost their bronze medal edge with a
simple slip during the polka. They were
also tired from off-season touring and
Festival competition; coupled with illness,
they, too, withdrew from Trophee Lalique.

Despite the champions’ thwarted
efforts, the Oakland/San Francisco
residents came out to support the
competitors and some of their favorite,
more famous locals. Daily exhibitions
were given by Charlie Tickner, Debi
Thomas, and Brian Boitano immediately
following each evening’s events. For those
fans able to stay that late, the skating stars
did not disappoint them.

CBS Television covered the
competition with color and commentary by
Scott Hamilton and Tracy Wilson;
coverage aired three consecutive Saturdays
in October and November. With this most
recent television contract, CBS continues
to provide figure skating with competition
coverage.

Not to disappoint national media,
Christopher Bowman arrived in Oakland
with a sidebar to the competition story -- he
was sans coach Toller Cranston.

Bowman often stands in the limelight
for one reason or another and even when
the scenario looks all but good, he has an
uncanny ability to turn things his way.

Such was the case at Skate America ’91.
Bowman drew an unenviable last to skate
in the original program. He skated the
same original program -- "Concerto No. 3"
by Rachmaninoff -- that he introduced at
last year’s Skate America competition in
Buffalo. This year he added a triple
Axel/triple toe combination to his OP and
finished, though tired, a clean program. He
"collapsed" onto the ice afterward taking a
few moments to soak up the cheers.

Momentarily, Bowman the Showman
returned. He was in the second place slot
going into the free skating program.

"I am very pleased with myself for being
able to do what I did," said Bowman in
reference to competing without Cranston
present. He said that Cranston had
business to take care of in Toronto and was
unable to attend.

Bowman was first to skate the long
program followed by teammate and
National Champion Todd Eldredge.
Bowman’s confidence prevailed and he
skated one of his best performances this
year. He performed eight triple jumps; four
of them in combination, along with one
double Axel. He skated an elegant number
to his tried "Sherzo" by Lalo, "Romance"
by Shostakovich, "Waltz" by

Khachaturian, "Stone Flower" by
Shostakovich, and "Piano Concerto" by
Khachaturian, occasionally mugging to
members of the audience or media.
Bowman’s competitors were not to outdo
him and he became the second man in U.S.
history to win three Skate America titles --
1988, 1989, and 1991. Scott Hamilton was
the first to set that mark in 1979 - 1982.

Following the Skate America
competition Bowman fell victim to a
Toronto mugger, sustained facial injuries
requiring surgery, and also had to withdraw
from Trophee Lalique.

Czechoslovakia’s skating stylist Petr
Barna provided Bowman with his toughest
bout at this competition. Barna’s programs
were nearly flawless, but lacked the
technical difficulty needed to overcome
Bowman.

Barna led after the OP, however, falling
to second place overall after completing six

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triple jumps -- to the champion’s eight --
and only one triple Lutz/triple toe
combination during the free skate portion.

Todd Eldredge’s bronze medal simply
does not reflect all of the troubles that met
him at this competition. He was fourth to
skate his new original program and fourth
to finish in that discipline. He made two
attempts at a triple jump combination --
finally ending his program with one more
failed attempt at the earlier-missed triple
Axel/triple toe combination.

Eldredge followed Bowman in the free
skating event and from the moment he
skated onto the ice it was evident that
something was amiss. His new program
has potential but he lacked charisma and
his usual strong, competitive attitude. He
showed marked technical improvement
from the previous night and successfully
executed seven triple jumps, two in
combination, and managed to salvage the
bronze medal.

Michael Chack made an impressive
appearance at his first major international
competition. He moved from sixth after
the original program to fourth overall and
brought the audience to a standing ovation
with his performance.

He finished seventh
at this competition just behind the Soviet
Union’s Viacheslav Zagorodniuk who is
plagued with inconsistency.

Harding and World Champion Kristi
Yamaguchi -- either of which is capable of
dethroning the other on a given day.

Nationals, was defeated by Harding and
her history making triple Axel. Armed
with a bag full of triples and an elegant
style, Yamaguchi marched into Munich last
spring to capture the ladies’ World title and
to lead her own history making U.S. ladies’
sweep. This was their third duel this year;
their last before the 1992 Nationals next
month in Orlando, Fla.

