behind her. For four-time
U.S. ice dance champions
Elizabeth Punsalan and

Jerod Swallow, the 1997 edi-

tion of Skate America —
hosted by their home club,
the Detroit Skating Club and
Olympia Entertainment —
represented a promising
beginning to the couple’s
final year of skating in the
eligible ranks.

While the home ice

While Kwan may have been feeling

the jitters, she certainly did not let :
i them affect her in the debut of her free
i skate to “Lyra Angelica” or “Angel’s :
i Song.”

In a program that she says was

intended to convey her love for skat-
i ing, Kwan opened with a perfectly

i executed triple Lutz-double toe loop

. combination followed by a triple toe-
i double toe combination, which was

. supposed to have been a triple-triple.
i After reeling off four more solid triples
. — flip, loop, Salchow and Lutz —

. Kwan replaced her final double Axel

. with yet another triple toe loop for a

. total of seven triples in all. On the

. artistic side, Kwan’s presentation

¢ reflected a true connection with her

i music, which unlike the past two sea-
¢ sons does not attempt to tell the story
i of a central character.

With straight 5.8s for technical

merit and straight 5.9s for presenta-
i tion and a standing ovation from the
crowd, Kwan had succeeded in her

i season debut regardless of how the

¢ marks stood up.

Whether it was the added pressure

of taking the ice as the reigning world
i champion or simply early-season jit-

. ters, Lipinski’s hopes of winning her

. first Skate America title in front of her
. training home crowd in Detroit were

. dashed with a fall on her triple Lutz

. that negated her first of three planned
i combinations. While she recovered to
¢ finish strong with five subsequent

i triples — including her trademark

. triple loop-triple loop combination —
i the early fall clearly took some emo-

¢ tional wind out of her sails for the

- remainder of the program to music

. from the movie soundtrack of “The

. Rainbow” and “Scenes of Summer

i Festival.”

Her marks of 5.7-5.8 for technical

merit and 5.6-5.8 for presentation
i were second to Kwan on all nine

. judges’ cards.

“This is still the beginning of the

season and you don’t know what’s
i going to happen. I can say that I came



out of my coma,” Kwan said. “I feel
different this year. I have more love for
the sport than ever. Last year, I didn’t
love skating as much as I do now and
I love it more than I ever did. I'm real-
ly enjoying it again.”

For Lipinski, the outcome proved
that despite her sometimes super-
human abilities, this youngest-ever
world champion is not immune to the
occasional human mistake.

“Technically, I did it (the triple
Lutz) wrong. The mistake I made was
not a big deal — it was just a mis-
take,” Lipinski said. “I'm still in a
good spot. I thought it was a good
start . . . now I need to work on my
speed and presentation.”

Russia’s Elena Sokolova skated
cleanly in the free skate to catapult
from sixth to third place in the final
standings thereby capturing the
bronze medal and spoiling the U.S. bid
for a second consecutive sweep of the
ladies’ competition at this event.
Nikodinov, whose retooled
“Cinderella” free skate from a year ago
featured a few shaky jump landings,
finished fourth in the free skate and

fourth overall.

- Men

. Todd Eldredge has unfortunately

. grown accustomed to skating through
. a variety of untimely injuries and ill-

: nesses throughout his long and suc-

i cessful skating career.

So, it came as no great surprise to

i those who knew him that minutes

: after dislocating his right shoulder in a
: bizarre spill during his warm-up,

i Eldredge would return to the ice for a

. painful free skate that would earn him
: his fourth-consecutive Skate America
 title.

The freak injury occurred shortly

i after Eldredge had taken the ice for

i the warm-up to his free skate. As

i Eldredge glided through a curve at the
i corner of the rink, he looked down

i and saw a chunk of ice frozen to the

- surface. As he tried to steer clear of

i the object, Eldredge hit the frozen

i chunk and tumbled to the ice.

