There were early indications the 1998
World Junior Figure Skating
Championships, Nov. 30-Dec. 7, were
going to be a memorable event for the
United States delegation.

But for all the wrong reasons.

First, the snowstorm.

Then, the injury to Tim Goebel.

And the competition had yet to
begin.

Several members of the American
team were stranded in Toronto the day
before practice was set to begin as the
host city — Saint John, New
Brunswick — was snowed under by an
uncharacteristic winter blizzard that
shut down the city’s airport.

The U.S. skaters arrived safely one
day late.

Then it was the injury to pre-event
favorite Goebel, the silver medalist in
the men’s competition a year earlier in
Seoul, South Korea.

Goebel appeared to be in discomfort
even before beginning his routine in
the Sunday qualifying round at the
ultra-modern, 6,800-seat Harbour
Station, and was very slow getting to
his feet after falling during a jump
combination.

“When I went on, [ was in pain,” he
said after the program. “The only way I
got through was adrenaline. When I fell
on the second triple Axel, I didn’t know
if I was going to be able to get up.

“I knew something was really wrong
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i when I got off the ice.”

the routine and earned a sixth-place
ranking from the judges among the 18
skaters in his group.

After being examined by local doc-
tors, Goebel was getting around with
the aid of crutches when he returned
to the arena later in the day.

“It’s a partial tear to the growth plate !
in my hip,” he said of the injury. “Over :

the past two weeks it’s been a bit sore,
sort of like a repetitive stress injury.”
He flew home to Cleveland three

days later (ironically stranded an extra

day because of a second major snow-

i fall) to undergo further tests with his
© personal physician.

i Fortunately, that was to be the

i extent of the bad news for the

i Americans as the rest of the week pro-
¢ duced excellent results, including a

i historic gold-medal effort by Jessica

© Joseph and Charles Butler in the ice

i The victory by Joseph and Butler

¢ was the first-ever such triumph by a

i North American duo and broke the

¢ stranglehold held in the discipline by
. Russians, who had captured 19 of the

. ever. Maybe one of our best,” Butler

- said of the couple’s free dance.

Joseph added.

The opposite was true for
Italians Federica Faiella and Luciano
Milo, who shared top spot with the
Americans.

Despite the injury, Goebel completed

i the original dance, but the Italian duo
i had the better aggregate result.

i dance.

i “Its easier to be at the top,” Butler

¢ said of the U.S. duo’s underdog posi-

i tion entering the final portion.

. Butler added that he was cautiously
i optimistic after watching the Italian

Upsets of World Champion skaters common at

the fourth Champions Series event of the season

The fourth event of the Champions
Series — Trophy Lalique, Nov. 13-16
at Paris’ Bercy Arena — saw four
reigning or former World Champions
entered in the field of 61 skaters, but
World titles seemed to carry little
weight with the judges or the hungry
challengers alike in this event that was
characterized by a number of upsets.

Returning to Lalique for the second
consecutive year, 1997 World
Champion Tara Lipinski was prepared
to improve on her third-place finish
from a year ago and bring home the
much-coveted crystal trophy.

Lipinski opened up to an early lead
with a first-place finish in the short
program, but doubled a planned triple
Lutz in the free skate and was forced
to settle for the silver.

“I did not get very good marks in
the short program and this may have
discouraged me,” Lipinski said.

Laetitia Hubert from France is not
only known for her pure edges, but
also for missing either her short or her
long. Two solid performances this
time earned her a win.

“The theme of my free program
this year is the rendering of the
fragrance coming out of a bottle of
perfume,” she said. “This program
allows for expression, sensuality and
femininity.”

Hubert’s compatriot Vanessa
Gusmeroli managed the bronze medal
after skating to her new routine to the
“Four Elements.”

A world champion in 1995, Chen
Lu of China finished fourth.

reality of what was ahead became a little more frightening.

“We had to find her a host family,” Benson said. “And then
there was insurance, things we never thought of. I began to
worry, ‘Oh my gosh, this won't work.”

But it did, and it worked well.

Jessica Kaplan of Lexington, Mass., a member of the
Haydenettes, and her family offered to put Kameoka up for
her brief month-long stay.

“Once she was here, everything just fell into place,”
Benson said.

The kids were relaxed with her and Kameoka immediately
became comfortable with the skaters.

Any problems that potentially existed seemed to not be a
concern, especially the language barrier. It helped that two
of the Haydenettes were fluent in Japanese.

“That was absolutely wonderful, even though the family
she stayed with spoke no Japanese,” Benson said.

Kameoka and several of the Haydenettes were also able to
communicate in French.

It was the drawing on each individual’s talent, such as flu-
ency in languages, that added to the fullness of the experi-
ence. Had she not come, the members of the Haydenettes
would probably never know of one another’s talents.

“The wealth of knowledge and the expertise in each team,
much of it is untapped,” Benson said. “It’s amazing what a
small group can come up with.”

One thing that did not need translation was the precision
teamwork.

Kameoka, though visiting to learn about coaching, actual-
ly skated as a member of each of the teams, including the Ice
Cubes, Ice Mates and the adult level Esprit de Corps.

She spent almost everyday on the ice, usually for about
four hours a day.

She came to learn, Benson said, and through her time on
the ice, she did just that. Kameoka had a spot on the inter-
mediate line, parts in the Haydenettes — doing their warm
up — and even skated with the adult and juvenile lines.

“She got her dream come true,” Benson said.

Any classroom teacher will say learning is a two-way
street, Kameoka did some teaching of her own.

The legendary fan dance, which is as much a part of the
culture of Japan as its dynasties, was taught to many of the
skaters both on- and off-ice.

Fans, wedge-shaped objects usually made of silk or paper,
have been used in Japanese drama and dance for centuries.

“It is very pretty and very lovely,” Benson said.

Kameoka said it was part of her team’s traditional dance.
She learned the dance in college herself and wanted to give
back to the skaters something she learned and held impor-
tant.

So, for the nearly four weeks Kameoka was in the United
States, she spent hours teaching the American skaters the
proper way to hold the fans and use them in the Japanese
style.

The team made a video of the fan dancing and can review
it. As a momento, each skater was presented with a one-of-a-
kind, hand-made, hand-painted fan from Kameoka.
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Its like the Winter Games
