Plus, with rare exception, all skaters, no matter how they per- 
formed the previous year, have to compete in the U.S. Cham- 
pionships if they want to go further. And the playing field will 
never get any fairer than it is at the U.S. Championships. That's 
not to say that the field is totally level anywhere. But those of us 
who have been around for awhile will tell you that anyone can 
win at the U.S. Championships. So, even if you think you are 
not the best, you could be the best after this event. How excit- 
ing is that? 

The U.S. Championships are a time when the USFSA show- 
cases itself — when it pulls out all the stops to demonstrate to 
the world how good it is. Local organizing committees bid 
against each other three years in advance to host the event. 
Judges routinely strive to get their national appointments just so 
they can sit on a panel at the U.S. Championships, endure all 
that stress and make the most important decisions of their judg- 
ing careers. There is no question that the U.S. Championships 
are a time of extraordinary pressure — for skaters, for officials, 
for the local organizing committees and the Headquarters staff. 
If ever there is a time to get it right, THIS IS THE TIME, and 
everyone knows it. 

But the stress is not distress. I would call it positive pressure. 
It is for this reason that so often the results are truly inspired. 
Inspired performances, whether by skaters, officials, local orga- 
nizing committees or staff, are not unusual at the U.S. Champion- 
ships and they are remembered for years. 

So, to those of you who are participating at the U.S. Champ- 
ionships, be proud and do not ever forget why you are there. It 
is because you are among the best, competing to be the best of 
the best. And, we appreciate the support of our sponsors, State 
Farm and Chevy, for the U.S. Championships. But to many of 
we traditionalists, there is no substitute for the mystique, tears 
and wild excitement of "nationals."

Coach Elena Tcherkasskaia 
Loses Battle With Cancer 
Elena Tcherkasskaia, coach of two-time 
U.S. bronze medalist Angela Nikodinov, 
died in her hometown of Moscow, 
Russia, Nov. 12, 2001, from complica- 
tions stemming from pancreatic cancer. 
She was 64. 

After performing with the famed 
Bolshoi Ballet for 22 years, Tcherkasskaia 
became a hgurc skating coach through 
her friendship with three-time Olympic 
pairs gold medalist Irina Rodnina. 

Tcherkasskaia worked with quite a few 
elite skaters, including Michelle Kwan, 
Tiffany and Johnnie Stiegler, and Nicole 
Bobek of the U.S. She also coached inter- 
national skaters Shae-Lynn Bourne and 
Victor Kraatz of Canada, Russia's Marina 
Klimova and Sergei Ponomarenko, and 
Radka Kovarikova and Rene Novolny of 
the Czech Republic. 

Tcherkasskaia was first diagnosed with 
cancer shortly after returning from the 
Goodwill Games in Australia. She was 
subsequently treated in Moscow at the 
Kremlin hospital. 

Nikodinov was in Germany for the 
Sparkassen (Nations) Cup, where she 
won a bronze medal, when she was told 
of the news on the phone by her father. 
Nikodinov was reportedly devastated by 
the news, as Tcherkasskaia was a close 
friend to Nikodinov as well as her coach. 

Nikodinov spoke of her relationship 
with Tcherkasskaia prior to the Goodwill 

Games, saying: 
"Elena isn't just a coach, she is anoth- 

er mother to me. We are so close off the 
ice — it makes us close on the ice. She's 
such a good friend, and she understands 
me [and] helps me communicate on the 
ice. Sometimes there are tears and it's 
tough, but it's good. It's always for the 
best. Because she understands me so 
well, she just knows what to say. She 
just looks in my eyes and she knows 
what I need." 

Tcherkasskaia's husband, Leonid 
Trushkin, is the director of a theater in 
Moscow. Nikodinov toured parts of 
Russia with Tcherkasskaia last year, 
including a visit to the Bolshoi. 

In early December, Nikodinov 
announced that Frank Carroll would 
coach her for the rest of the season.

Sinart Ones Skate America Moves to Spokane 
The USFSA has announced the selection 
o( Spokane, Wash., as the host city for 
2002 Smart Ones Skate America. The 
event will be presented locally by the 
Davenport Hotel and will be held Oct. 
24-27, 2002. USFSA Competitions Chair 
Bill Fitzpatrick made the announcement 
on Sat., Nov 3, at the USFSA Fall Board 
of Directors Meeting in Colorado 
Springs, Colo. 

"We are very excited about Spokane 
hosting Skate America next year," USFSA 
President Phyllis Howard said. "Figure 
skating has always been very popular in 
the Pacific Northwest, and we hope that 
the city of Spokane will come out and 
support the high level of competition 
throughout the week." 

Skate America, which will attract more 
than 60 world-class figure skating ath- 
letes from approximately 12 nations, is 

the premier international figure skating 
competition hosted by the USFSA annu- 
ally. Serving as the traditional starting 
point of each competition season, Skate 
America has an impressive list of past 
champions including 1984 Olympic 
champion Scott Hamilton; 1992 Olympic 
champion Kristi Yamaguchi; and four- 
time World champion Michelle Kwan.

Skating Loses Hall of Famer 
Donald Jacoby 
Two-time U.S. dance champion Donald 
Jacoby died in his home Sept. 6, 2001, in 
San Carlos, Calif. He was 70. 

Jacoby and his partner Andree 
Anderson, who became his wife, won 
both the 1958 and 1959 U.S. dance 
titles. They also won the silver in 1957. 
The team retired after winning the silver 
medal at the 1959 World Figure Skating 
Championships. Anderson and Jacoby 
also won the bronze at the World 
Championships in 1958. 

Born in Syracuse, N.Y., on Dec. 30, 
1930, Jacoby began skating at the age of 
13. He was a 1953 graduate of the 
University of Pennsylvania, where he 
majored in finance and commerce. He 
was the president of his senior class and 
a member of the Phi Delta Theta frater- 
nity. Jacoby and Anderson married May 
31, 1958, just months after winning 
their first U.S. dance title. Jacoby later 
coached skating for years in the San 
Mateo, Calif., area at the Burlingame Ice 
Rink. 

He and Anderson were inducted into 
the U.S. Figure Skating Hall of Fame in 
1997. 

At Jacoby's request, no memorial serv- 
ices were held.

Check out the June/July 2001 issue of SKATING for a list 
of countries that qualified for spots at the Olympics by virtue 
of their skaters' performances at the 2001 World Champion- 
ships. However, the remainder of the Olympic slots were hand- 
ed out at the last chance Olympic qualifier — the Golden Spin 

competition in Zagreb, Croatia, Nov. 7-11. These additional 
slots were open to countries who had not previously qualified 
for a spot in the indicated discipline. The following is a list of 
those countries that gained additional entries in the respective 
disciplines. It's important to note that although these countries 
qualified for spots, they may or may not send a representative. 
The deadline for submitting names of entries to the Olympics 
is not until the end of January. If a country decides not to use a 
slot, that slot becomes available for the reserve countries.

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Originally, only four pairs and five 
dance slots were available at ihe Golden 
Spin. However, in dance, Lithuania qual- 
ified two teams, but will only send one 
— so the country gave back the second 
spot, opening up an entry for another 
country. In pairs, the Polish Figure 
Skating Association announced it will 
only send one pair to the Games, though 
the country qualified for two — thus 
opening another spot for the discipline. 

The U.S. qualified three entries in 
ladies and men, two in pairs and two in 
dance. The team will be selected on Jan. 
12, 2002, at the conclusion of the State

The 2002 Olympic Winter Games 
Opening Ceremony will take place on 
Fri., Feb. 8, at Rice-Eccles Olympic 
Stadium in Salt Lake City. The Games 
continue every day until the Closing 
Ceremony on Sun., Feb. 24, also at Rice- 
Eccles Olympic Stadium. Figure skating 
events begin on Feb. 9 and continue 
until Feb. 22. All figure skating competi- 
tions will take place in the Salt Lake Ice 
Center (Delta Center). 

Following is a day-by-day list of figure 
skating events and times. All times listed 
are Mountain Time. If you are planning 
on watching the Games on TV, it is 
important that you check your local list- 
ings. The figure skating events will not 
be shown live in all parts of the country. 
The 2002 Olympic Winter Games will be 
televised by NBC.

WHERE 

The Salt Lake Ice Center is at an ele- 
vation of 4,281 feet and has a seating 
capacity of 15,600. The arena is in the 
heart of downtown Salt Lake City and 
will be easily accessible using Games 

transportation. The Ice Center, which 
hosted the 1999 Stale Farm U.S. Figure 
Skating Championships, will also host 
the short track speed skating events dur- 
ing the Games. 

Spectators at the event can expect 
security to be tight at the Salt Lake Ice 
Center. The Salt Lake Olympic Organ- 
izing Committee (SLOG) will have a 
security screening process similar to the 
ones at airports. Large bags and coolers 
will not be allowed into the Salt Lake Ice 
Center, or in any Olympic venue. If you 
are planning to attend the hgurc skating 
competition, it's a good idea to check out 
the official Salt Lake Olympics web site, 
www.saltlake2002.com. The site has 
plenty of tips for spectators. 

STILL WANT TO SEE IT LIVE? 

Well, as of Dec. 1, tickets to some fig- 
ure skating events were still available. 
However, expect to pay a significant 
amount for any skating event. Travelers 
to the Olympic Winter Games also have 
to worry about accommodations, which 
are also extremely limited. 

The best option for tickets and accom- 
modations is to check out the Salt Lake 
web site at www.saltlake2002.com. The 
site clearly explains ticket buying 
options and gives information on rooms 
that might be available. Good luck! 

TORCHBEARERS 

Sponsored in part by Chevrolet, the 
Olympic Torch Relay in the U.S. began 
Dec. 4 in Adanta, Ga. The Olympic 
Flame in Olympia, Greece, gave its light 
to the torch in late November, followed 
by a two-day relay to Athens. The torch 
remained in Athens until it was trans- 
ported to Atlanta. 

Once the Olympic Torch reached 
Atlanta, it began a 65-day journey that 
will take it through 46 states. During the 
torch's journey to Salt Lake City, 11,500 
torchbearers will each carry it for two- 
tenths of a mile. 

Torchbearers were selected during a 
nationwide search last year, in which 
people were nominated for the honor. 
Additionally, in honor of the events of 
Sept. II, 100 torchbearer spots were 
given to individuals whose lives were 
directly touched by the tragedy. Lyzbeth 
Click, the husband of Jeremy Click, was 
named as one of the torchbearers. 
Jeremy died in the crash of Flight 93 in 
Pennsylvania and is the sister of skater

It was 10 years ago that Kristi Yamaguchi stole the 

hearts of the world with her gold medal performance 

at the 1992 Olympic Winter Games In Albertville, 

France. Now a successful professional skater, 

Yamaguchi still entrances audiences across the coun- 

try. On the eve of her 10th Olympic gold anniver- 

sary, Yamaguchi sat down with SKATING magazine 

to share her thoughts on the last decade.

Q; Thanks for joining us Kristi. It's been 10 years since your 
gold medal, and now youVe 30. What have been the biggest 
changes in your life? 