Just as Bowman brought a bit of drama
to the men’s event, Tonya Harding
provided a tale of her own. She was
stranded in heavy traffic outside of the
Oakland Coliseum just one-half hour

before she was scheduled to warm-up for
the ladies free skate program. She
managed to hitch a ride in a convertible
carrying three people sympathetic to her
situation. They drove backward through
traffic to get her to the arena on time.

It was Tonya Harding’s turn to win. She
was fourth to skate the ladies’ original
program; Yamaguchi fifth. Harding skated
a clean program, only stumbling near the
end on a double Axel. It was the first time
she had fallen on a double Axel in
competition in nine years. The fall,
coupled with a beautiful OP by Yamaguchi,
put Harding in the second place position
after the original program.

Ironically, it was this same jump that
would provide her only flaw in the long
program.

(because a hook broke off of her boot) at
the very end of her program, again on the
double Axel, but nothing significant
enough to lower her marks.

She did not fare as well in the free
skating portion of the event. Yamaguchi
opened with a new triple Lutz/triple toe
combination and fell. After her initial fall,
she completed three triples, singled one,
and stepped out of another one.

"As far as the overall program [ am very
happy with it. I made some mistakes and
have time to polish it." Yamaguchi added,
"I was alittle surprised (with her marks) but
I made some major mistakes."

Capturing the competition’s bronze
medal was Surya Bonaly of France. She
was wedged into the third position after the
original program -- a slot that she held
through the free skate.



Bonaly, (known for her jumping
prowess) too, said she needed more rest and
recovery time before this competition. She
performed seven triple jumps; touching
down on the first, stumbling on a couple of
others, and stepping out of the final triple
toe.

Although she fought through her
original program and sat in last place, Tisha
Walker skated to "Escape from Venice,"
Theme from "Missing," "Live and Let
Die," and "Olympic Fanfare and Theme,"
for her free skate program, successfully
completing five triples to boost her final
placement to fifth place.

China’s 14-year-old Lu Chen held
fourth place through both programs and
certainly left a first and lasting impression
on the audience and skating judges with her
technical ability and beautiful style.

Their free skate program
contained a high level of difficulty which
they performed with confidence.

The pair bronze medal went to Peggy
Schwarz and Alexander Konig from
Germany. They skated a strong original
program that put them into contention for
the bronze medal. They dropped slightly
to fourth place in the free skate portion of
the event when she stumbled out of their
side-by-side triple toe loops. They had



outstanding synchronization for both
programs. Schwarz and Konig were
seventh at Worlds in Munich last year.

Americans Jennifer Heurlin and John
Frederiksen skated a stunning original
program to Espafia Cani. They are now
training with Bill Fauver at the Broadmoor
World Arena in Colorado Springs, Colo.
They have made marked improvement in
their musical interpretation, balletic
moves, and with their speed and
confidence. One judge awarded them with
a first place mark. They finished fifth in
the free skate and fifth overall.

DANCE

The Soviets can still surprise even the
most dedicated skating fans with their
covey of graceful and polished ice dancers
and they did so at this competition by
introducing relative "unknown" skaters
Tatiana Navka and Samuel Gezalean. The

speed. They were fourth after the
compulsory dances but with a strong polka
and elegant free dance program they won
the gold medal.

They easily led
after the compulsory dances but dropped to
fourth place with their rendition of the
polka. Some felt it was more of a Hoedown
than a polka. They improved their marks
with innovative moves and a difficult free
dance program to "Symphonic Number 6"
by Tchaikovsky that boosted them two
places to their silver medal finish. This
couple trains in Oberstdorf, Germany and
placed seventh at last year’s World
Championships; just ahead of the French
couple that captured this competition’s
bronze medal.

THE PROTOPOPOVS
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On
Choreographers

A choreographer can mean different things
to skating coaches. Therefore, it is of the
utmost importance that the coach establish an
understanding of what is expected from the
choreographer before the work begins.

A choreographer in dance is the creator and
selector of music, theme, choreography,
dancers, costumes, etc. But a skating chore-
ographer fulfills several needs of the coaches
who require their services.

In analyzing the situation, I placed skating
choreographers into several categories:

The Complete Choreographer

This choreographer is one who thinks of the
idea or motivation and carries it out from
beginning to end; i.e., selecting the music,
arranging the elements into the pattern of the
program, and continuing to work on it until it
is performed. However, sometimes the com-
plete choreographer will finish the program
and not see it until it is in competition. The
complete choreographer is seldom used in the
lower levels.