The fall resulted in a temporary dis-

i location of Eldredge’s right shoulder
i and the four-time U.S. champion

i remained on the ice for several min-
. utes as rinkside medical personnel

i tended to his injury.

Leaving the ice in obvious pain,

i Eldredge retreated backstage with

i medical personnel to determine

i whether or not he was fit enough to
i skate.

:  “When I went backstage, the doctors
i did some mobilization exercises to

i check my range of motion,” Eldredge

i said later. “Obviously, it hurt a great

i deal to move it. I was just going to try
: it anyway and if it hurt too much I

i was going to stop.”

i Skating through the pain, Eldredge

i managed to pull off six of his eight

i planned triple jumps — doubling only
i a pair of toe loops — in his program

i to music from the movie “Gettysburg.”
i Clearly, it was not the season-open-
i ing performance that Eldredge had

i hoped for, but his training home

i crowd rewarded his immense courage
. with a standing ovation. The judges

i agreed as all nine awarded Eldredge
the highest marks of the competition
— including a 6.0 in presentation
from the Canadian judge.

“The 6.0 seems really generous,”

Eldredge said later. “I really wasn’t get-
. ting into the program to be honest. |
i really couldn’t use my right arm. I'm
i just glad I skated as well as 1 did —
i especially under the circumstances.”
i Overshadowed by the courageous-
i ness of Eldredge’s performance were
the solid performances of a pair of

With athletic
departments of
colleges and
universities struggling
to meet gender equity
requirements, the
fime is right for
precision skating to

make inroads on

college campuses.

Each year, thousands of young women
: are leaving the ranks of precision figure
- skating to begin a new phase of their

. lives as a student at one of the many

| two- or four-year colleges or

universities throughout the country.
For the majority of these young
women, the decision to leave behind
the sport to which they have devoted
countless hours of their lives —

i progressing through various tests,
earning badges and medals and

i competing on nationally and

: internationally-ranked precision figure
© skating teams — is not a matter of
choice, but rather is the only option

i available to them given the limited

{ opportunities to continue in their sport
© while also pursuing a college degree.

While athletic programs and

i scholarships exist in other women’s
¢ sports such as rowing, lacrosse,
i swimming, track and field, the same

¢ opportunities have never emerged for
i the sport of skating.

At the same time, we see athletic

departments at colleges and

© universities throughout the country

© struggling to meet gender equity
requirements being imposed upon

i them by the federal government

¢ through the highly publicized Title 1X
¢ of the Education Act of 1972.

In short, Title IX stipulates that any

college or university receiving federal

© funds must achieve a balance between
- men’s and women’s athletic funding

. and program offerings or risk loss of
their federal funding. While

: determining a school’s level of

¢ compliance with the provisions of Title
. IX involves a complex matrix of ratios
of male-to-female students vs. the

: male-to-female athletes in a given :
- student population, program expansion
- and accommodation of athletic :
interests and abilities, suffice it to say
: many schools are struggling to meet

- the requirements without seriously

. compromising the integrity of their
existing athletic programs.

What we have seen in our

- examination of these two difficult
situations is an opportunity for the

© athletic departments at colleges and
. universities to come together for the
. common good. For the skating

community, the introduction of
precision onto the college campus

i would go a long way towards
i addressing the growing interests of our

In this Olympic year, each event
becomes a little more meaningful in
solidifying the programs that may earn
a skater an Olympic medal. So it was
with this “stepping stone” approach
that several Olympic medal hopefuls
squared off in Gelsenkirchen, Germany,
for the second of six events in the
Champions Series — the Nations Cup.

Pairs

World champions Mandy Wotzel and
Ingo Steuer from Germany performed
the same programs as they used all last
season. The pair demonstrated a
remarkable ability to overcome the
adversity of Steuer’s off-season knee
surgeries and Wotzel’s bout with the flu
three weeks prior by delivering a flaw-
less short program.

Their only only blemish in either
program was their consistent inability
to harmoniously land the side-by-side
double Axel. Both programs were as
polished and stylish as ever as they
won their fourth-ever Nations Cup.