As You experience so many different things after the 
Olympics. Your life is so focused on one track going into the 
Olympics, and all of a sudden it opens up and there are so many 
other things out there. I was very naive before the Olympics. 
So, I think just experiencing life and seeing whals out there, 
and especially in light of the recent situation (Sept. 11), always 
trying to live life to the fullest and not taking anything for 
granted — you don't want to have any regrets. 

II! What's your best memory from the 1992 Games? 

fIS There are so many great memories from the "92 Games. 
The obvious one is being announced as '92 Olympic champion 
— they said it in French — and skating out to the podium ... 
to receive the medal and then hearing the national anthem. It 
still seems like a dream to me. 

QS What's your most nerve-wracking memory? 

flJ At the Olympics — the whole time! No, I would say the 
most nerve-wracking memory was probably as I was waiting 
for my music to be played for the short program. It was this 
overwhelming sense of, kind of like fear, just [thinking] "Am I 
ready? Am I really? This is it. This is my moment." I remem- 
bered some things that my choreographer and my coach had 
told me and said to myself "OK, just breathe and listen to the 
music and let it carry you." Once the music started I was in 
my own world. 

Q« What will your duties be as a Goodwill Ambassador at the 
Games this year? 

M* I've been doing a lot for [the Olympics] up until this point. 
Once we get to the Olympics, [I'll be] doing a lot of receptions 
for them, going to events with certain dignitaries or whoever 
the Salt Lake Organizing Committee thinks might want me 
with them. I might take part in some of the medal ceremonies 
that will take place at the Olympic Medals Plaza. 

II* What do you remember about the season leading up to the 
Olympics? A lot of skaters at Skate America in October said 
that because it's the beginning of the season leading up to the 
Olympics, there are a lot of jitters. Were you jittery? 

A* I don't think I was really jittery yet. It's a big year, but you 
can't worry about February until it's there. It (the Olympic sea- 
son) is at the back of your mind, it's the focus of your training, 
but you know [this is] a Skate America competition. I really 
took that as "OK, this is the first competition of the year, let's 
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gel the programs 
out there, let 

uMii be seen, see 
how they 

go, take the 
feedback and 
try to improve 
for the next 
appearance." 

There is a lot of 
pressure and a lot of 

anxiety about what's 
oing to happen this year. 

But at the same time, you 
have to try to just take in one 

thing at a time. 

QS Since you left the amateur ranks, 
what do you see as the biggest changes? 

II* It's not amateur any more! When I 
competed, wc didn't make money — 
everything went into the USFSA trust 
fund. We weren't allowed to touch it 
unless we turned in receipts to pull 
money out for training expenses. It was a 
lot different. That's not the only differ- 
ence, but as far as amateur and eligibility 
gftes, I've seen that change. There are also 
a lot more events now. Basically, when I 
competed we had two international com- 
petitions, nationals and then Worlds or, 
in an Olympic year, the Olympics. Now 
there are so many other events — the 
Grand Prix and all this and that. The 
skaters are getting a lot more exposure, 
which is great. It's really good that a lot 
of them are already household names 
before the Olympics. 

QS Tell me about some of the eligible 
skaters you admire now and why? 

A* All of them —just to be doing it. I 
know what they're going through! Obvi- 
ously, Michelle Kwan is someone who I 
really admire — someone who has just 
been so solid, been there at the top for so 
long and handled the pressure amazingly. 
Todd Eldredge [is] a good friend of mine, 
and I think if anyone deserves an Olym- 
pic medal, it's him. He's worked so hard 
and he's had a lot of ups and downs. He's 
always come back and tried to fight for 
what he thinks he can achieve, so I really 
admire that. I don't know a lot of the 
skaters. Timothy Goebel and Michael 
Weiss — they're just amazing technicians. 
Sarah Hughes — [it's amazing] how 
young she is to have such a presence on 
the ice. I love Sasha Cohen — she's just a 
beautiful skater to watch. 

Qj Your Always Dream Foundation has 
a new program. What's it about? 

IJ We're doing a pilot program 
r   with the [Hawaiian branch] of 
Independent Living for the disabled. 

We want to start this program that helps 
disabled youth — from 8, 9, 10-ycar-olds 
up to 18 — learn skills and how to live 
an independent life, including [things 
like] computer skills, living on their 
own and cooking — just the simple 
things that we take for granted. [We 
want to] give them the tools, the skills 
and the help to learn how to do this on 
their own. In conjunction with that, 
we're also going to be doing a three to 
four day summer camp (Kristi's Summer 
Friendship Games) and invite them all 
out. We'll do some activities and have 
three or four days of fun for them. 

C|2Are there any other projects with the 
Always Dream Foundation that you are 
working on? 

A* Probably in October or November of 
2002, I'll be doing "A Golden Moment" 
again. We've done two already, and it 
will probably be to benefit the founda- 
tion. We'll probably pick designated chil- 
dren's organizations for the proceeds. 

Q;HOW about married life? Do you and 
Bret (Hedican) get to spend a lot of time 
together? 

As Probably not as much as we wish! 
The thing that's nice is we do get sum- 
mers together — it's his off-time and my 
off-time — so we try to spend as much 
time as we can together in the summer. 
Once September comes we're both on 
the road so much. It's been great though. 
It's a year-and-a-half now, and we could- 
n't be happier. Wc look forward to the 
future. 

QjHow has the transition from single to 
married life been? Very different? 

All think maybe it wasn't such a big 
thing for me because we dated for three 
years before we got married — four 
years actually.  I think once you kind of 
know that this is the person, theii you 
learn how to adjust really fast. But, yeah, 
it's different living with someone. You 
really learn what the word compromise 
means. But it's good. It's been a great 
experience and a learning experience, too. 

QjHow long will fans get to see you 
skate with Stars on Ice? 

A J Well, I have kind of said that this 
will probably be my last year, or [it 
could be] my 10th year, with Stars on 

Ice. Who knows? 1 might come back in 
one, two or three years. (SKATING: 
Michael Jordan came back.) Yeah, exactly. 
He's had two comebacks already! 1 still 
want to skate. I want to be out there. 1 
can't give it up — it's in my blood. 
Whether it's just doing a few events a year 
or a smaller tour or something like that, 
then that's what it might be. It's hard doing 
a six-month commitment and being apart 
from Bret for so long. 

CfS Would you ever consider coaching? 

A* I really enjoy working with kids, but 
if I did something like that it would prob- 
ably be more in a clinic type of format — 
not something where I would have a 
schedule and be at the rink all day. I'd 
probably rather do special clinics, maybe 
do them around the country and travel a 
little bit. 

QjWhat advice would you give to the 
skaters who make the U.S. Olympic Team? 

A* First of all I would say it's a huge 
honor —just go out and and represent 
the couiUry well. Second, try to enjoy it. 
I know that there's a lot of pressure, espe- 
cially for the skaters going back for their 
second or third Olymj^ics ... but know 
that you've prepared, know that you've 
worked hard and you've earned your spot 
there and believe in yourself. Hopefully, 
that will give you confidence.

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Lookout

Holly Bugbee knows what it's like 
to be self-driven. After 2-3 hours 
of skating almost every day, the 

16-year-old high school sophomore takes 
on the responsibility of an additional 
hour of off-ice training all on her own. 

"I don't mind exercising on my own, 
but sometimes 1 think classes might be 
more fun," said Bugbee, who is a novice 
skater at the Charter Oak Skating Club 
in Simsbury, Conn. 

"She's a workaholic at [her off-ice 
training]," said Bugbee's coach of three 
years. Holly Viall, whose husband, Gary, 
a sports trainer, set up off-ice exercises 
for Bugbee to do. She also follows Pilates 
and aerobics videotapes from home. 

Because the sport is expensive, she is 
unable to participate in conditioning or 
ballet classes. To further offset the high 
costs, her mom makes all of her dresses, 
and her brother edits and records all of 
her program music. 

"My mom has always made my prac- 
tice and competition dresses ... but I like 
it because I can help with the designs," 
Bugbee said of her family's help. "And 
my brother has a natural ear for the 
music. I'm glad for his help because it 
allows me to have some input and he 
does a great job. My family and coaches 

have all been very supportive." 
Viall said Bugbee has many strengths, 

including her "wonderful" double Axel, 
but what stands out is her work ethic. 

"She really works for what she wants," 
Viall said. "She has a good attitude, she 
goes with the flow, and there's no nega- 
tive talk — I don't have to fight with a lot 
of 'I can'ts.'" 

Bugbee's mom, Laurie, also said her 
work ethic is what distinguishes her from 
other skaters. 

"Holly is committed, has a passion for 
the sport, and is determined to excel," 
she said. "She obviously loves what she's 
doing." 

Bugbee's hard work has qualified her to 
compete at three U.S. Junior Champion- 
ships in the past, and last October she 
placed fifth in novice ladies at the 2002 
New England Regional Championships, 
which she said was disappointing for her. 

In addition to skating, Bugbee also 
excels in school. The full-time student 
plays the saxophone in the band, is secre- 
tary for the school's agricultural educa- 
tion organization and maintains honor 
roll status. 

"It gets very hard sometimes to balance 
everything, but I do not want to give any 
of it up because each thing is important 
to me," said Bugbee, who hopes to pur- 
sue a career in veterinary medicine. 

She usually sc|ueezes in homework, 
meals and quick naps in the car during 
the over-an-hour commute to and from 
the skating rink. 

Bugbee has overcome many obstacles 
in her life to get where she is, and it start- 
ed when she was born with bilateral 
hypoplastic thumbs — essential- 
ly she had underdeveloped 
thumbs incorrectly placed 
on both hands. By the 
time she was 3, she 
had undergone 
several recon- 
structive sur- 
geries and 
spent months 
in casts. 
Bugbee said, 
however, that 
her scars have 
faded now and 
she has adapt- 
ed. 

"I am sure 
when I was lit- 
tle there were 
things I had 
trouble 
doing, but I 
don't give 

it much 
thought any- 
more," she 
said. 

Bugbee was 
initially inter- 
ested in gym- 
nastics, but 
the bars 
would have 
been a stum- 
bling block. 
When she 
was 7, she put 
on a pair of 
skates and 
she immedi- 
ately loved 
the sport and 
all it had to 
offer. 

She first

involved in 
pairs skating and went to the U.S. Junior 
Championships in juvenile pairs. 

"I love skating pairs, but my partner 
and I had different goals ... so I contin- 
ued in freestyle," Bugbee said. 

One of Bugbee's most memorable skat- 
ing programs she created herself— it 
originated as a video Christmas card for 
her first coach, Cheryle Brody. Skating to 
The Carpenters' "Little Altar Boy," she 
used a hula hoop to represent a halo 
throughout the entire program (see pic- 
ture below), including the double jumps. 

"I-received several awards for this pro- 
gram," she said. "Everyone seemed to 
like it as much as I did." 

Viall said there are a few things they're 
working on in Bugbee's skating, includ- 
ing incorporating more ballet into her 
training. 