Choreographer

A choreographer in this category may or
may not select the music and theme. Since the
coach is responsible for the success of the
technical elements, he may have definite feel-
ings about the placement of jumps and ar-
rangement of spins, especially for the young
or immature skater. Here again the alliance
must be close between the coach and the
choreographer. When the skater is mature,
responsible, and wise enough to work with the
complete choreographer, the coach can step
out of the picture.

So, in this category, the coach is by the
choreographer’s side, advising and learning
all the choreography to help the skater fulfill
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the choreographer’s plan and maintain the
original concept.

Choreographer/Artistic Coach

The coach in this category probably picks
the music, sets the arrangement of the ele-
ments, and then hands the skater over to the
choreographer/artistic coach. I use the title
choreographer now in a looser context, be-
cause there have been restrictions placed
which limit the choreographer’s ability to be
fully creative, as the choreographer has noth-
ing to say about the music and the way it is cut.

When listening to music, a choreographer
is thinking about bringing out a story or the
emotions of the music, as well as highlighting
the athletic abilities of the skater. On the other
hand, coaches may be listening for the
“bangs” or “booms” on which to land a jump.
I’m not saying that this is wrong, but there are
all kinds of dynamics that can be used. Land-
ing a jump on silence or setting unusual move-
ments to strong musical sounds can be very
effective.

Artistic Coach/Choreographer

Now we have another situation. The coach
has choreographed the program and says to
the choreographer “do the arms.” This always
makes me want to respond with “I don’t do
windows!” However, I must say, this is valid.
This coach may love to choreograph or is
trying to learn how to choreograph and needs
help. The coach might also say “I have left
certain places open because I could not think
of anything to do there.” The only danger here
is that the program may lack cohesiveness if
too many different styles are introduced.

Artistic Coach

The coach now is the choreographer, and
just needs someone to develop the dynamics,
articulations, presentation, or “pizzazz”; and
is definite about not wanting anything
changed. The choreographer is now the artis-
tic or style coach.

If choreographers in competitive skating are
very flexible, they can meet the needs of both
the skaters and coaches. They will be able to
enhance both their own and the coach’s work.

The success of the shating and hochey events at the 1920 Olympiad in Antwerp
increased the demand for a soparate Olympic Games for winter sports. The International
Olympic Committee could not come to a consensus, but instead, it approved an international
Winter Sports Week to be held in Chamonic- Wont-Blanc in 1924. It was planned to be
distinctly separate from the Utth Olympiad with separate awards and diplomas, though
hold with the sanction of the JOC.

The Games opened with 294 competitors from 17 countries, the largest gathering ever of
winter athlotes. Al ice events were hold in the giant outdoor ice stadium with a surface of
27,000 square meters. The speed shating oval occupied the outside ring with two hochey
Jur/aced tn tha middle o/ the stadium. Cur/ing /ie/old and areas ﬂzr /igure JLa'[ng were
bocated on each end,

Gills Grapstrism of Sweden, the 1922 World Champion, successfully defonded his
1920 Olympic title. Willy Bichl, the 1923 World sibier medalist placed second, followed
by Georg (Georges) Gautschi of Switzerband.

Merma [Plank-S:abo of Austria won the ladies’ gold medal, followed in a surprising
showing by Beatrix Loughran, of the United States in her first international meet, winning
the silver medal. (Vo other American woman would finish as high for the next 28 years.)
Popular Ethel Muckelt of Great Britain placed third.

In the pairs at Chamonix a classic battle was staged botween two rival teams: the 1920
Olympic and 1914 and 1923 World Pair Champions Ludowika and Walter Jakobsson of
Finland, against the 1922 and later 1924 World Champions, Helone Englomann and
Alred Berger from Austria. The latter won, putting an end to the Finnish couples
domination. Third place was taken by Andrée Joly and Prerve Brunet of France, the first
signs of a new domination.

A the meeting of the JOC in [Prague in 1925, based on the success of the Chamonix
weoh, a resolution was passed on Wlay 27 to establish official Olympic Winter Games on a
Jour-year cycle in the same year as the summer games but without the use of the word
“Olympiad.” In the process, the 1924 Winter Sports Week was recognized as the first