Promising Russians Elena Berezhnaya
and Anton Sikharulidze placed second
with good, but not excellent perfor-
mances.

Men

In the men’s competition, reigning
World champion Elvis Stojko of
Canada showed his new Olympic pro-
grams for the first time. He led after the
short program despite a touchdown on
the triple Lutz, thanks to a strong triple
Axel/double toe loop combination and
intricate footwork.

in the short. Paskevitch challenged the
Canadian in the short program, win-
ning first place from three of the

judges. In his free skate, he even had

more triple jumps than the eight
allowed.

Michael Weiss of the United States
registered a flawless short program, but
was hampered in his marks by skating
first. In his classical Beethoven free pro-
gram, he tried a quadruple Lutz in
vain, but landed seven clean triples.

“It was my first competition this sea-
son, so I am pleased with my perfor-
mance,” Weiss said. “I will go on with
the triple Lutz, because it is safer than
the quadruple toe loop.”

Russian Alexander Abt was even bet-
ter than the week before at the Thrifty
Car Rental Skate America International
'97, placing third, and French star
Phillippe Candeloro also was in top
shape, earning fourth. Weiss followed
up in fifth.

[Ladies

A brilliant comeback and victory by
Germany’s Tanja Szewczenko after 19
months of injuries and a dangerous and
long-term viral illness was the highlight
of the ladies event.

The 20-year-old Szewczenko won the
short program with a marvelous combi-
nation with her triple Lutz. In the free
skate, she mastered four excellent
triples. Her jumps were extremely high
and her style was very feminine and
elegant.

At the end of both programs, she was
quite exhausted. But after her lengthy
illness, this was no surprise.

“One year ago, [ didn’t know if 1
would ever skate again,” she said. “Its
an unbelievable emotion and feeling to
be on the top now. I have only skated
my free program eight times in practice
because I had no power until two
weeks ago.”

Russia’s Irina Slutskaya missed both
triples in her short program. Her long
program was better, but the lower mark
for presentation prevented her from
winning at Nations Cup.

American Sydne Vogel was not in top
shape, missing her combination in the
short and landing only one triple clean-
ly in her free skate.

After her 10th place finish, she was
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realistic about her performance.

“This was my first competition after
the serious injury before last year’s U.S.
Championships,” she said. “I still have
a lot of pain in my leg. Therefore, the
place is OK.”

Dance
World silver medalists Anjelika Krylova
and Oleg Ovsiannikov of Russia domi-
nated the ice dance competition. They
unveiled their new free dance, set to
Bizet’s “Carmen,” and earned three 6.0s
from the judges. They showed more
drama and more acting than seen in ice
dance competitions in years before.

Eve Chalom and Mathew Gates, sec-

The Choice of Champions




CHAMPIONS SERIES

Fifteen entries in the 1997 edition of
Skate Canada were either from the host
country or its immediate neighbor, the
United States. With several quality
skaters among those entries, it’s easy to
see how these two countries’ skaters
were able to claim four of the 12 medals
at the third event of the Champions
Series in front of a receptive Halifax,
Nova Scotia, audience.

Dance

U.S. ice dancers Elizabeth Punsalan and
Jerod Swallow opened Skate Canada in
Halifax on Thursday, November 6, 1997.
A first draw did not handicap their Silver
Samba, but conservative marks and a
minor trip left them third. Russia’s Irina
Lobacheva and Ilia Averbukh placed sec-
ond behind the Canadian favorites Shae-
Lynn Bourne and Victor Kraatz.

The contest heated up with the Jive
originals. Punsalan and Swallow’s effort
to “Little Demon” accented more face-to-
face dancing than any other couple and
moved them ahead of Lobacheva and
Averbukh. Bourne and Kraatz retained
the lead.

In the free dance, Lobacheva and
Averbukh skated to “Jesus Christ

Superstar,” and though well presented, it
lacked the technical complexity of a first-
rate dance. They remained third.