"I think she needs to do [ballet] on a 
more consistent basis and in a struc- 
tured settmg," she said. "She came in 

domg ihmgs with some different 
techniques and styles, and I have to 
work at trying to alter it a bit. I see 
her having talent that I'm trying to 
get to." 

Bugbee said her goals include 
maslering all of the triple jumps, 

including a triple Axel!" she 
notes enthusiastically, as well as

Canada 
The U.S. team sent six entries to Skate Canada, Nov. 1-4, in Sasltatoon, 
Saskatchewan — the second event in the ISU Grand Prix Series. Sarah Hughes 
shook up the skating world by winning her first Grand Prix gold medai.

II was lime for World bronze medalist 
Sarah Hughes to shine. The 16-year- 
old won Skate Canada and celebrated 

her first major international victory. To 
capture the gold medal, Hughes needed 
to beat two accomplished competitors — 
four-time World champion Michelle 
Kwan and three-time World silver medal- 
list Irina Slutskaya of Russia. 

Hughes prevailed with consistent per- 
formances in both the short and long pro- 
grams. She delivered a clean short to "Ave 
Maria," including a triple Lutz-double 
loop combination and good spins. 

Kwan had a difficult time in Saskatoon. 
Nobody was able to remember the last 
time she had fallen on a triple Lutz in 
competition. 

"It was a shock to me," Kwan said. 
Kwan fell on her combination in the 

short and placed second, while Slutskaya 
came in fourth. Slutskaya produced only 
a double Lutz-double loop combination 
instead of a triple-double. Sitting in third 
was Japan's Fumie Suguri, who also skat- 
ed to "Ave Maria" and turned in a flaw- 
less and flowing program. 

Skating second in the free skate, Hughes 
didn't let the pressure get to her. She 
opened her lyrical program with a perfect 
double Axel, followed by a triple Salchow- 
triplc loop combination. She went on to 
complete four more triples and nice spins. 
The only major mistake was a popped toe 
loop, intended to become a triple toe loop- 
triple loop combination. 

Hughes was second in the free skate, but

Slutskaya, who placed hrst in the free 
skate, wasn't able to overtake her. 

"It's really great. I never thought I 
would have won this competition," 
Hughes said. "It's an accomplishment, 
but it's just a competition. I have been 
working hard for a long time. It felt 
strong and solid. Now I go home to 
work on my triple toe-triple loop. I real- 
ly want to do it." 

Slutskaya came back strong in her 
long program to "Tosca." The 22-year- 
old went for a triple Salchow-triple loop- 
half loop-double Salchow combination, 
but two-footed the loop slightly She land- 
ed four other triples and won the free 
skate by a majority of 6 to 1 over Hughes, 
but claimed the silver medal overall. 

"This was a lot better than the short 
program," Slutskaya said. "1 had a mis- 
take in my combination, but 1 went for 
it. I was prepared to skate much better 
here, but the trip was long and tiring. 
Now I hope to do better and better as 
the season progresses." 

In the long program, Kwan shocked 
everyone again, falling on the opening 
triple toe loop, which was a planned 
triple toe-triple toe, and then falling on 
the loop in the planned triple Lutz-lriplc 
loop combination — her first attempt at 
this combination in competition. Kwan 
rallied back and landed four triple jumps, 
but failed to include a required combina- 
tion. She slipped to third and took the 
bronze. 

"I felt ready, but I made two mistakes," 
she said. "I was glad that I pulled in the 
triple Lutz-triple loop. It was the first 
time I tried two triple-triple combina- 
tions. I'm glad that 1 fought through my 
program." 

Kwan collected 19 points in her two 
Grand Prix events, which was enough to 
secure a spot at her fifth ISU Grand Prix

Final. Suguri was nervous in her free 
skate, made several errors and finished 
fourth. 

MEN 

The competitors in the men's event 
had seven World titles among them: 
Alexei Yagudin and Elvis Stojko each 
have three and Todd Eldredge has one. 
All three finished on the podium again 
this time. 

Russia's Yagudin was the clear winner, 
turning in two strong performances. 
Skating first in the short, the 21-year-old 
pulled off a quad toe-triple toe combina- 
tion, a triple Axel, triple Lutz and 
breathtaking footwork. 

"This is the most difficult footwork 
I've ever done," Yagudin said. 

If Yagudin hadn't skated first, he prob- 
ably would have received one or more 
6.0s, but the marks went up to 5.9. 

For his Olympic long program, 
Yagudin has chosen the soundtrack of 
"Man in the Iron Mask." While this 
music is strong and the choreography 
well done, the program is too reminis- 
cent of last season's "Gladiator," without 
yet reaching its power and emotion. 

In the free skate, Yagudin started off 
strong with a quad toe-triple toe combi- 
nation and a quad toe-half loop-triple 
Salchow combination, but then he unex-

pectedly fell on his triple Axel. He landed 
four more triples and received huge ap- 
plause for his spectacular step sequences. 
Yagudin was ranked first by all judges 
and won his third consecutive Skate 
Canada title. 

"I'm happy to have done two quad toe 
loops in combination for the first time 
since Worlds in Nice (2000)," he said. "I 
feel much better than last year. There was 
too much pressure. I think I passed the 
most difficult time in my skating career." 

Handicapped by various injuries, 
Stojko had a disappointing 2000-01 sea- 
son. He was only able to enter one com- 
petition — Worlds in Vancouver — 
where he finished a distant 10th. For the 
first time in a long while, Stojko says he 
is healthy and not hurting. 

The 29-year-old fell on his quad toe in 
the short program, but landed the other 
elements, finishing third. Skating with 
determination, Stojko put in his best free 
skate in a long time. He nailed a quadru- 
ple-double toe combination, as well as a 
triple Axel-double toe, triple Lutz, triple 
flip, triple loop and a wobbly triple 
Salchow in the routine, set to a selection 
from the "Bruce Lee Story" soundtrack 
(which he used in 1994). He fell on one 
triple Axel, but still claimed the silver. 

When bowing to the crowd that gave 
him a standing ovation, Stojko murmured 
"finally" to himself and explained in the 
press conference what that meant: "Finally 
I'm myself again — a little wiser and 
stronger. Since '98, I didn't feel alive on 
the ice competing. I felt dead, and today 1 
felt alive again. I've picked up the pieces. I 
felt free, relaxed — the Elvis from '94." 

The 2002 Olympic Winter Games in 
Salt Lake City are the last big goal for 
Stojko. He announced that he will retire 
after this season. 

Also pursuing the Olympic dream is 
Eldredge. For the first time, the 1996 
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World champion went for the quad toe- 
double toe in the short program, but he 
turned out of it. He completed the other 
elements — triple Axel, triple Lutz and 
excellent spins — but the judges were 
pretty harsh on him, with marks as low 
as 4.8 for required elements, which left 
him in fourth place. 

In the free skate, Eldredge used last 
year's "Conquest of Paradise," as his new 
program isn't completely ready. He had to 
overcome a shaky start, as he doubled his 
planned quad toe and doubled the flip 
before landing a triple Axel-triple toe 
combination. The Lutz was wobbly, and 
the Axel following was OK, but at the 
end he lost steam and doubled the 
Salchow. The spins were superior, but the 
footwork needed to be spiced up. Over- 
all, the 30-ycar-old was disappointed. 

"Things didn't go the way I wanted, 
said Eldredge, who placed third. "This 
wasn't the skate I was looking forward to." 

For Emanuel Sandhu, the disappoint- 
ment was much bigger. The Canadian 
champion delivered an outstanding short 
program that featured a quadruple toe- 
triple toe and a triple Axel. But Sandhu 
wasn't able to control himself in the free 
skate, falling on his quad attempt and 
popping the Axel three times. Sandhu 
dropped to fifth overall. 

Skating in his first senior Grand Prix 
event, World Junior champion Johnny 
Weir, 16, still looked a bit young in com- 
parison to the "big guns" and lacked 
some speed and ice coverage. Suffering 
from a recent injury (a possible stress 
fracture), Weir wasn't able to do his best 
in Saskatoon. He fell on the Axel and the 
flip in the short program, but did better 
in the long. Skating to a selection of 
Chinese movie soundtracks, he landed 
four triples, including an Axel, but failed 
to include a combination. His spins were 
excellent, and his balletic style is a pleas- 
ure to watch. 

PAIRS 

Since the Chinese World bronze 
medalists Xue Shen and Hongbo Zhao 
had to withdraw due to Shen's ankle 
injury, Jamie Sale and David Pelletier 
were the clear favorites of the event. 

Sale and Pelletier shined in the short 
program, skating their cute tango with- 
out a glitch. However, they both looked 
very tense when they stepped on to the 
ice for the free skate. In the morning 
practice. Sale had failed to land her 
nemesis — the triple toe loop — but 
then she was very focused and pulled it 
off when it counted. 

The free skate also featured side-by- 
side double Axels, their solid triple 
throw loop and an original pair spin. 

The only blip in an otherwise flawless 
performance was a doubled throw 
Salchow. A mistake like this might cost 
them the gold at the World Champion- 
ships or the Olympics, but in Saskatoon 
it was just a minor thing — the victory 
was never in danger. The World champi- 
ons were awarded marks up to 5.9 for 
both presentation and technical merit. 

"We felt very nervous," Sale admitted. 
"We knew everyone had been skating 
very well. We heard the marks and how 
the crowd went crazy for them. It was 
nerve-wracking. But it was a good 
opportunity to take advantage of." 

European silver medalists Tatiana 
Totmianina and Maxim Marinin deliv- 
ered a solid short and looked more con- 
fident than at Skate America. Their long 
program to "West Side Story" was tech- 
nically the most difficult program, as it 
contained side-by-side triple Salchows 
(she put down her second foot quickly) 
and a side-by-side triple toe-double toe 
combination — but it lacked emotion. 
The Russians were a clear second to Sale 
and Pelletier and took home the silver. 

The bronze went to relatively unknown 
newcomers Annabelle Langlois and 
Patrice Archetto of Canada. This team 
rose to the occasion to produce two good 
performances. In the short, they were 
ranked fourth because Langlois doubled 
the throw Salchow, and the side-by-side 
spin was out of sync. The duo proved its 
talent in the romantic long program to 
"The Umbrellas of Cherbourg," which 
included a throw triple Salchow, side-by- 
side double Axels and a side-by-side 
triple toe-double toe sequence. Archetto 
only popped the side-by-side triple 
Salchow, which his partner landed cleanly. 

"This was our first international 
Grand Prix event," Archetto said. "We 
are pleased that we did all elements 
except for the triple Salchow. It was a 
great experience."      continued on page 78

Americans picked up three medals at the third Grand Prix event, Sparkassen (Nations) 
Cup on Ice, held Nov. 8-11 in Gelsenkirchen, Germany. Kyoko ina and John Zimmerman 
won their second Grand Prix silver medal, proving they're ready to move up in the 
world ranks. Meanwhile, Angela Nikodinov collected a bronze medal in her first event 
of the season. 