Punsalan and Swallow’s free dance to a
three-part Elvis Presley medley was
delivered with great speed, secure edges
and long sweeping moves. In their final
season as eligible competitors, the hus-
band-and-wife team captured their sec-
ond medal — a silver — in as many
competitions.

Bourne and Kraatz’s “Riverdance” was
fast and energy-packed, but of question-
able suitability for adaptation from floor
to ice. Nevertheless, it was a well-skated
challenge that pleased both the judges
and the crowd and resulted in their gold-
medal finish.

Pairs

The pairs competition opened with a
Russian resurrection of Oksana Kazakova
and Artur Dmitrievs “2001” program.
Despite a Dmitriev stumble during a
footwork sequence, they were impressive
enough to take the lead.

Canada’s Kristy Sargeant and Kris
Wirtz placed second after charming the
crowd and judges with their program to
music by Franz Listz.

Third place went to Kazakastan’s
Mariana Khalturina and Andrei Kroukov.
The good unison on their side-by-side

jumps and spins, coupled with a long
flowing line was unmatched by most
others.

The United States’ Shelby Lyons and
Brian Wells placed seventh after Wells
missed his side-by-side triple Salchow.

In the pairs free skating, Kazakova and
Dmitriev kept Handel’s “Passacaglia”
from last year. Their brilliant perfor-
mance had speed, extension, and drama.
Added technical difficulty included
power lifts, perfect throw jumps and
innovative spins done with such verve
that no one could have denied them the
gold.

Second place was captured by
Khalturina and Kroukov. Their high-
energy program included several expan-
sive throw jumps.

Sargeant and Wirtz had a nightmare
free skate.

Timing errors, stumbles, and falls top-
pled them from second to sixth in the
long, dropping them to fifth overall.

“It was the worst program we've ever
skated,” said Wirtz.

The distinctive style of French team
Sarah Abitbol and Stephane Bernadis
moved them from jump to lift to throw
and back; a crescendo that netted them a
standing ovation, and advanced them to
the bronze.

Lyons and Wells, seventh in the long,
remained seventh overall.

“We’re seeing improvement in our
expression of this dance. We're defi-
nitely more relaxed and we've worked
a lot on smoothness, especially
demonstrating that from the waist up.
From the waist down, we're really

. working on showing technique.”

If Detroit was a fair gauge, the use of
the Jive for this year’s original dance,

~ which also allows for the use of vocal

music for the first time ever in
international ice dancing competition,
seems to have injected a great deal of
fun and excitement for skaters and
audiences alike.

Certainly Punsalan and Swallow’s
original dance to “Little Demon” by
Screamin’ Jay Hawkins is a welcome
departure from the standard offerings.

“We didn’t even know about
Screamin’ Jay Hawkins. (Coach) Igor
(Shpilband) actually discovered this
artist in Moscow. His music is just full

Capping the couple’s successful season opener was the
debut of their free dance to a medley of Elvis Presley
tunes (“It's Now or Never,” “I Can't Help Falling in Love
With You” and “Surrender”) recorded specially for
Punsalan and Swallow by the Texas-based band Brave
Combeo.

Rounding out the medalists in the ice dancing competi-
tion were Italy’s Barbara Fusar-Poli and Maurizio
Margaglio, while the Russian team of Anna Semenovich
and Vladimir Federov moved up from a fourth-place
standing after the original dance into third place overall
with a dramatic free dance performance. Punsalan and
Swallow training mates Naomi Lang and Peter
Tchernyshev skated to a sixth-place finish in their first
major international competition.

The United States’ third dance entry for Skate America
— Debbie Koegel and Oleg Fediukov — was forced to
withdraw one week prior to the event after Koegel was
cut on the arm by a skate blade during a practice session
at the Vienna Cup competition in Austria. The injury
required emergency surgery and Koegel was advised by
doctors to remain off the ice for two months following the
accident.