The Sparkassen Cup on Ice, formerly 
called Nations Cup, was the third 
Grand Prix event of the season. As 

every year, it took place in the mid-sized 
German industrial city of Gelsenkirchen 
between Cologne, Dusseldorf and 
Dortmund. Next year, this competition 
will have a new title sponsor: its new 
name will be "Bofrost Cup on Ice," 
named after one of Germany's biggest 
frozen food companies. 

LADIES 

The ladies competition did not boast 
any of the current "big three" of ladies 
skating — Michelle Kwan, Sarah Hughes 
or Irina Slulskaya — but it did have

incredible star power and talent. 
Russian Maria Butyrskaya was out to 

show she should still be considered a 
contender for Olympic gold, despite a 
disappointing performance at the Good- 
will Games. Meanwhile, American 
Angela Nikodinov was opening her sea- 
son in Germany — a season in which 
she has an excellent shot of earning a 
berth on the U.S. Olympic Team. 

Butyrskaya, 29, took the lead in the 
ladies competition with her new, more 
dramatic short program to the Russian 
soundtrack of "Tunes of the White 
Nights." She landed a good triple Lutz 
combination and a triple flip. 

"It was really weird," she said. "I sud- 
denly tightened up after I did my jumps. 
Usually I relax after the jumps and skate 
with more flow, but this time 1 somehow 
got really nervous." 

Nikodinov was facing more than just 
the pressure of the event. She was 
accompanied to the competition by 
three-time Olympic pairs gold medalist 
Irina Rodnina. Nikodinov's regular coach 
and close friend, Elena Tcherkasskaia, 
was in Russia with her family due to an 
illness. Nikodinov and the world learned 
after the competition that Tcherkasskaia 
succumbed to pancreatic cancer and 
died Nov. 12 (see story on page 6). 

Nikodinov performed a very good 
short program with the same jumps, a 
beautiful layback spin and even had one 
first-place mark from the Canadian judge. 

"This was the first time for me to 
skate this new program," she said. "The 
element I was most afraid of was the 
double Axel. I was very nervous, but 
once the music started it was like every 
practice. I performed for myself, for 
Irina, and I had Elena in my mind." 

Yoshie Onda of Japan 
caught a lot of attention 
during the practice session because she 
hit several triple Axels, a jump which 
hasn't been performed in ladies skating 
in a number of years. She moved into 
third place after the short with a clean 
performance. Former World Junior 
champion Jennifer Kirk fell on her triple 
Lutz and was fourth. 

Butyrskaya, the 1999 World champi- 
on, opened her free program to last 
year's "17 Moments in Spring" with a 
triple flip, then two-footed the triple Lutz 
in her first attempt. She added a clean 
second one later and three more triple 
jumps. Her marks went up to 5.8, which 
was good enough for a clear victory. 

After the competition she thanked 
everybody for the support over the years. 

"It is the last of many times I compete 
here, and I have always liked it," she 
said. "I really wanted to win, to finish on 
a high note." 

In her new "Giselle" long program, 
Nikodinov started well with three good 
triples (Lutz, toe loop and flip), but 
missed, doubled or singled more jumps 
in the third and fourth minute. She 
dropped to third place overall. 

"Today definitely was not a good day 
for me," she said. "I started off very well, 
but then 1 made a mistake and let it get 
to me." 
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Onda tried the triple Axel but fell in the long program. She 
completed six other triples and could have merited the victory, 
but her presentation was not good enough to beat Butyrskaya. 
Her silver medal was her first senior Grand Prix medal. 

Kirk completed seven triple jumps, six of them cleanly, and 
remained in fourth. 

MEN 

In the men's competition, there were more skaters with big 
names than at any other Grand Prix event, including World 
champion Evgeny Plushenko. The Russian won the event, 
despite some minor groin problems and not his best jumping. 

In the short (to Michael Jackson music), he did a quadruple 
toe-triple toe combination, followed by a shaky triple Axel, but 
excellent footwork. 

"1 felt I was slow today" he said. "I still have to get more 
into the program." 

Plushenko hit his trademark quadruple toe-triple toe-double 
loop in the free skate, followed by seven other triples. The 19- 
year-old added good footwork and received marks in the 
5.7-5.9 range. He did not reveal his Olympic long program, 
saying it was not ready yet. 

U.S. champion Timothy Goebel touched his hand down on 
the quad Salchow before doing the triple toe, but otherwise his 
short program to Danse Macabre was good. 

"It was much better than at Skate America," he said. "We 
have made a few changes, and I feel a lot more comfortable 
with the program this time." 

Chinas Chengjiang Li was third after skating a clean short 
program with a safe quad toe and good footwork. 

Two of the biggest names at the event — American Michael 
Weiss and Canada's Elvis Stojko — didn't fare as well in the 

short. Stojko was sixth overall after having trouble on his 
quad combination. Weiss had a shaky landing on both the 
quad and the triple toe in his short program combination 
and had to make a step in between the two jumps. He was 
seventh. 

In the free skate, Goebel landed a quad 
Salchow-triple toe combination, a quad toe and 
five more triple jumps, but fell on his second 

quad Salchow. After 
the competition, 
Goebel said he was 
pleased with how 

he skated. His presenta- 
tion marks for the free skate ranged from 

5.6-5.8, while his technical marks were as high 
as 5.9. The marks earned him the silver medal 
and a trip to the Grand Prix Final. 

Li landed two different quads and six triples 
in his free skate to music from "Star Wars," 
keeping him in third place. 

"I did better here than at my previous two 
competitions," Li said. "My health is better 
now." 

Weiss landed only three triple jumps cleanly 
in the free skate, dropping the former World 
bronze medalist to eighth place overall. Stojko 
remained in sixth. 

World champion Evgeny Plushenko rocked out to 
a Michael Jackson medley in the short program.

No surprise in 
Germany was the 
victory of pairs 
skaters Xue Shen and 
Hongbo Zhao from 
China, although Zhao 
fell on the triple toe 
loop in the short pro- 
gram, and their side- 
by-side spin was out 
of sync. Luckily for 
them, their two top 
rivals also fell on the 
toe loop. 

Russia's Maria 
Petrova and Alexei 
Tikhonov were in 
second after the 
short when Tikhono\' 
touched down on the 
triple toe. 

Americans Kyoko 
Ina and John 
Zimmerman, silver medalists at Smart Ones Skate America, 
were in third after the short because Zimmerman fell on the 
triple toe. However, the choreography of their new short pro- 
gram (by coach Alexander Zhulin) was quite impressive. 

In the long, the Chinese had the most difficult and impres- 
sive throws and a jump sequence of double Axel and triple toe 
loop and a second double Axel. Their artistic impression has 
improved enormously since they began working with Ameri- 
can choreographer Lea Ann Miller in the summer. 

Ina and Zimmerman moved up to second after the free 
skate. The silver medal was well-merited because they had the 
same jumps and throws as the Chinese couple and made no 
serious mistakes. If they continue to skate in such a shape, 
they are even medal contenders for the Olympic Winter Games 
and the World Championships. 

"We were very pleased with our performance tonight," Ina 
said. "Yesterday we, I say "we" and not he, had a slight prob- 
lem in the short on the toe loop, and today we really wanted to 
concentrate on every individual element. At home in practice, 
we usually have no problems. John felt the pressure today." 

This was a non-scoring event for the Americans, but they 
placed ahead of 2000 World champions Petrova and Tikhonov, 
who also had very good elements in the free skate and no mis- 
takes, but were less convincing in the choreography and speed. 
The Russians finished third. 

"We weren't yet as confident and solid on our elements as 
we would like to be," Petrova said. "But we wanted to show a 
beautiful program." 

DANCE 

The ice dancing competition did not have a star-studded 
cast, with Italian World champions Barbara Fusar-Poli and 
Maurizio Margaglio being the only top team. World bronze 
medalists Irina Lobacheva and Ilia Averbukh from Russia with- 
drew from their Grand Prix assignments after a knee injury to 
Lobacheva in September. The German couple of Kati Winkler

COMPETITIONS COMMITTEE 

1. APPROVED to amend the Competitions Rules to reflect the 
following: 

For our current referees 
Eliminate the annual written exam and replace with a 
mailing to appointed and registered prospective referees 
apprising them of new rules and rule changes. 

Eliminate the requirement to attend a formal referee's 
school and replace with credit for service or attendance at 
our Qualifying Competitions and selected Non-qualifying 
Competitions. 

For promotion and new appointments of referees 
A written exam to be administered to any candidate 
requesting appointment or promotion.  The exam to be 
geared specifically to the appointment or promotion 
requested. 

Formal referee's schools, while still offered, would be de- 

emphasized in favor of hands-on training and experience 
at our Qualifying Competitions and selected Non-qualify- 
ing Competitions. 

2. REFERRED to the Competitions Committee a request to 
amend CR 8.54 and Table B on page 69 to reflect that for the 
U.S. Junior Championships all Pairs and Dance competitors 
competing at the Regional Championships be permitted to par- 
ticipate. 

DANCE COMMITTEE 

1. APPROVED that the Test Rules and Skating Standards 
Regulations be modified to indicate the following: 

Compulsory Dance music, for all tests and Non- 
Qualifying competitions, may be either vocal or orchestral 
and shall conform with the type and tempo specified in 
the description of the dance.  For Qualifying Competi- 
tions, Compulsory Dance events at the Intermediate level 
and lower may use music as prescribed above.  For Novice 
events and higher, standardized music from the 
International Skating Union must be used; 

Additionally, the National Vice Chair for Dance Music, 
who has already created a number of CDs containing 
vocal music of the appropriate timing and tempo for com- 
pulsories, will be asked to provide some of this music to 
Headquarters so that it may be sold/distributed to interest- 
ed clubs. 

2. APPROVED to amend the Competitions Rules and Test 
Rules to reflect the following: 

To change the Rulebook, where necessary, to allow skaters 
planning to compete in Ice Dancing at the Novice level or 
higher, who have already passed the requisite Standard 
Compulsory Dance tests and Moves in the Field tests, 
to bypass the lower level Free Dance tests and take the 
Free Dance test directly at the level in which they wish to 
compete.  In the interests of skill development, require- 
ments for Juvenile and Intermediate dancers will remain 
unchanged. 

The order of testing is important. Both the required 
Compulsory Dances and MIF must already have been 
passed before the skater may take the Free Dance test. 

3. APPROVED to revise the Test Rules and the Skating 
Standards Regulations, to permit same gender partnering for 
Compulsory Dance Tests.  Only the skater's same gender coach 
would be permitted to take the skater though the dance test.

The United States Figure Skating 
Association developed a Basic 
Test program in 1968. Written 

by Robert Ogilvie, it was designed to give 
the beginning skater the fundamentals of 
figure skating. The curriculum was divid- 
ed into 12 levels — five of them being 
optional. The levels were named Begin- 
ner, Novice 2nd Class and continued 
through to Advanced Freestyle. The Basic 
Ice Skating Skills manual has information 
in it that is still pertinent today, includ- 
ing statements like "No book, however 

complete or detailed, can replace the 
teaching skill, the eyes and the experi- 
ence of a good instructor" and "If you 
want to skate with a good technique, 
lessons are essential." This is still our 
philosophy today! 

The current ChevroletAJSFSA Skate 
With U.S. (Basic Skills) program has 
undergone many revisions during the 
past 30 years and is now the most wide- 
ly used beginning ice skating curricu- 
lum in the country. It offers the highest 
cjuality instruction, a fun and rewarding 
curriculum to participants, a bridge to 
USFSA competition and test structures, 
support materials for all registered pro- 
grams, educational programs and videos 
for instructors and sports accident 
insurance coverage — all with the sup- 
port of the national governing body, the 
USFSA. 

The Skate With U.S. on-ice skating 
program is composed of Snowplow Sam 
(Tots), Basic Eights, Hockey, Adult, Free 
Skate, Dance, Synchronized Team and 
Artistry in Motion group class curricu- 
lums. Upon completion of each level, 
the skater should be equipped with the 
necessary knowledge and technique to 
advance to the next level. There are a 
total of 41 possible badges to be earned 
in this program. 

However, the ChevroletAJSFSA Skate 
With U.S. program encompasses a lot 
more than just a lesson curriculum for 
skaters to earn their badges. The 
behind-the-scenes program is vital to 
the success of the on-ice program.

The purpose of these eight-hour work- 
shops is to discuss all of the important 
issues about administering a successful 
group lesson program. Each workshop is 
divided into four-hour classroom activi- 
ties and four-hour on-ice curriculums. 
Topics include teaching techniques, test- 
ing standards, customer service, market- 
ing, promotion, communication, safety 
and liability. 

Basic Skills Competition Structure 

Mission statement: The purpose of all 
USFSA Skate With U.S. competitions is 
to promote a fun, introductory, competi- 
tive experience for the beginning skater. 

USFSA Compete With U.S. competi- 
tions incorporate moves from the Skate 
With U.S. curriculum into a competition 
format to promote a positive hrst-time 
competition experience at the grassroots 
level. USFSA registered Skate With U.S. 
programs and/or member clubs can easi- 
ly and successfully conduct this type of 
competition. The competition is open to 
all beginner skaters who are enrolled in 
a USFSA Skate With U.S. program and/

USFSA. These types of competitions are 
designed to be fun, introductory and pos- 
itive — and everyone receives a medal. 

USFSA Bridge Program 

The USFSA Bridge Program introduces 
the benefits of full club membership to 
Skate With U.S. members and gives ath- 
letes an opportunity to learn about all 
aspects of figure skating (moves in the 
field, free skating, dance, synchronized 
team. Theatre on Ice). From this base, 
skaters can move on to more competitive 
skating or continue at their pace devel- 
oping a recreational sport. The USFSA 
Bridge Program provides opportunities 
for club membership, parent education, 
ice etiquette, proper warm-up and 
stretching, ice utilization and private 
instruction. 

STAR Program 

Skate With U.S. has been aggressively 
marketed to the rink industry through 
the USFSA's affiliation with Serving The 
American Rinks (STAR). The USFSA, in 
partnership with USA Hockey, formed 
STAR as a new organization dedicated to 
providing education, resources and ser- 
vices to rinks throughout the United 
States. STAR also promotes programs 
from the national governing bodies (such 
as Skate With U.S.) to rink operators. As 
STAR and the Basic Skills Committee 
work hand in hand to promote the pro- 
gram to the rinks, we believe that more 
facilities will utilize Skate With U.S. as 
their grassroots group lesson program. 

Membership Recognition Awards 

Each year, the USFSA recognizes its 
top enrollment programs at Governing 
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Council, the board meetings, on the web 
site and in SKATING magazine. We want 
to congratulate all of our skating direc- 
tors and instructors for their efforts in 
delivering a top-notch program to the 
public. Each recognized program 
receives a plaque to hang at its facility. 

The ChevroletAJSFSA Skate With U.S. 
program is the first step to training the 
athletes of the future, as well as provid- 
ing an excellent base for the recreational 
skater. The skaters must follow the 
ideals of the "Fair Play" program that 
encourages sportsmanship and positive 
attitudes on and off the ice.

Have fun, skate well, play fair.

1. Skate for fun. Skate for yourself. 
Set goals for your own improve- 
ment.

4. Cooperate with your instructor, 
other skaters and the rink man- 
agement; they make it possible for 
you to skate. 

5. Be nice to everyone no matter the 
outcome of the competition. 
Congratulate everyone for a good 
performance. 

6. Control yourself— negative or 
bad comments and behavior 
detract from the sport and make 
you look bad. 

7. Treat all skaters as you would 
like to be treated. 

8. Set a good example for younger, 
less experienced skaters. They 
look up to you. 

9. Remember that the goals of any 
sport are to have fun, build skills, 
improve mental and physical 
conditioning, and discipline. 

10. Maintain a positive attitude and 
outlook. Help others to see their 
strengths.

Skating Loses Synchronized 
Team Skating Pioneer and 
Judge Lee Ann Miele 
Judge and former USFSA Synchronized 
Skating Committee Chair Lee Ann Miele 
died Nov. 29. Synchronized skating 
owes much of its success today to her 
hard work and determination.

People pass through our hves 
everyday. Sometimes, they leave 
behind a footprint on our hearts. 

On Nov. 29, 2001, the figure skating 
world lost one of its most tireless advo- 
cates. Lee Ann Miele — world synchro- 
nized skating judge and past chair of the 
Synchronized Skating Committee of the 
USFSA — passed away after a long and 
valiant battle with cancer. 

She was passionate about her family 
— her loving husband Jerry, her devoted 
twin sons Jerry and Nick, their wives 
Kim and Judy, and her dog Dakota. She 
loved her rambling seaside gardens in 
Rhode Island, the ocean, horses, and she 
loved a good joke. She often traded gags 
on the internet with friends and fellow 
judges, and the really good ones she 
passed along.   We're sure the humor 
and friendship buoyed her in the end. 

She was just as passionate about figure 
skating. Miele spent her life helping 
thousands of young people perfect their 
talent. You'd frequently find her on her 
days off sitting in the bleachers watching 
a team or a skater, making mental notes 
on what could be improved. She had 
such a positive way of offering advice. 

"She would always do whatever she 
could to help the coaches," said Lynn 
Benson, coach of 11-time U.S. champi- 
ons the Haydenettes. "Lee Ann was kind 
enough to come and critique my pro- 
grams even before [synchronized skat- 
ing] had a monitoring system." 

Her son, Nick, noted, "She was in it 
for the kids. She understood they were 
the future of the sport." 

I wonder how many people under- 
stood what a profound difference this 
quiet, gentle and caring woman made in 
the sport of figure skating. Certainly, her 
friends and colleagues at the USFSA do. 

"Lee Ann Miele was a person who, at 

first meeting, seemed rather shy and 
retiring," said Oscar lobst, USFSA past 
president. "During many years of associ- 
ation with her, I learned diflerently. 
Underneath her mild demeanor there 
was firm purpose and a will of iron." 

"She was a pioneer, but she masked 
this pioneering behind a shy persona," 
said Shirley Taylor, longtime friend and 
fellow judge. "She had a vision and the 
intense desire to bring it to fruition. 
U.S. [synchronized skating] is her living 
legacy." 

Her son, Jerry, also a coach, noted, 
"Not only was she prolific in helping the 
grassroots and competitive skaters, she 
helped in bringing along many of the 
younger judges." 

Allison Duarte, regional vice chair for 
the USFSA Judges Committee, agrees. 

"She's the reason that I got into skat- 
ing and why many of the people in this 
area did," she said. 

Duarte was a lifelong friend of the 
Miele family, and Miele's passing hit on 
many levels. 

Speaking with Miele's many colleagues, 
it was clear that judging creates a special 
bond. So many offered to contribute to 
this article — testimony alone of her 
esteem. 

World synchronized skating judge Bill 
Beharrell enjoyed 25 years of cama- 
raderie with Miele and said her impact 
was truly worldwide. 

"She was well-liked internationally," 
he said. "Her openness and friendliness 
were traits well appreciated. And what 
she did for synchronized skating — she 
put the whole package together." 

"Lee Ann was an innovator, an advo- 
cate and a teacher. She enjoyed all as- 
pects of our sport; it was her life," said 
world judge Pat French. "I will miss her 
knowledge and her humor. She will 
always be there and a part of all who 
were privileged to know her." 

"I have lost a dear friend, and skating 
has lost a great judge and referee," said 
national referee Kathy Slack. 

"Lee Ann seemed to know her days 
would be numbered," said Gale Tanger, 
friend and USFSA Olympic Representa- 

tive. "She worked feverishly on items 
she wanted accomplished ... She seemed 
like she couldn't accomplish enough, fast 
enough. 

"When Lee Ann had your attention 
and felt you had a clear-cut mission, 
she'd look at you with the little twinkle 
in her eye, and give you her famous 
direction, 'Go for it!'" 

And go lor it, she did. Tanger notes 
that she equalized divisions, encouraged 
new teams, tied the overall figure skating 
strategy into synchronized skating, won 
the bid for the first World Synchronized 
Team Skating Championships in the U.S., 
worked for national sponsorship and tel- 
evision coverage ol the U.S. Synchro- 
nized Team Skating Championships, 
increased funding and recruited judges. 

It was Miele's knack for being able to 
move among the highest officials in fig- 
ure skating but still be able to keep the 
common touch that endeared her to so 
many. She was a friend to people like 
Ron Pfenning, David Gagnon, Melanie 
Sheehan, Greg Taber and many USFSA 
presidents. They all knew what a great 
woman she was, and by her example, 
what an enormous impact she had on 
each of us. 

She died as she lived — with grace, 
dignity, courage and determination. She 
had an amazing strength and spirit, fac- 
ing cancer not once, but three times. 
We can only assume God had bigger 
things in mind for her. One day, though, 
we know she'll be in some bleachers 
looking down on us when synchronized 
skating finally makes it to the Olympic 
Winter Games. And she will be cheering. 

Godspeed, Lee Ann. We will miss you.

Getting Pumped for the Competition 
Synchronized skaters are just like 

any other athletes. They work hard, 

are determined — and they're super- 

stitious. It turns out that getting 

pumped for the competition is not 

just a casual phrase in synchronized 

skating. 

Every competitive (igure skater, no 
matter what his or her discipHne, 
can relate to the pressure of com- 

petition. Its tough going out on the ice 
in front of judges and an audience, ready 
to put the program you've worked so 
hard to master on the Une. Most skaters 
have some kind of ritual, superstition or 
special warm-up routine to help ihcm 
deal with the pressure of the event — 
just to be sure that luck is on their side. 

Synchronized skating teams have the 
same type of pressure as singles skaters 
— only multiplied by 20! Getting every- 
one "in synch" for a perfect performance 
can be just as challenging as getting all 
those choctaws and brackets on time. 
Every team, in every part of the country, 
in every division, whether it's prelimi- 
nary, senior or even adult, has its own 
pre-competition routine to get the whole 
team "psyched" to do its best. In fact, 
that's one of the most exciting parts of a 
synchronized skating competition. 

As the synchronized skating season 
gets underway with all three sectional 
championships at the end of this month, 
one of the most noticeable differences 
between synchronized skating competi- 
tions and other competitions is that the 
pageantry and excitement arc conta- 
gious. Skaters dressed in a rainbow of 
team colors shout their favorite cheers at 
rival teams. It's all in good fun, and it all 
adds to the competition. 

Team del Sol of San Diego, Calif., won 
the juvenile event at the 2001 Chevrolet 
U.S. Synchronized Team Skating Cham- 
pionships, and it's quite possible that its 
gold medal performance started even 
before the skaters got on the ice. A small 
army of 20 athletes shouting this cheer 
has got to be quite a sight: 

Everywhere we go 
People want to know 
Who we are 

So we tell them 
We are del Sol 
The Mighty, Mighty del Sol 
OOH AHH OOH AHH 

Is this team superstitious? You bet! 
"What we do before we skate is we all 

kiss Leslie's lucky t-shirt," said del Sol's 
team captain. "We did that last year and 
won the gold!" 

Some other superstitions? One colle- 
giate team (who chooses to remain name- 
less) pours "fairy dust" in their left 
skates before competing, and a teen 
introductory team. Northern Ice of 
Michigan, pats the head of a giant tie- 
dyed teddy bear before taking the ice. 
Eleven-time U.S. novice champions the 
Ice Mates of Lexington, Mass., perform a 
massage circle, and the Superettes dou- 
ble check their skate laces. 

Once all the good luck rituals have 
been performed, it's time to get serious 
for the event. The most common method 
is doing an aerobic routine to some 
favorite music, then getting down to busi- 
ness by concentrating on the program. 

Team Elan of Detroit, Mich., incorpo- 
rates this by doing a specific routine to 
warm-up and ballet stretches. The Super- 
ettes of Warwick, R.I., listen to specific 
songs, then meditate while listening to 
their program music and visualizing 
their best performance. This proved to 
be a good choice. The junior Superettes 
became the first U.S. team ever to win a 
medal at the World level in 2001, and 
the senior team's performance at the 
2001 U.S. Synchronized Skating Cham- 
pionships earned them an international 
assignment for the first lime. 

Most skaters would agree that one of 

the most intense parts of competing is 
those few minutes wailing to get on the 
ice. While it's not that common to hear a 
singles skater yell a cheer, that's where 
teams work out their last minute nerves. 

One of the most exciting synchronized 
skating events lo watch is the collegiate 
division. There is a special pride with 
representing not only your skating club, 
but also your college or university. 

Before getting on the ice and getting 
that last glance of their parents and fans 
decked out in red and white, Miami 
skaters are singing their fight song. In 
fact, it's fairly difficult to find a collegiate 
team that's not. 

Teams in other divisions don't want to 
be left out — many have created a song 
of their own. That includes the team that 
seems lo top them all, year after year. 
There is indeed a Haydenettes song, and 
a special message from head coach Lynn 
Benson that always seems to work for 
this team. What is it? That is one thing 
the skaters on the Haydenettes team 
have chosen to keep lo themselves. 

Being a member of a synchronized 
skating team is an experience that most 
skaters won't ever forget. It's the fun and 
challenging times that glue the team 
together and create the best memories. 
As one Team del Sol juvenile skater said: 

"My favorite things about being on a 
[synchronized] team are the wonderful 
friends you make, the great fun you 
have, and the fact that you are never out 
there alone!"

and Rene Lohse also withdrew one day before the competition 
because Lohse fell during training and tore a ligament in his 
left knee. He had to undergo surgery in a Berlin hospital and 
will be out at least six weeks. Fusar-Poli and Margaglio there- 
fore won easily, although their performance was far from per- 
fect. Their quickstep was good, but because of some small slips 
they only garnered marks between 5.5 and 5.7. 

In the original dance, the Italians met the character of the 
flamenco and paso doble excellently, but the steps were not 
very difficult. Their new free dance is set to the popular 1970s 
song "I Will Survive" by Gloria Gaynor. There were a few diffi- 
cult steps and lifts, but the majority of the program looked eas- 
ier than their programs of the last two years. 

"We know we still can improve," Margaglio said. "The pro- 
gram is not yet perfect. The audience received us very well." 

Marie-France Dubreuil and Patrice Lauzon from Canada 
won the silver medal with a tango and a Spanish waltz in the 
original dance. In the free dance, they interpreted an 
unusual version of Puccini's opera Madame Butterfly, with 
many long but two-footed lifts, some innovative moves, but lit- 
tle difficult footwork. 

World Junior champions Natalia Romaniuta and Daniil 
Barantsev from Russia won the bronze medal with a free dance 
to the music of Xotica.

In my experience working with USA 
Swimming clubs for 10 years, and 
during my seven years as a coach of a 

200-plus member club, 1 learned that all 
clubs need help in the following areas: 

/. Running the club like a business 

2. Increasing income hough fundraising 

3. Having a plan to recruit and train new volunteer 

leadership 

It's my guess thai U.S. Figure Skating 
clubs aren't much different. While 1 hope 
my hunch is validated by the results of 
our club survey, at this writing let's just 
assume my hunch is correct. 

DOWN TO BUSINESS 

Clubs, whether they be skating, swim- 
ming, gymnastics or soccer, all need to 
run their organizations like a business. 
What does this mean? First of all, clubs 
should be incorporated. While being 
incorporated is not required to be a 
member club of the USFSA, it is strongly 
encouraged. 

Following is a list of other items small 
businesses (clubs) should have in place: 

/. A financial plan (budget) 

2. Professional expertise on your board 

3. Job descriptions for staff and volunteers 

4. A business plan 

5. A long-range plan 

6. Club policies 

7. Risk management plan 

8. A volunteer training plan 

9. Bylaws and articles of incorporation 

10. Fiscal management plan (checks and balances, 

audits) 

MAKING MONEY 

The second point includes coming up 
with ways to increase revenue for your 
club. First, if you have the ice time, run- 
ning a Chevy Skate With U.S. or lessons 
program is the key lor increasing 
income. Perhaps for most of you, your 
rink runs these programs, but you might 
consider ollering to provide club person- 
nel to help with the administration of 
that program. This could bring in 
income or could just serve to create a 
relationship between the two organiza- 
tions. The club stands to gain future 
members from establishing this type of 
relationship. 

Ideas for income vary according to the 
needs of the club. From my experience, 
a fundraiser is not worth the time and 
effort if it does not bring in at least 10% 
of your operating budget. While car 
washes and bake sales are fun, they are 
not generally going to bring in a great 
deal of cash. Selling items that people 
would normally buy anyway is a key. 
Many clubs sell grocery coupons, wrap- 
ping paper, magazines, enlertainmcni 
books and much more. You would be 
surprised by the amount of money that 
can be earned through these fundraisers. 
We hope to compile fundraising ideas 
from clubs that complelc the survey. 

THE VOLUNTEER BASE 

Finally, let's talk about the area of 
recruiting and training volunteers. If 
your club does not have job descriptions 
for every job in the club, that would be 
the best place to start. But, I'm talking 
about a bigger picture. Clubs should 
begin by brainstorming what their needs 
are and then begin to "recruit" people on 
the board that help fill those needs. 

If you host events, having someone on 
your board that has expertise in manag- 
ing events could be a huge asset. If your 

club runs a Chevy Skate with U.S. pro- 
gram, the skating director might be a 
good person to have on the board. I 
think we fear having coaches or other 
skating professionals on the board be- 
cause of a perceived conflict of interest, 
but the truth is that every club could 
really benefit from having "experts" who 
earn their livelihood from this sport serv- 
ing on the board. No one needs the pro- 
grams and athletes to progress and suc- 
ceed more than the coaches and skating 
directors. Simply have a conflict of inter- 
est policy signed that includes a state- 
ment about abstaining on voting when a 
personal or financial conflict may exist. 
This should also be a standard document 
signed by every board member. 

Once you have the most qualified 
board members in place, conduct a com- 
plete board orientation and supply ihcm 
with a board member manual that 
includes a copy of the bylaws, club his- 
tory, financial reports, organizational 
chart, recent board minutes and the 
long-range plan for the club. By taking 
the time to orient and educate new 
board members, you save a lot of time 
down the road. 

If this information caught your inter- 
est, you might like to know that we are 
planning on conducting a pilot club edu- 
cation program at this May's Governing 
Council in Minneapolis, Minn. We are 
also budgeting for three of these pro- 
grams to be held out in the held during 
the next fiscal year.

How'd You Do Tliat 1 ri 
The USFSA Sports Sciences ond Medicine Committee hopes 

this series on training will be helpful to coaches, parents 

and athletes in making figure skating more competitive 

and more injury-free, while better preparing athletes. 

This is an opportune time to have this important informa- 

tion made available, especially in this Olympic year.

Part 2 of this series on the triple Lutz presents an analysis of 
the teehniques used by skaters at the 1999 Stale Farm U.S. Figure 
Skating Championships. The relationship among the skaters' 
teehniques, jump height and rotational veloeity is discussed. 
Part 1 can be found in the December 2001 issue of SKATING 
magazine, and definitions and basic biomechanical concepts can 
be found in the November 2001 issue of SKATING magazine. 

TECHNIQUE ANALYSIS 

► How did the skaters gel the lolalions ihey needed for the jumps? 
Skaters need to generate rotational (angular) momentum lor 

the jump while they are still on the ice. Their rotational 
momentum will be maintained during the jump, which allows 
the skater to complete the necessary rotations in the air. 
Skaters control the speed of rotation in the air by adjusting 
their body positions (moment of inertia). The arms and legs 
are quickly and tightly pulled into the body (decreasing their 
moment of inertia) to increase their rotation speed. In the 
triple Lutz, the majority ol skaters actually began to move 
their arms prior to toe pick so that they were already partially 
into their rotating position at take-off. The more highly rated 
jumps had larger moments of inertia (more open positions) at 
take-off as compared with lower-rated jumps. In preparation 
for landing, the skaters opened their body positions (increas- 
ing their moments of inertia) to slow their rotation speed and 
check out of the jump. Remember that a tight body position in 
the air has a small moment of inertia that will make the skater 
rotate faster. Figure 1 illustrates how moment of inertia first 
decreased and then increased while rotation speed increased 
and then decreased during a typical triple Lutz.

Part 2 
► How do skaters' body segments contribute to developing rota- 

tional momentum? 
While on the ice, the skater's arm, leg and trunk movements 

generate forces against the ice that enables the skater to devel- 
op rotational momentum for the jump (Figure 2). The largest 
contributions to rotational momentum came from the arms 
and body of the skater. The left arm typically started moving 
slightly prior to the toe pick and continued to move back and 
upwards until the skater left the ice. As the toe pick was 
placed into the ice, the pick helped initiate the rotation of the 
body, contributing to the rotational momentum for the jump. 
Additionally, the right arm was brought forward and then 
inward with strength and quickness. The movements of the 
arms were typically the most influential of all the segments in 
maintaining or increasing angular momentum prior to take-ofL 
Finally, while still on the ice, the contribution of the arms to 
rotational momentum began to decrease as the glide leg came 
oil the ice and was in front ol the skater.

► When in the jump do the skaters generate vertical velocity in 
preparation jor take-off? 

At toe pick, the center of mass (COM) of the skaters began to 
rise (Figure 3). In other words, after the right tap, when the 
gliding (left) leg began to straighten (knee extension), the 
skaters' bodies (COMs) were rising even though the right (pick) 
knee continued to bend (flex) slightly Since the skaters' COMs 
were rising from toe pick to take-off, the skaters had positive 
vertical velocity (upward speed) through this entire phase of the 
jump. Greater vertical velocity (upward speed) at the moment of 
take-off results in higher jumps and more time in the air. 

► How does the toe pick contribute to developing vertical velocity? 
The knee of the pick (right) leg was slightly bent as the pick 

was placed in the ice. During this motion, the muscles of the 
skater's right thigh (quadriceps) must be contracting to control 
the knee bend (llexion). This is called an eccentric muscle 
action. An eccentric action occurs when a muscle contracts as it 
is being stretched. This short but quick stretch (the leg is 
behaving somewhat like a stiff spring) helps the skater develop 
large amounts of force, while pressing up (increasing vertical

velocity) in preparation for take-off. The skater shoukl be able 
to take advantage of this quick pre-stretch by carrying speed 
into the jump and bending (flexing) the glide (left) leg with the 
pick leg behind the skater at toe pick. However, if the skater is 
too low and the toe pick is too far back, too much ol the force 
developed by the skater will be in the horizontal direction 
instead of vertical, which would be detrimental to obtaining 
jump height. The optimal position of the skater's COM relative 
to the toe pick has not been determined; however, the success 
of the jumpers using the positions described above suggests 
that the technique they are using is advantageous. 

► How docs the toe pick nffect the skalers' horizoulaJ velocities? 
As a result of the toe pick occurring behind the skater, the 

horizontal velocity (forward speed) of the skater decreased 
from toe pick to take-off. However, the toe pick is important 
for developing vertical velocity (upward speed) for the jump. 
Figure 4 illustrates the increase in vertical velocity (upward 
speed) and decrease in horizontal velocity (forward speed) that 
occurs from toe pick to take-off.

► How do the arms and };lide (IcfO Ic^ oj the skater conlyihute to 
devf/opi/ig vcrliccd veheily? 

During the take-off, the contributions of the arms to the verti- 
cal velocity (upward speed) of the skaters were minimal. While 
the arms contribute litde to jump height in the triple Lutz, their 
contribution to rotation is great. In comparison, in Axel jumps 
the arms contribute more equally to rotation and height. 

► What did the skaters th to carry speed out of the jump? 
As mentioned, after the toe pick, the skaters' horizontal 

velocities (forward speed) decreased (Figure 4) due to the hor- 
izontal force acting on the skater during the pick. To optiiuize 
both horizontal velocity (needed for the skater to carry speed 
out of the jump) and vertical velocity (upward speed) at take- 
off, a skater should benefit from a fast, controlled approach. 

CONCLUSIONS 

The purpose of analyzing the triple Lutz was to determine 
important features of the juiiip that may help coaches to teach 
developing skaters this difficult jump. Based on the jumps that 
were studied, the following are important aspects of successful 
jumps: 

1. Fast, controlled, approach. When the take-off foot was tapped 
into the ice and the skater pressed up for take-off, vertical 
velocity (upward speed) was generated. More speed can be 
converted in the upward direction with a fast, controlled 
approach. A last approach also helps ensure that the skater 
carries adequate horizontal (lorward) speed through the 
jump to the landing. Excessive speed that disrupts the 
rhythm and/or timing of the jump is detrimental. 

2. Appiopriale body position al the time oj loe pick. The knee of 
the glide leg was bent (flexed), and the skater's hips and 
shoulders were square to the direction of the jump. The pick 
occurred behind the skater on a slightly bent (flexed) knee. 

3. Appropriate body movement and arm positioning. The move- 
ment ol the arms and body helps generate the skaters' rota- 
tional momentum; arm motion was actually initiated prior 
to toe pick. Additionally, the pick helps initiate the rotation 
of the body, which contributes to the rotational momentum 
for the jump. The contribution of the left arm to rotational 
momentum needs to be recognized. Vertical velocity came 
primarily from the extension of the legs. 

'^.Appropriate control ojbody position and rotation speed in the 
air. Given the quantity of rotational momentum created 
prior to take-off, skaters in the air continued to decrease 
their moments of inertia (closed position) in order to 
increase rotation speed. As they began to check out for the 
landing, they increased their moments ol inertia (open posi- 
tion) and decreased rotation speed. 

To complete the triple Lutz successfully, skaters must create 
vertical velocity to provide them with over 0.6 seconds of air 
time. Additionally, sufhcient rotational momentum must be gen- 
erated prior to take-off so that the number of revolutions can be 
obtained. Appropriate strength and conditioning programs are 
essential for skaters to perform multi-revolution jumps.

The arms are important for developing rotation speed while 
still on the ice and do little to provide lift or height for the 
jump. Note the positioning and movement of the left arm dur- 
ing the press-up for take-off (see Figure 2).

Until receiiHy, the 18-24 ap group was somewhat of a lost generation 
among skaters. Now, with adult introductory categories at adult com- 
petii po„i«g up all over the map, these ska,e!s are now finding an 
outlet for their competitive dreams. by Michele Cooper 

At 18, Cheryl Morrison was at that 
awkward age ... in the world of 
skating, that is. She had only 

been skating for three years and, by the 
time she had passed her first freestyle 
tests, the only competitions she could 
enter pitted her against skaters almost 
half her age. 

"I felt totally lost," Morrison said. "1 
love to compete, but I felt uncomfortable 
in the pre-preliminary and preliminary 
groups. They tried to put me in an older 
group, but they were still much younger. 
1 couldn't blame the competition because 
there was no place else to put me." 

Even by the time she turned 21, Morri- 
son didn't feel like she fit in. Technically, 
she was an adult, but she was still too 
young to be a part of the USFSA adult 
skating program, which was for the over- 
25 crowd only. 

When the USFSA created a new adult 
introductory category, however, the mar- 
keting and communications major at 
Boston College jumped at the chance to 
take part in one of the first events to 
include the younger adults — the Peach 
Classic in Atlanta, Ga. 

"When I heard about the adult intro- 
ductory level, I decided to do that 
instead of standard track because it's bet- 
ter to be with people my own age than 
compete against 10 to 13-year-olds," said 
Morrison, now 23. "I'm sure anyone else 
who has done adult introductory feels 
the same way. It's really good for people 
my age, who arc at my level, who want 
to compete. I feel 1 have a place now." 

Adult introductory meets the needs of 
young adult skaters on many levels. For 
skaters like Morrison who started late, it 
provides motivation to continue to de- 
velop their skills. For experienced stan- 
dard track competitors who lack the 
triple jumps needed to skate at the elite 
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level, the category provides opportuni- 
ties for competition appropriate to their 
age and ability. For any skater in the 18 
to 24-year-old age range who needs to 
put skating on the back burner in order 
to concentrate on the rcsponsibililies of 
young adulthood, adult introductory is a 
welcome addition. 

"I see these skaters as our lost genera- 
tion," said Paula Smart, USFSA Adult 
Committee chair. "They are going 
through many life transitions. College, 
marriage, new careers ... often force 
[them] to put their skating on hold until 
time and disposable income become more 
available. Because of this transitional 
time, introductory adults are a difficult 
group to track and program. 

"The Adult Skating Committee is 
committed to providing opportunities 
for this age bracket at our adult sectional 
competitions and adult opens," Smart 
continued, reiterating the USFSA's desire 
to create opportunities for all adult 
skaters to become the best they can be at 
any age and any level. 

Turnout has been light so far at events 
that offer adult introductory. However, 
event organizers and skaters are sympa- 
thetic to the needs of the 18 to 24-year- 
olds and are committed to providing a 
place for these enthusiastic and talented 
younger adult skaters until the numbers 
grow. 

"When a skater turns 18, there is 
nowhere for them to compete," said 
Mary Moss, chair of the annual North 
American Adult Invitational. "If they 
compete at local competitions, they are 
considered too old. Then they have to 
wait seven years before they can compete 
again. Many lose interest and leave the 
sport. The introductory adult event 
allows them to compete with their peers. 
I think in a few years the introductory 

adull events will be nourishing, it just 
takes time." 

Jean Iverson, U.S. Adult Pacific Coast 
Sectional Championship chair, agrees. 

"I also feel that it is important to offer 
events for those who fall into this age 
category, because some people come to 
this sport later in life ... who may not 
have developed the appropriate skill 
level to follow the track to nationals," 
she said. "Having this category gives 
them a place to compete — a goal that 
they can work for, a place to exhibit 
their love of skating." 

IN THEIR ELEMENT 

At most competitions that offer adult 
introductory events, skaters are divided 
into three free skate test levels: bronze, 
silver and interpretive (see the USFSA 
Rulebook for more information on test 
qualifications). 

Jennifer Simon, a volunteer at the 
annual Skate Houston (March 22-24, 
2002) event, which also offers an adult 
introductory event, was impressed with 
the adult introductory skaters she saw at 
the Peach Classic last year.

"A lot of them had skated as kids ... very strong, powerful 
skaters ... there were some who were really impressive. Al- 
though I find all adult skaters impressive," said Simon, who is 
also a judge and an adult silver level skater. "I hope [the cate- 
gory] will continue to grow. Adult events are a great place for 
these skaters to see where they can go with this. You don't 
have to stop when you're 18. If you're going to have adult 
events, why not have young adults?" 

WELCOME TO OUR WORLD 

The over-25 adult skaters welcome this new group of young 
adult skaters with open arms. 

"I am so happy that [the USFSA] is promoting the introduc- 
tory adult events," said Moss, who competes at the adult silver 
I level. "When 1 look back, I had nowhere to compete. 1 want- 
ed to, but ... I felt I was too old and should have stopped com- 
peting when 1 graduated from high school." 

Adult skater Maureen Carrigan agrees. 
"They [young adult skaters] have spent all this time devel- 

oping their skating and were told up to now, 'Sorry we have no 
place for you,'" said Carrigan, who is now working on her 
adult gold test, her first double jumps and her intermediate 
moves in the field test. "They may have been absolutely beauti- 
ful skaters, but because they only have doubles, they may have 
been told to spend their time somewhere else. I think it's great. 
They are so lucky ... they get to be introduced to it. They'll 
have a chance to learn a lot and develop. When they're 25 and 
ready [to compete at the U.S. Adult Championships], they'll 
set the bar higher and higher. It would be a dream to be on the 
same ice with them." 

Carrigan wishes the adult introductory category had been in 
existence when she started skating at the age of 22 — two 
years before the USFSA's adult skating program began. 

"There were no competitions appropriate for my age and 
ability level," said Carrigan, who, like Morrison, had to enter 
local standard track events at the pre-preliminary and then 
preliminary level in order to compete. "1 felt like a mislit. I 
spent a whole year doing this with no idea what was going on." 

Even when she was placed in a "taller" group in showcase 
and freestyle events against teenagers, she was uncomfortable. 

"If there had been an 18 to 24-year-old group sooner, 1 
would have been more confident," recalled Carrigan, who 
began skating in adult events as soon as she turned 25. "1 don't 
think I would have had such a big battle emotionally to over- 
come if there had been an adult track and the support system 
that helps other adult skaters." 

Thai's what appealed to Mary-Elizabcih Wightman — the 
camaraderie and support that has always been the hallmark of 
adult skating. When the 20-year-old heard about the 2001 
Mountain Cup in Villard de Lans, France — an event which 
follows the USFSA's adult structure and includes some adult 
introductory events — she thought she would give it a try. 

"It seemed like a lot of fun, so 1 convinced my best friend, 
Meghan Howe, to do it, too," said Wightman, who is working 
on her international dances and is the vice president of the 
Boston College FSC. "We got to do a fun competition and go 
to France. When 1 got there, I realized how nice and welcom- 
ing the entire adult skating community was. 

"I don't know if I would say that I was in a lost group age- 
wise before adult introductory was added because I think up 
until that point, 1 was in the correct age group," continued 
Wightman. "I was lucky enough that when 1 did start to feel 
like that, there was adult intro." 

"My friends and I love to compete," added Howe, 19, who

coaches at the Jamestown and 
Westminster Skating Clubs in New 
York. "But, there are not many 
chances to compete against others at 
our same age and level, especially in 
the solo dance category. We had a 
wonderful time and met a lot of new 
friends (at Mountain Cup). The 
atmosphere at an adult competition 
was so much more welcoming and 
relaxing than at a regular competi- 
tion. The camaraderie among all the 
skaters was priceless. 

"I really love the idea of this age 
division," added Howe, who has her 
gold medal in dance and moves as well as four international 
dances under her belt. "It definitely meets my needs because 
there are a lot of young adults who never got the chance to 
compete at [the U.S. Championships] ... especially in dance. If 
you do not have a partner, then that is the end of the road. 
[Adult introductory] gives you another outlet to compete." 

Howe is committed to taking part in adult introductory events. 
"Wherever we can find one we would do it because we loved 

it," said Howe, a psychology major at the University of Buffalo. 
"There aren't that many right now. The next one that came up 
we would plan on it." 

A QUALiFIED SUCCESS 

So far, the adult introductory category has not yet been 
included at the U.S. Adult Championships — an event which is 
only eight years old itself. The annual competition has seen 
phenomenal registration numbers, with almost 1,000 partici- 
pants each year, making the local organizing committees reluc- 
tant to add any more skaters. The 18 to 24-year-olds, however, 
are keeping their fingers crossed and their hopes high. 

"1 definitely think it would be fun to compete at [the U.S. 
Adult Championships]," said Wightman, who has to wait five 
more years until she is old enough. "So in that respect, 1 guess, 
I am looking forward to turning 25, although it also means 
thai I'll be out of grad school and I'll have to find a job that 
pays really well!" 

Wightman feels inclusion of ihe category at the U.S. Adult 
Championships might increase attendance at other competitions. 

"You would see somewhat of a better turnout because it 
would be publicized more, and skaters would be able to go to a 
cjualifying competition," she said. 

Morrison works at the New England Sports Center in 
Marlboro, Mass., as a figure skating administrator Her goal is 
to be at the championship gold or championship masters level 
at the U.S. Adult Championships when she tunis 25 in two 
years. Until then, she plans to continue to take part in adult 
introductory events wherever and whenever they are offered. 

ON THE LOOKOUT FOR ADULT INTRO EVENTS 

As the new category develops and opportunities for competi- 
tion grow as the word gets out, these skaters are beginning to 
find their place in the adult skating world. In the November 
2001 issue of SKATING, seven competitions all over the coun- 
try that offer adult introductory events were listed, including 
the open divisions at all three adult sectional championships. 
More information and entry forms can be found on individual 
club web sites.

Lace 'em up! 
Having a problem with your skates or boots? Can't find the answers? fl 
Well, Mr. Edge Is here to answer all your questions. This month, Mr. Edge 
discusses tips for breaking in your boots. 

Lale one evening while at home 
enjoying the crisp clear crackle 
of the fireplace, as the snow 

outside was gently falling to the ground, 
a thought came to mind. I remembered 
that some time ago I asked for your 
thoughts on how to break in new boots. 
Well moms and dads and anyone else 
reading my sometimes silly column, 
here's what y all had to suggest: 

/. Use Bunga pads 
2. Punch out the ankle bone area of the boots 
3. Treat the insides with leather stretch 
4. Walk around in them, up and down stairs 
5. Heat your boots in an oven before wearing them 
6. Dip your entire boot in water before wearing 
7. Wet your socks in warm water and then skate in 

them 
8. Have someone else wear them for a while 
9. Rub Vaseline inside the entire boot 
10. Wrap your feet in plastic wrap 
11. Put your feet in Reynolds oven cooking bags 

(turkey bags) 
12. Don't lace them up to the top all the way for 

the first few days 
13. Dse animal fat pads to wrap around your ankles 
14. Wrap your ankles with gauze or an ACE bandage 
15. Rub the insides with mink oil or some other 

leather conditioner 

For the "what it's worth" department, 
I'll give you my suggestion for breaking 
in new boots that works almost 100% of 
the time. It's quick, it's easy, and best of 
all, you'll be able to accomplish more in 
a shorter period of time. NEVER BUY A 
BOOT WITH THE THOUGHT THAT 
YOU WANT IT TO LAST FOREVER. 

In other words, purchase a boot that 
snugs up around your ankles properly 
and don't rely on the boot for all your 
support. Instead, try more off-ice train- 
ing to build up ihc strength in your 
lower legs and ankles. By doing this you 
will find thai a boot with less support 

allows you to bend easier and gives you 
more height on your jumps. 

OK, now it's time to answer those 
questions from the most important peo- 
ple of all. That would be you all! 

"• When I fall on my doubles, the cor- 
ner of my boot bends on the top left 
side. Is it too loose, or is it time for me 
to get new skates? Long Island, N.Y. 

Mr*   CQ06* If the entire upper por- 
tion from the mid-ankle to the top of the 
boot is giving way, then it's time for new 
boots. If only the top outer edge is bend- 
ing, then tighten them up more and be 
sure that you lace them all the way to 
the top of the boot. Do not leave any 
hooks undone. 

I|t How do you know when your boots 
have already molded to your foot? 
Richmond, Va. 

Mr.   Ed^GS When little green furry 
areas appear around your ankles! 

I|S How do you know if your boot gives 
you enough support or if there is enough 
padding in it? Erie, Pa. 

Mr.   tdjCJThe amount of support 
and the thickness of the padding kind of 
go hand in hand, but not always. If some- 
one has very narrow ankles, increased 
ankle padding is a must in order for the 
boot to properly wrap around the ankle 
area, thus adding more support to the 
boot. However, you can have a boot with 
very little ankle padding and still be very 
stiff. If you take the same narrow ankle 
and place it in this boot, the boot will 
break down sooner because of the void 
around the ankles. Something is going to 
give when landing jumps — cither the 
ankle is going to break or the boot is 

going to. In this case, the boot will give 
long before the ankle will. When landing 
your jumps you may feel the boot col- 
lapse underneath you. If this happens, 
then it's time for new boots. 

QS Once I was hit by a hockey player 
and it left a black mark on my skate. 
How do I get rid of it? West Jordan, Utah 

lV|f«   CClOG* Funny you should refer 
to a hockey player as IT rather than HE 
or SHE. I assume though that you were 
hit by a puck rather than the player. May 
I suggest that you stay off the same ice 
when they are playing. However, in 
answering your question, try some 
Fantastic or 409. If this doesn't work, 
you'll need something stronger. Try Goof 
Off all-purpose cleaner or lighter fluid 
(use only with the help of an adult). If 
this still doesn't work, then take it to a 
shoe repair shop. They will have a clean- 
er strong enough to take the mark off.

It's been a pleasure answering 
your questions. I hope that y'all have 
learned a little more than you knew last 
year.

The two U.S. teams probably had mixed feelings about the competition. 
While Stephanie Kalesavich and Aaron Parchem put in two nice perfor- 
mances and finished fifth, Danielle and Steve Hartsell were disappointed. 
Kalesavich and Parchem had a shaky short program — she put down her 
hands on the throw triple Salchow and two-footed the side-by-side triple 
Salchow. They had a better day in the long, landing a triple twist and the 
side-by-side triple Salchow as well as the throw triple loop. Ranked five 
behind the more experienced teams was good for their first Grand Prix 
event. 

The Hartsells, on the other hand, were sixth in the short and dropped to 
eighth in the long. They struggled with the side-by-side triple toes in both 
programs, both fell on the double Axel in the "Beatrix Potter" free skate, 
and Danielle doubled the throw loop. 

DANCE 
Canada's popular ice dance team of Shae-Lynn Bourne and Victor Kraatz 

continued on the golden trail they began at Skate America. The duo 
excelled in the Golden Waltz, the most 
difficult compulsory dance, showing off 
their deep edges and soft knees. The 
original dance to a flamenco from 
"Girlfight" and a tango from the musical 
"Chicago" technically was the most dif- 
ficult program, but not everyone likes 
the ironic interpretation of the rhythms. 
However, the victory was deserved. 

Bourne and Kraatz had wanted to 
skate their Michael Jackson free dance 
better than at Skate America, and that's 
exactly what they did. The funky rou- 
tine had much more flow and was skat- 
ed with more confidence. The four-time 
World bronze medalists displayed intri- 
cate footwork and strong edges as well as 
good lifts. The first and the last parts to 
hits like "Billie Jean" and "Keep it in the 
Closet" really rock, but the slow middle part to "Smile" needs work. 

The silver went to Israel's Galit Chait and Sergei Sakhnovsky. In the 
Golden Waltz, Sakhnovsky's blade got caught in Chait's long costume, and 
he stumbled. The team was lucky to be second. Their original dance (fla- 
menco, paso doble, tango) was well done, although it wasn't as difficult as 
Bourne and Kraatz's. Skating to a medley of Jewish folk music in the free 
dance, the team pleased the audience with a passionate and fast-paced 
program that contained some spectacular tricks. Sakhnovsky whirls his 
partner around a lot, but their footwork — although it did improve — 
isn't yet on the level of other teams. 

"We have been working a lot on technique, form and line," Chait 
explained. "We do a lot more on edges this year." 

Isabelle Delobel and Olivier Schoenfelder of France captured the bronze 
medal. They delivered a crisp original dance to flamenco and tango 
rhythms. For their free dance, the French chose Egyptian music from 
"Songs from the Victorious City." While this routine contains good foot- 
work and spectacular lifts, it somehow didn't really connect with the 
crowd (as did last year's free dance, "Vivre pour le meilleur"). 

The young Russian team of Svetlana KuUkova and Arseni Markov fin- 
ished fourth. The Russians are very expressive, and their technique 
improved significantly since last season. The crowd loved their "Grease" 
interpretation in the free dance.
