^eries (FCS) will mark its third season,

Skaters who qualified for the final 
round at the most recent U.S.

Skaters who 
move up to the next level will be 
eligible to earn FCS points. 

• The point system for the 2005 
series has been adjusted according 
to the number of entrants in each 
flight at each event. 

• If a withdrawal leaves only one 
skater or team entered in the 
competition, the skater can still 
earn points if an exhibition or 
crifique skate is performed. 
However, this allowance can only 
be used for one competifion.

Over the span of her 19-year skating 
career, Kwan's photo has appeared 
on the cover of countless magazines: 
Nev/sweek, People and Sports 
Illustrated to name a few. She has 
been interviewed thousands of times 
by reporters from all over the globe. 
She's become a household name 
and such a recognizable face that it's 
hard to remember when she wasn't 
in our lives.

revisiting the past 
But this day is different. The photogra- 

pher is showing Kwan an old photo of 
herself, a photo from the cover of the 
October 1993 issue of SKATING maga- 
zine, and is trying to reenact the same shot 
for the cover of this issue (|anuary 2004). 

Kwan, who turned 24 in luly, can't 
help but smile when she looks at the old 
photo. The young girl she sees has her 
black hair pulled back in a ponytail and is 
wearing a plain white T-shirt, light blue 
shorts and a pair of black high-top 
Converse sneakers. 

"I didn't even have a gram of makeup 
on," Kwan said. "My eyebrows were like 
caterpillars. But my face was so sweet and 
so naive. It was really cute." 

When Kwan took that shot for 
SKATINC's cover, she had just begun 
to emerge as a skating star Though only 
13, she had gained national attention by 
winning the Olympic Festival in San 
Antonio, Texas. At the time the festival 
was a prestigious event featuring up-and- 
coming talents in a variety of sports. 

"When 1 did my first photo shoot for 
SKATING it was such a big deal," Kwan 
said. "It was like, 'I'm famous,' and every- 
one in the skating community is going to 
know who I am."

Michelle Kwan first appeared on the 
cover of SKATING in the October 1993 
issue. She had just stolen the show and 
won the ladies event at the 1993 U.S. 
Olympic Festival in San Antonio, Texas, 
which instantly made her a 1994 
Olympic hopeful. 

At the time, Kwan was living and training in Lake 
Arrowhead, Calif, which is a 45-minute drive north of the 
hustle and bustle of Los Angeles but is its own isolated 
skating mecca. Skaters live in dorms and 
eat and sleep skating together. Practically 
everyone there was regular SKATING 
magazine readers. 

"I remember when I got that issue in 
the mail," Kwan said. "Everyone told me. 
That is so cool.'" 

dream high 
A picture is said to tell a thousand 

words. And when Kwan showed up for 
the cover shoot this time wearing a bikini, 
it was clear she wanted this picture to 
speak volumes about the turns her life has 
taken since that first photo. 

"So many things went through my 
mind," Kwan said of taking her updated 
photo. "Everything kind of came full circle 
for me. I know I'm not a spring chicken 
anymore. I'm near the end of my 
competitive career." 

A few months before appearing on the 
cover of SKATING that first time, Kwan 
made her senior debut at the 1993 U.S. 
Championships. She finished sixth but 
it was the beginning of a ride neither 
she nor the skating community will 
ever forget. 

This month in Portland, Ore., Kwan 
will attempt to win her ninth U.S. title. 
Only Maribel Vinson Owen, who claimed 
nine titles during the 1920s and 1930s, 
has achieved that feat. 

Kwan, who began skating when she 
was 5, never quite envisioned her career 
would end up this way. When she was 
younger, she said she often thought, 
"Dream high, aim for the sky." She even 

\ 

calculated that she could compete in four Olympics — 
1994, 1998, 2002 and 2006. 

"But it's strange," Kwan said. "It doesn't seem like it 
was 12 years ago that I was sitting near 
that pool. I remember when 1 was that 
age watching all of these videotapes of 
people like Scott Hamilton. Now all of 
these kids watch videotapes of me. It's a 
crazy position to be in." 

a taste of the big time 
Most skating fans know that Kwan 

has dominated the U.S. Championships 
and has won five World titles in her 
career. But what many fans might not 
know is that her {ourney didn't start out 
on top of the medal stand. In fact, when 
she first competed at the novice level in 
1991, she didn't even qualify for the 
U.S. Championships because she fell 
on — of all things — a sit spin. 

Kwan's older sister, Karen, however, 
qualified for the U.S. Championships 
that year, so Michelle and her family 
traveled to Minneapolis to watch 
her compete. There, Kwan had the 
opportunity to sit in the stands and 
watch skaters like Tonya Harding and 
Kristi Yamaguchi compete. 

"Tonya won, and as I was sitting there 
1 told myself, Tm going to work five 
times as hard this year so I can make it 
to nationals next year,'" Kwan said. 

The following year, Kwan qualified 
for the U.S. Championships in Orlando 
as a )unior-level skater and placed ninth. 
It was her first competition in a maior 
arena, as opposed to competing in local 
ice rinks, and she had )ust started taking 
lessons from Frank Carroll a few weeks 
earlier. When it was her turn to skate.

the magnitude of U.S. Championships became larger than 
she ever imagined. 

"Suddenly I was in a huge arena with thousands of 
people watching," Kwan said. 

She recalls being in the locker room 
and wearing her first credential, a 
special pass that allows skaters, coaches, 
officials and reporters the ability to go 
in and out of the arena throughout 
the competition. 

"I loved it," Kwan said. "I loved it all. 
It was so official. I loved the media, 
the interviews, the pictures, the 
photographers on the side of the rink. 
1 thought. This is so cool.'" 

Kwan can't help but laugh when 
she thinks of her first trip to the U.S. 
Championships and recalls how she 
didn't know she was supposed to 
polish her skates before competing 
at a regional compefition. 

"I remember Frank saying, 'What? 
You didn't polish your skates?'" Kwan 
said. "Now I see kids who have on 
costumes every day at the rink." 

What also stands out in her mind 
was meeting some of the famous 
skaters at the time. All of the skaters 
Kwan grew up admiring and watching 
on TV were suddenly right beside her. 

"I remember being in the shuttle and 
it was such a big deal," Kwan said. "I 
saw Nancy (Kerrigan) in the hotel lobby. 
When I see young skaters now 1 
remember my face and my expression when 1 first saw 
Nancy at nationals. I thought, 'I'm in the big time, now.'" 

It's also a big reason why Kwan said she makes a point 
of talking to younger skaters at the U.S. Championships 
now that she is a star. She wants to make sure she 
encourages them just as much as Kerrigan did for 
her when she was younger. 

Kwan had a 
breakthrough in 
1996 when she 
won her first U.S. 
and World titles. 

a part of history 
It didn't take Kwan long to emerge as one of the top 

skaters in the United States. Two years after making her 
U.S. Championships debut, and her second 
year at the senior level, she won the 
U.S. silver medal in 1994. But when 
most people think about the 1994 U.S. 
Championships they don't remember 
Kwan's accomplishment. Instead, they 
remember the infamous scandal involving 
Harding and Kerrigan. 

"I was right behind Nancy when that 
happened," Kwan said. "I was supposed to 
walk before her at Cobo Arena in Detroit. 
We were on the same practice ice and 
there were some fans of hers there so she 
went ahead of me. All of a sudden, the 
curtains fell right in front of me, and one 
of my coaches, Evelyn Kramer, was 
pushing me away. She saw something 
and Frank was protecting me. 

"I heard Nancy scream, and all of us 
wondered, 'What )ust happened?'" 

Later, of course, Kwan and the rest of 
the world learned what had happened — a 
then-unknown man assaulted Kerrigan with 
a metal baton, hitting her right knee. 

As the silver medalist Kwan should have 
secured a spot on the 1994 Olympic Team. 
Instead Harding, the U.S. champion at that 
time, was allowed to compete, and, due to 
the unusual circumstances, Kerrigan was 
granted the second ladies spot. So Kwan 
had to settle for being the alternate. 

But when Kwan looks back on those U.S. Champi- 
onships, she doesn't think as much about her missed shot 
at the Olympics as she does about her near brush with 
skating's biggest scandal. 

"Can you imagine," Kwan said, "if I had walked right 
in front of Nancy that day? That's my claim to fame, that 
1 was right behind Nancy." 



The May 2000 cover celebrated Kwan 
winning her third World title. It was a 
hard-fought victory — she had to 
come from behind and skate a difficult 
free skate flawlessly to win. With the 
win she became only the third U.S. 
lady to win more than two World titles.

developing a style 
In the minds of skating fans, however, Kwan's biggest 

"claim to fame" is her longevity and skating success. In 
1995, Kwan was considered the favorite to win the 
U.S. title. But Nicole Bobek performed one of the 
best competitions in her career and Kwan hobbled to 
finish second. 

"I was in reach that year," Kwan said. "That darn 
triple Lutz!" ;   .. 

Kwan knew, however, that she needed more than a 
triple Lutz if she was going to become a champion skater. 

"1 knew I had to make a change after 1995," Kwan 
said. "1 skated a clean short and long and ended up fourth 
at Worlds in 1995. 1 was skate, skate, jump. I didn't pay 
attention to the music. You can only develop so much at 
a certain age." 

That's when she and Carroll decided to work with 
Lori Nichol. The Canadian choreographer helped Kwan 
establish a more mature look on the ice, something the 
judges seemed to be telling her she needed at the 1995 
World Championships. Kwan didn't want to wait much 
longer to win a U.S. title and was determined to do 
whatever it took to be on top. 

"In 1996, I was really nervous," Kwan said. "1 thought. 
Come on, I'm 15 years old. 1 can do this. It's time for me to do 
this. I've gotten second. It's time to win." 

For the first time in her competitive career, 
Kwan wore makeup. Her routine, performed to 
"Salome," became a breakthrough program because 
she not only skated it well but she displayed a 
newfound interest in the artistic side of skating. 
Instead of being a small jumping machine, she 
was being described as elegant and sophisticated. 

Kwan vividly remembers having her first 
U.S. gold medal draped around her neck. 

"I remember feeling, 'This is what it's like to 
feel like a national champion," Kwan said. 

She followed up her stunning performance at 
the U.S. Championships with another great 
showing at the Worid Championships in Edmonton. 
There, she captured her first World title. 

ups and downs 
But Kwan's reign at the top lasted only a year. In 1997, 

in Nashville, a 14-year-old skater named Tara Lipinski 
upset Kwan to win her first U.S. title. Lipinski, who had 
made her senior debut in 1996, also went on to beat 
Kwan at the World Championships. 

With the Michelle-Tara rivalry in full swing for the 
1998 Olympic season, Kwan knew she would need an 
outstanding showing at the U.S. Championships. And 
many look at her performances at the 1998 U.S. Champi- 
onships in Philadelphia as two of her best, just recently, 
Kwan was at Lake Arrowhead and she saw a poster of 
herself competing in Philadelphia. 

"One of the judges was clapping," Kwan said. "How 
many competitions do you ever see judges clapping?" 

There was a reason for the applause. Not long before 
the U.S. Championships that year, Kwan had suffered a 
toe injury. At Christmas she was in a cast. 

"I was very nervous," Kwan said. "This was an Olympic 
year and it was supposed to be my year. All I could think 
was. Oh my goodness, 1 can't even do this jump." 

Kwan managed to shove the pain and expectations 
aside. Instead of withdrawing or falling, she performed 
exquisitely in the short program. All nine judges placed 
her first, seven giving perfect 6.0 scores for presentation.

Looking ahead to the 2002 Olympic 
Winter Games, Kwan appeared on the 
cover of the November 2001 issue. In 
the accompanying article Kwan talked 
about her new programs, her friendship 
and rivalry with Irina Slutskaya and the 
upcoming Olympics. 
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And there was more to come. Kwan hit six triple 

jumps in the free skate, two in combination. But what she 

and the crowd in Philadelphia remember most was the 

seemingly effortless freedom with which she skated. She 

soared and floated across the ice to "Lyra Angelica." The 

crowd erupted after her performance, shouting "6.0!" 

Eight of the judges agreed, awarding her the most perfect 

scores ever for a free skate at the U.S. Championships. 

"I felt more free than 1 ever have," Kwan said. 

But Kwan's success in Philadelphia didn't translate into 

Olympic gold: She wound up second to Lipinski in 

Nagano. But unlike Lipinski, who retired from competitive 

skating after the Olympics, Kwan decided to continue. 

a can-do attitude 
Kwan went on to win the U.S. Championships in 

1999, 2000 and 2001, making her the overwhelming 

favorite to win in the Olympic year of 2002. Adding to 

the intrigue of the year was the fact that the 2002 U.S. 

Championships were being held in Kwan's hometown of 

Los Angeles. (Kwan was born in Torrance, Calif) 

Kwan had the home-ice advantage since she trained in 

Los Angeles and knew people who worked in STAPLES 

Center, the arena where the 2002 U.S. Championships 

were being held. 

in 
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Just as Michelle Kwan has dominated ladies skating 
in the United States in recent years, Maribel Vinson 
dominated the event in the early years of U.S. Figure 

Skating. Vinson currently holds the record for most 
U.S. ladies titles with nine — a record that Kwan 

could tie this year. 

Vinson won her first U.S. title is 1928 
when she was 16. She had captured the 
bronze medals in 1926 and the silver in 
1927. Her first gold medal began a string 
of six consecutive titles. In 1933-1934, 
Vinson spent 10 months in Europe skat- 
ing in what she called "My First Non- 

"   American Skating Season" in an article 
in the November 1934 issue of SKATING. 

Her absence left the title up for grabs and it 
was won by Suzanne Davis. 

Back in the United States in late 1934 Vinson 
would pick up her winning ways, capturing the 
ladies title again in 1935,1936 and 1937. 

Vinson won a World silver medal in 1928, 
behind Sonja Henie's gold, and took the World 
bronze medal in 1930. She also won an Olympic 
bronze medal in 1932. 

In addition to her ladies titles, Vinson also won 
six pairs titles during the same time span. Her first pairs 
gold medal came in 1928 with partner Thornton Coolidge. 
They tbllowecl up with a second medal in 1929. 

For the next three years (1930-1932) Vinson and part- 
ner George Hill were the pairs silver medalists.They won 
their first of tour gold medals in 1933, following up with 
titles in 1935,1936 and 1937. 

After the 1937 North American Championships, Vinson 
announced her retirement from singles competition. An 
article in the February 1937 issue of SKATING stated that 
Vinson "wishes more time to devote to her business career 
and also to work on interpretive dances." 

The article also states that while competing Vinson 
finished "a full course at Radcliffe College, graduating with 
honors. For the last few years she has been working on 
The New York Times." ■ 



In 2003 Kwan became part of an elite 
group of skaters when she won her fifth 
World title.

"1 was able to use the rink before U.S. Championships 
so 1 got a special feeling for the ice," Kwan said. "It was 
nice, too, with my family being there. At nationals each 
year, you kind of have to figure out your bearings. Here, 
it was home. It was so easy. 1 stayed at home the first two 
days of the competition before checking myself into a 
hotel. 1 checked in because 1 wanted to feel like 1 was 
at a competition." 

What wasn't so easy for 
Kwan was the fact that she 
had decided to split from 
her longtime coach, Frank 
Carroll, in October 2001, 
just months before U.S. 
Championships. Although 
she was a bit shaky in the 
free skate, Kwan reeled off 
yet another U.S. title — 
her sixth overall and her 
fifth in a row. 

Although Kwan didn't 
follow up her U.S. victory 
with an Olympic gold — she 
settled for bronze in Salt 
Lake City while fellow 
American Sarah Hughes 
took the title — she once 
again decided to continue 
to compete, and kept the 
doors open to compete 
in the 2006 Olympic 
Winter Games. 

Once again, Kwan came back to compete in 2003, 
winning her seventh U.S. title in Dallas. Then a year ago 
in Atlanta, training with new coach Rafael Arutunian, 
Kwan left the crowd breathless with her rendition of 
"Tosca." Though Kwan entered the event as the "old lady 
of figure skating" at 23, and entered the free skate in sec- 
ond place behind Sasha Cohen, Kwan had the audience's 
attention from start to finish, bringing the crowd to its feet 
with 30 seconds remaining in her program. 
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"I was having so much fun — the music, the crowd, the 
energy," Kwan said that night. "Everything came together." 

The performance was especially memorable because 
she proved all the naysayers wrong. 

"1 kept hearing, 'Oh she can't do it, she can't do it,'" 
Kwan said. "1 said, '1 can do it.'" 

looking to the future 
Now there's Portland 

2005. Kwan enters with 
a chance to tie Maribel 
Vinson Owen's record, and 
again, just as she did with 
the SKATING photo shoot, 
she thinks of her life 
coming around full circle. 

In a way, Kwan is a 
disciple of Owen's. Kwan's 
former coach, Frank 
Carroll, was one of Owen's 
students back in Boston. 
Over and over during 
lessons, Carroll would tell 
Kwan stories about Owen. 

"I'm sure she influenced 
me without my ever 
knowing her," Kwan said. 
"It would be kind of ironic 
if 1 do break or match her 
record because she passed 
on her skating knowledge 
to Frank and he passed his 

skating knowledge on to me. In a way, my success is 
because of her." 

Kwan has never seen film of Owen skating, but she 
said, "after 10 years of hearing about her, 1 feel like 
1 can see her." 

One story Kwan remembers is that Owen wouldn't 
let Carroll go to school unless he manually cut the ice 
first. 

"Now," Kwan said with a laugh, "we have it so easy." 



With Maribel Owen's record for U.S. titles 
in Kwan's sights, SKATING wanted to 
look at Kwan's history at the U.S. Champi 
onships. She's come a long way since 
that first SKATING cover in 1993, and 
recreating that look for this cover 
was the perfect way to showcase how 
she's changed. 
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Kwan doesn't know if she will 
continue competing after these 
championships. There is a part of 
her that is pushing to compete 
through the 2006 Olympics in 
Torino, Italy, but another part 
that is leaning toward retiring 
from competitive skating. 

"1 don't know how many 
more nationals I have left," Kwan 
said. "There's a part of me that 
says move on. it's time to let it 
go. Even now, I look around and 
say, 'Will these skaters be around 
when they're 24?' For me, I feel 
lucky because 1 have a choice. 
I can do whatever 1 want. 
It's a lot of freedom." 

It would be hard to imagine 
not seeing Kwan in that now 
ail-too familiar final group at the 
U.S. Championships. She thinks 
of the young giri smiling back at 
her wearing Converse sneakers 
and is amazed at how long she's 
been at this game. 

When asked if it is hard to 
imagine not competing at 
U.S. Championships, Kwan 
admitted that it is. 

"Skating takes up so much of 
each day," she said. "You eat, 
sleep skating. But on Sundays, 
1 think, '1 have too many choices 
today. 1 have too much time 
on my hands.' That's when 
1 tell myself, 'I'm not ready 
for that yet.'" ■

Today, we won 
thanks to the technical score." 

Isabelle Delobel and Olivier Schoenfelder 
of France danced a characteristic 
Charleston-fox trot to come in second in 
the original dance and third overall. 

In their first Grand Prix event of the 
season, Melissa Gregory and Denis 
Petukhov showed they had once again 
improved over the summer.

.he didn't risk a quadruple jump, but relied 
in solid triples to secure the gold medal 
and a likely place in the Grand Prix Final.

Tatiana Totmianina and Maxim Marinin 
from the Grand Prix Series after her fall 
at Skate America left a void at the top of 
the pairs event.

In the free 
skate, Buntin missed his triple toe 
twice and the Canadians remained 
in third place.

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2004 Tro^ee Eric Bompard Cachemire 
A new"rt¥ie and several new faces 
make for exciting competition

"It was not possible to gather the 
whole team before the competition 
started, so instead of a team dinner we 
will have a victory party," U.S. team leader 
Lorrie Parker announced at the start 
of the first Trophee Eric Bompard 
Cachemire, which was held in Paris, 
France, Nov. 18-21. 

Her confidence proved well founded, 
as the U.S. team, led by johnny Weir, 
performed quite well in the City of Lights. 

This was a year of change at the 
Parisian stage of the Grand Prix. In 
addition to a new name for the event 
(renowned cashmere designer Eric 
Bompard replaced Lalique as the title 
sponsor after 15 years), many of the 
names on the ice were new as well. 
In fact, apart from Weir, none of the U.S 
skaters had ever competed at the event. 

Weir connected instantly with the 
French audience. His serenity on the ice 
and a flawless short program won him 
the fans' hearts and secured a first-place 
position entering the free skate. 

France's favorite son, Brian joubert, 
didn't fare nearly as well. |oubert missed 
his combination and fell heavily on his 
triple Axel, putting him in fourth after the 
short program behind not only Weir but 
also Canada's Emanuel Sandhu and 
japan's Daisuke Takahashi. 

In the free skate, joubert cleaned up 
his miscues and skated a clean program, 
including a quadruple toe-triple toe 
combination, which earned him a 
standing ovation and put the pressure 
on his competitors. 

"Today I doubted myself less I than for 
the short program]," joubert said. "The 
more I wonder, the less it works. By now 
1 should know." 

As good as joubert's free skate was 
though, it wasn't enough to overtake Weir. 
As soon as Weir stepped on the ice, the 
arena went silent. The American's mastery 
was on full display as he earned high 
marks for transitions and choreography 
and took home the gold medal. 

Evidently, the pressure was too much 
for Takahashi, who may well have set a 
personal record of the worst kind as he 
fell on every jump he attempted. Sandhu 
encountered problems of his own, though 
not as severe, and wound up with a 
fifth-place free skate and a third-place 
finish overall. 

After the event, each of the top three 
finishers agreed that the future of figure 
skating was sure to include more quad 
jumps, but Weir emphasized the impor- 
tance of other elements as well saying "the 
new judging system promotes softer edges 
and (a softer) touch of ice as much as 
jumps," in order to keep skating as a 
"mixture of sport and art." 

The Parisian audience, although 
disappointed to see its champion defeated, 
tended to confirm Weir's opinion. 

ladles 
This year's ladies competition had no 

clear favorite. Italy's Carolina Kostner led 
off the short program and set a mark that 
held until Canada's joannie Rochette 
skated a personal best performance to 
take the lead. Amber Corwin skated a 
strong short program of her own, opening

At the beginning of Corwin's free skate, 
she appeared primed to jump into the 
lead, as she opened with four triple jumps 
in one minute - a triple toe-triple toe 
combination, then a flip and a loop. But 
she seemed to run out of energy and 
doubled her last three planned triple 
jumps, which dropped her to a fifth-place 
overall finish. 

Rochette's free skate was the best in the 
field and the only clean program of the 
evening. Kostner stayed in second, after 
twice missing the triple Lutz. |ulia Sebestyen 
of Hungary rose from fifth after the short 
program to take the bronze medal. 

pairs 
The pairs competition was certainly the 

strongest in Paris with at least four world- 
class performances. The Chinese teams of 
Xue Shen and Hongbo Zhao, and Qing 
Pang and jian Tong nearly repeated their 
Skate Canada successes, finishing first and 
third, respectively. 

Unfortunately for the U.S. team of 
Katie Orscher and Garrett Lucash, the 
draw placed them right between the two 
Chinese teams in the short program. Their 
program was marred by nerves, not to 
mention several mistakes, and they 
entered the free skate in sixth place. 

Orscher and Lucash performed much 
better in the free skate however, with their 

trademark throw triple flip perfectly exe- 
cuted, moving them to fifth place overall. 

Maria Petrova and Alexei Tikhonov of 
Russia finished second. 

dance 
The ice dancing competition promised 

to be another classic duel between the 
innovative Bulgarian team, Albena 
Denkova and Maxim Staviyski, and the 
current World champions from Russia, 
Tatiana Navka and Roman Kostomarov. 

The Russians won both the compulsory 
and original dance segments, but Denkova 
and Staviyski performed arguably the most 
creative free dance of the entire competi- 
tion, a performance titled "Bach to Africa" 
that mixes African rhythms and ).S. Bach 
classical tunes, to put themselves in 
contention for gold. 

"This music is now popular in the ballet 
world in Russia," Denkova said. "In our 
program, we are tribe people, and then ).S. 
Bach's music comes upon us like a vision 
and a speech from God. It makes us think 
that life is not only work or fun, but that 
there is also something higher." 

But Navka and Kostomarov skated an 
inspired free dance to capture first place. 

Third place went to France's Isabelle 
Delobel and Olivier Schoenfelder, who 
narrowly edged out Melissa Gregory and 
Denis Petukhov. Gregory and Petukhov's 
free dance to Pink Floyd's music was 
highlighted by the shortened blades 
they used, which allowed them to 
display innovative steps. ■

The following will also apply: 
• Any deviation from this selection process can only be 
made by at least a 2/3 majority vote of U.S. Figure 
Skating's Executive Committee based on code of conduct 
or code of ethics violations, acts of God, or other similar 
unforeseen circumstances 
• According to Rule 46 in the International Olympic 
Committee (IOC) charter, all athletes nominated to the 
U.S. Olympic Team must be a United States Citizen at the 
time of selection 
• All athletes selected by U.S. Figure Skating are to be 
considered nominees to the U.S. Olympic Team until final 
approval is given by the USOC

The competition season Is well underway, espedally for the synchronized 
teams. Every year, more and more skaters are turning to synchronized skating, 
and most who participate on a team are required to change the color of their 
boots to tan, with bark being the most popular, while others will use tan Sk8 
Tape or Mondor over-the-boot tights. 

If you need to re-dye your boots. It would be wise to let a professional do 
the dirty work. In the past few years, many of the boot manufacturers have 
made the outer layer of leather on skating boots much more resistant to wear. 
Because of this. It has become more difficult to remove enough of the white 
polish so the new tan color will hold without wearing away. 

To remove all of the white polish you'll need a sandblasting machine. So, 
unless someone on your team has such a machine. It's best to let a shoe repair 
shop that spedallzes In re-dying shoes do the work. 

Having said all that. It's time to move on to your questions. 

HE KMOMS 

ifA I have a cyst on my right ankle. 
How do I get rid of it? 

ANCIE, SALT LAKE CITY 

O First we need to determine the 
cause and then work on getting 

rid of it. Most likely the cyst was 
caused by your anklebone rubbing 
against the side of your boots. It's 
quite likely that your boots are 
either too stiff for you, your laces 
are too loose, or that the ankle 
pocket is too wide and your foot is 
slipping back and forth inside, or it 
could be a combination of all three. 
You will need to see a podiatrist to 
take care of that cyst. If it's not too 
late, they will be able to drain it 
and take down the swelling. 
Otherwise, it will harden and 
become a permanent feature. 
Next, have the ankle area of your 
boot punched out. This will relieve 
the rubbing against your anklebone. 
Also, make sure your laces are 
tied tight.

O iXk Well Nathan, you've sure come 
to the right place. First, plug all 

your holes with an epoxy material 
that is quick hardening. These 
materials normally come in a two- 
part solution that you have to mix 
together before using. There are 
various brands on the market, and 
you can find them at most any 
hardware store. Just before you 
re-mount your blades, take some 
clear silicon caulk and place it 
around the underside of the sole   , 
and heel plates. After mounting 
your blades, wipe off any excess 
that seeps out and cover all the 
open holes you are not using. 1 
usually leave out one screw in the 
heel plate and two in the sole plate.

One skater raises the bar as he 

trains to better his own skating

Until 2002, no aduLt skater had ever 

landed a triple jump of any kind at the 

U.S. Adult Figure Skating Championships. 

Then along came Larry Holliday. 

In Ann Arbor, Mich., at the 2002 U.S. 

Adult Championships, Holliday took the 

ice and landed a clean triple Salchow-dou- 

ble toe combination, and forever changed 

the way people view adult skaters. 

"It was a momentous event," said 

Maggie Harding, current Adult Committee 

chair. "It took a little bit to sink in when 

Larry Landed the first triple jump at adult 

nationals. He really raised the bar." 

And Holliday's achievement wasn't a 

one-hit wonder either. In 2003 he added 

another triple Salchow. And, for good 

measure, he came back in 2004 and added 

a triple toe for a total of three triples in 

his elegant, well-balanced program to 

music from The Right Stuff. 

For his remarkable efforts, Holliday took 

home the gold medal each time and earned 

a place in figure skating history. 

we're not worthy 
Mention Larry Holliday's 

name around his fellow 
competitors and the praise flows 

like champagne on New Year's. 
"1 was impressed," said Joseph 

Radomile, who has competed in the 
masters men's event for five years, 
including three years in the champi- 
onship division against Holliday. "He 
gives us all something to shoot for" 

Eric Schroyer faced Holliday in the 
championship masters men's event for 
the first time in 2004. 

"1 was amazed," Schroyer said. "He's 
a great guy. What better person could 

have won the event — such a nice person — 
that makes it even better" 

Rhea Schwartz, the first chair of the U.S. 
Figure Skating Adult Committee and a pioneer 
of the 10-year championships, agreed. 

"Larry is delightful and a gracious winner," 
Schwartz said. "His achievement has really upped 
the ante for the men. It's terrific!" 



Even the judges have good things to say about 
Holliday's accomplishment and how it reflects on 
the increasing technical ability of adult skaters. 

"1 was amazed and impressed by the talent 
and ability of Larry's program," said Marilyn 
Whelan, who judged Holliday's 2002 program. 
"It is incredible to follow the progressive 
improvement in the adult events each year I 
have judged nationals." 

Although he understands the buzz and 
humbly accepts the accolades, Holliday views his 
accomplishment in a slightly different light. 

"In a way, 1 did raise the bar, because no one 
else had done it," said Holliday, who has won the 
championship masters men's event each of the 
last three years. "But I did it for myself I like 
doing a little bit more, within reason, for as long 
as 1 can because it's fun." 

how it all began 
Holliday started skating at the age of 5 when 

his mom took him to the Midway in Chicago. 
Although he "really liked it," it wasn't until he 
was 12 years old that he caught the skating bug. 

While visiting a friend who lived on the 77th 
floor of the )ohn Hancock building in Chicago, 
Holliday happened to look out the window 
one morning. 

"1 saw a sheet of ice down below and saw 
little things moving around," he said. "I asked my 
friends what it was and they said a skating rink. 
I said, 'Wow, why don't we go skating?'" 

They headed to the open-air rink the same 
day, strapped on rented skates and, as Holliday 
explains, "1 just kept skating after that." 

In 1981 Holliday entered his first "serious" 
competitions, as an intermediate skater at the 
Upper Great Lakes Regional Figure Skating 
Championships and the Midwestern Sectional 
Figure Skating Championships. He finished third 
at both and landed his first triple jump during the 
year, a triple Salchow. 

Then, in 1986, he began competing as a senior 
men's skater and landed his first triple Axel. 

"It was a very good year," Holliday said. 
"1 skated a perfect program to Ghostbusters [at 
sectionals], and received a standing ovation. 
1 was pretty happy about that." 

In 1990 he made it into the top 10. Holliday 
continued to compete in the senior national 
championships until 1994, but he began working 
as a skating coach in 1993 - his full-time job to 
this day.

Skating with a friend at an outdoor 
rink in Chicago began Holliday's 
life-long love of the sport. 

returning to competition 
Larry Holliday's introduction to the adult skat- 

ing world began by accident — literally. 
In 1997, a coach suggested that Holliday put 

his strong skating skills to work as a competitor in 
the professional ranks. While polishing his triples, 
however, the physical stress resulted in a broken 
leg and an operation. 

His leg had completely healed and in 2001 
another coach told Holliday he should "give it 
another shot" — only this time as an adult skater. 
Holliday, who had a few adult students but no 
adult competitors, said he had "no idea" about 
the extensive adult skating scene. 

"People kept putting it in my head," Holliday 
said. "Finally I said 'OK, why not?'" 

When he arrived at his first U.S. 
Adult Championships in 2002, 
Holliday was surprised at how laid 
back things were. 

"It was much different than 
when I competed as a kid," he 
said. "People were very friendly, 
and I didn't feel any pressure to 
save the worid with skating." 

He was even more surprised at 
the reaction to his now-famous 
triple jump. 

"I just couldn't believe how 
excited everybody was," he said. 
"I didn't realize that no one had 
done it before lat the U.S. Adult 
Championships]. That's what I was 

Once he got serious 
about skating, 
Holliday moved up 
the competitive 
ranks, as a juvenile 
in 1980 and as 
0 novice at the 
U.S. Championships 
in 1982. 
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shocked about, that everyone was so impressed 
that the triple had been done. 1 didn't think that 
it would be such a big deal. I had no idea it 
would be a history-making event." 

Holliday admitted he 
would have put the triple 
Salchow in his program that 
year whether he needed 
to or not. 

"That's the jump I was 
working on when 1 broke my 
leg," he said. "A fear factor 
went on for two years after 
that. It was pretty painful. I 
had to get over that hump, 
so I had to do that jump in 
the program." 

Today, Holliday is more 
confident about his skating 
than he was when he 
competed in senior men's 
events 10 years ago. 

"Now that I'm older I'm 
able to skate as well as I did 
as a kid," he said. "In some 
ways 1 feel stronger. The knee 
operation turned my left 
knee bionic. I can do just 
about anything on it. The 
surgery did me a lot of good." 

a role model 
Holliday hopes he serves as 

a role model for his students. 
"Possibly if they saw me 

and my dedication, it could 
rub off on them," he said. 
"That's another reason 1 keep 
competing." 

It's a thought that isn't lost 
on one of Holliday's students, 
Alan Berger, an 18-year-old 
junior men's competitor who 
watched his coach's history- 
making skate in 2002. 

"It was amazing, to say the 
least," said Berger, who is 
moving to the senior level soon. "I went as kind 
of his coach. It was a good experience to see him 
do that. It helps me know that 1 can always 
exceed what I'm doing — that I can always do 
more." 

Now Holliday is passing on his love of figure sl<ating to the 
next generation by coaching at three different rinks in the 
Chicago area. 

In 2003 Larry Holliday defended his championship masters 
men's title, which he first won in 2002. The 2002 U.S. Adult 
Figure Skating Championships marked an important milestone 
for both Holliday and the sport when he landed the first triple 
jump ever done at the competition. 

Berger said Holliday always works hard, and 
that it is good for him to have a role model who 
he can see working hard every day. 

"He's amazing as a teacher," Berger said. 
"There are times when we 
can goof around and things 
can be fun, but then at the 
same time he can be strict. 
We do have to work hard." 

Berger plans to attend 
the 2005 U.S. Adult 
Championships. 

"I don't want to miss the 
next one," he said. "Larry has 
shown me that love for 
skating can never end." 

leader of the pack 
The introduction of triple 

jumps at the U.S. Adult 
Championships has done 
more than get Holliday's 
competitors talking; it has 
sent some of the men back 
to the drawing board. 

"He raised the bar again 
this year, and keeps pushing 
the level up," Radomile said. 
"Needless to say, I'm hoping 
to work on some triples, 
hopefully a Salchow. I haven't 
done one in 19 years." 

When Davin Grindstaff, 
another of Holliday's com- 
petitors, heard that Holliday 
had landed a triple jump at 
the 2002 Midwestern Adult 
Sectionals Championships, 
he said a bit of panic set in. 

"I saw the writing on the 
wall," said Grindstaff, who 
won the championship mas- 
ters men's event in 2001. 
"I had a month to prepare to 
compete against him. By the 
time I reached nationals, 
I had resolved that (I wasn't) 

going to get a triple Salchow or triple toe in the 
next month. So, I focused on skating my best. 
I won't lie about it — at the time it was kind of 
nerve-wracking. I knew it was going to be a 
competitive event, but in a different way." 



Although Grindstaff never landed a triple 
jump as a standard-track skater (he competed in 
junior men's events until 1990), he "refocused" 
his training after the 2002 U.S. Adult 
Championships and landed his first triple jump in 
2003 — a triple Salchow. 

Grindstaff said that Holliday's feat was the 
push he needed. 

"That's what competitive skating does," 
Grindstaff said. "When it doesn't do that, it's not 
as exciting, and your skating falls short of what it 
could be. It's going to be exciting next year." 

Schroyer decided to compete in the adult 
ranks in 2004 after reading about Holliday in 
SKATING magazine and on the 
U.S. Figure Skating web site. 

"1 said, 'Oh, my gosh, the champion is landing 
triple jumps,'" Schroyer said. "This will be a really 
good competition. When 1 was a kid, adult skating 
was very different. 1 had never heard of an adult 
skater landing a triple jump. This was exciting." 

With a solid triple Lutz the 26-year-old 
Schroyer, who competed in senior men's events 
until 1999, beat Holliday at the Midwestern 
Adult Sectional Championships. But Schroyer 
settled for the silver behind Holliday at the 
U.S. Adult Championships a month later. 

"Larry was cool, down to earth," Schroyer 
said. "1 was honored to compete against him." 

away from the Ice 
Holliday starts his training season in 

November, skating an average of two hours a 
day, five days a week at McFetridge Sports 
Center in Chicago, where he also teaches. 

His schedule is varied (he also teaches at the 
Niles and the Park Ridge Park District rinks), but 
his approach is consistent. 

"1 have a set routine and I'm in weight training 
now," said Holliday, who feels he has a more 
relaxed approach to his training now. "1 warm up 
a lot more, stretch more than 1 did — I do every- 
thing a lot better than when 1 was a kid." 

Between training and teaching, Holliday 
spends a lot of time at the rink with not a lot of 
time left over for outside interests. But in his rare 
free time he enjoys bowling, going to the movies 
and attending sporting events. 

"I like all sports," Holliday said. "If it wasn't 
skating, it could have been tennis. I go to the 
U.S. Open each year." 

Henry Kreioch, whom Holliday worked for 
when he went to the 2002 U.S. Adult 

accommodating everyone 
As more former standard track skaters enter the championship 

masters events, the adult skating officials are taking a hard look 

at the rulebook. 

"This summer the Adult Committee had several 
passionate discussions about the championship masters men's 

and ladies events," said Maggie Harding, committee chair. 

Harding said there seem to be two levels emerging within the 
masters groups. One group is made up of skaters who started 
as children and went through the standard track system — 

Holliday and Schroyer, and ladies competitors Amy Stetson and 
Stephanie Cooke, who landed a double Axel at the 2004 U.S. 
Adult Championships, fall into this category. The other group is 
made up of skaters who started the sport later but have passed 

the standard track intermediate freestyle test. 

Although the Adult Committee would someday like to see the 
championship masters events split into two levels, Harding 

reported they have decided to wait for an increase in the 

number of skaters. 

"We also want to remind masters skaters that the open events 

are divided by levels and age," Harding said. "I hope to see more 
and more standard track skaters come back to skating as adults 
and to have more and more of them continue to raise the bar." 



Championships, says Holliday is one of the best 
skating instructors he has ever had. More impor- 
tantly he describes him as easy going, friendly, 
willing to help, and just simply a nice person. 

Add unassuming to that list. 
"He couldn't come to class (the weekend of 

the 2002 U.S. Adult Championships) but he 
didn't say why, and then he came back with his 
medal," Kreioch said. "He still has it in him for as 
long as he can do it. He skates every day; he 
works really hard at it." 

a man on a mission 
Holliday's mom, Norma Jean Holliday, said 

her son has always been that way. In spite 
of the negatives in life and through the 
disappointments, he always kept his smile. 

"He's always been on a mission," she said. 
"Even as a kid he was so determined. Many times 
I said we couldn't afford (skating), but he made 
so much progress along the way. It was some- 
thing from the heart. I've given him my support, 
but the rest he's done on his own." 

Needless to say, Mrs. Holliday is proud 
of her son's winning performances at the 
U.S. Adult Championships. 

"1 was so happy, so emotional, almost to 
tears," she said. "This is something he has always 
dreamed about. I'm so happy for him that he 
has done what he had worked so hard for. 

"Adult skating is an opening for him," she 
continued. "He still loves the sport so much. 
Figure skating has always been Larry's first love. 
I admire him that he found his niche. I'm very 
proud. If his dad were here today, I'm sure he 
would say the same." 

looking to the future 
Holliday is hard at work "upping the ante" for 

the 2005 U.S. Adult Championships in Kansas 
City. His plans for another triple jump and some 
new moves are sure to keep tongues wagging. 

"1 want to raise (the bar) even higher next 
year, add some new jumps, possibly a triple flip, 
something I was actually landing this year," he 
said. "It's harder for adults to do this stuff, 
especially with everything else going on in their 
lives. But, I am a little less prone to injury now. 
I'm a little older, a little wiser. I don't fear the 
sport anymore; I appreciate it." 

Holliday fully expects the competition to be 
stiff this year and admits the three gold medals 

on display at his home in Chicago offer 
some motivation. 

When it comes down to it though, he insists 
the desire to keep pushing himself to new heights 
stems from a more personal place. 

"I love to skate," Holliday, 40, said. "I would 
train even if I wasn't competing and will probably 
do it all my life." 

He's also driven by the thrill of performing in 
front of an audience. 

"The bigger the better," he said. "1 really enjoy 
watching others skate well, and I realize how 
much people enjoy what we all do on the ice. 
I could never give up skating in shows or 
competitions until I simply can't do it anymore. 

"I've always loved to compete. I can't say 
enough about having adult nationals. 1 hope 
it continues." ■

Committee, presented the new percent- 
age and proportional plans to parents 
and skaters. Feedback on the new plans 
was invaluable to the presenters. 
Appreciation and gratitude goes to the 
presenters who generously donated 
their time and offered their expertise 
and insight. 

Some members of the Parents 
Committee have noticed the growing 
erosion of good sportsmanship at 
nonqualifying competitions. When 
skaters opt not to stand on the awards 
podium because they are not happy 
with the placements or their skating, 
we as parents need to encourage 
them to support the results out of 
respect to other skaters and to honor 
the tradition. 

Parents need to, above all, develop 
our skaters to have integrity, honesty, 
humility and respect for others. 

Skating is a journey, opportunity and 
conduit through which our children can 
learn to develop good character. Susan 
Ward, ex officio member of the Parents 
Committee, and Dr. Craig Clifford, 
co-author of "Coaching for Character" 
and a professor of philosophy at 
Tarleton State University in 
Stephenville, Texas, offer insight and 
discussion on sportsmanship. 

I thank them for their invaluable 
contribution to Focus for Parents. 

Why Sportsmanship? 
The following article is a dialogue between Dr. Craig Clifford, co-author 

of "Coaching for Character," and Susan L. Ward, ex officio member of the 
U.S. Figure Skating Parents Committee 

Ward: Most skaters enter the sport as young children with the 
financial and emotional support of their parents. The parents' first and 
most important task is the selection of a coach. In addition to teaching the 
mechanics of skating, coaches share in the character development of young 
athletes. But parents are arguably the first moral educators of their children. 
How important is sportsmanship for parents? 

Clifford: If sportsmanship is about what sort of human beings our 
children become, then 1 can't imagine anything parents should care about 
more. The starting point has to be the parents' realization that what really 
matters is the development of their children as human beings, that 
competition is an opportunity for the development of good character, and 
that sportsmanship — that is, good character in the athletic arena - is 
not going to get in the way of the competitive spirit. That's not an easy 
realization for parents or for coaches and fans, since so much of our sports 
culture now pushes us in the opposite direction. But in sports like skating 
and gymnastics where the athletes start to train and enter high level 
competition at an early age, the commitment of the parents to the 
importance of sportsmanship is essential. 

Ward: What should parents expect in the arena from their children 
as beginners, and perhaps first and foremost, themselves as spectators 
and supporters? 

Clifford: 1 think the advice that we give to coaches in our book applies 
just as well to parents. From the beginning, you have to show them by 
your actions, your words and even your emotions, what you really care 
about. It's a good check to ask yourself every time you show serious 
disappointment or anger with your child, whether you did it because your 
child was disrespectful to other competitors, teammates, officials or the 
sport itself - or because your child didn't win or didn't finish as high as 
you wanted. 

Ward: A silver, bronze or pewter medal, even a ribbon in a Basic Skills 
competition isn't just a reward for a performance well done. The ceremony 
itself is a moment of honor and part of a great tradition. Staying for the 
ceremony and accepting your award demonstrates respect for the sport, 
doesn't it? 

Clifford: Absolutely. 1 won't pretend to be an expert on how to 
discipline children, but 1 would say that whatever form of discipline you 
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use, it should be applied only when the child did something wrong, not 
when he or she doesn't live up to your expectations for athletic prowess. 
Not showing up to accept a silver medal is doing something wrong; 
winning silver, even though you really wanted gold, is not. Don't get me 
wrong here, though; if a young athlete doesn't give a good effort, that's 
just as disrespectful as trash talking and taunting, and that's something 
you should deal with. And that's true about preparation and training as 
well. But if an athlete gives it everything he or she has to give, and a 
better opponent wins, then keep your Bobby Knight alter ego locked up. 
Disappointment over losing kept in perspective is fine, but your job is 
to provide that broader perspective and to praise your child and the 
opponents for the great effort and the great level of competition. In 
competition, somebody has to lose, but competition at its best pushes 
everyone to a level of excellence they couldn't otherwise achieve. 

Ward:  Someone loses, someone wins, and there are the rest in the 
middle of the pack. On a practical level, how do we convince those 
parents who view sportsmanship as some quaint ideal that their ultimate 
"return on investment" for their time, energy and money is character 
development and all the inherent values that go with it? 

Clifford: Sometimes it's easier to start with the idea of competition 
and work from there to the idea of sportsmanship and good character. 
The parents and the athletes have already decided that competition is 
worthwhile or they wouldn't be involved. It may be difficult to express 
exactly what it is, but there's something valuable about participation in 
competitive sports; otherwise, the athletes wouldn't do it, and the 
parents wouldn't encourage them to. But the thrill and the excitement 
of competition aren't possible without someone to compete against. On 
one level, athletes oppose each other; on a deeper level, they give each 
other an opportunity. Without opponents, there is no competition; 
without good opponents, there isn't a good competition. That doesn't 
mean you have to be "nice" or even that you have to "like" your 
opponents, but it does mean that on some deeper level your opponents 
deserve your respect, even your gratitude, for making it possible to 
compete. The same thing can be said about respect for coaches and 
officials, without whom there would be no competition. And the same 
can be said for respect for the sport itself, or what is referred to in many 
sports as "respect for the game." 

Ward: The parents of competitors at the qualifying levels have been 
involved in skating for years. They're seasoned, so they should under- 
stand the language of sportsmanship. Other sports, for example hockey, 
have developed codes of conduct for parents. It seems to me we can 
accomplish our goals by both educating parents of beginners in the 
culture of good sportsmanship and developing a code of conduct. 

Clifford: When things work the way they should, the customs and 
traditions establish the boundaries and expectations for sportsmanlike 
conduct. But things don't always work the way they should. And 
newcomers to a sport, which I'm guessing many of the parents of 
beginning skaters are, don't know the customs and traditions, so a code 
of conduct explaining the expectations for parents could be helpful. And, 
for that matter, a code of conduct explaining the expectations for the 
athletes could also be helpful to parents who are new to the sport. ■ 

10 WWS ID RAISE A GOOD SPORT 
For parents who want to raise good sports, here are some 

suggestions by co-authors Craig Clifford and Randy Feezell: 

1. Expect respect. Parents are wise to expect respect from 

their youngsters for opponents, teammates, coaches and 

officials. The sandbox is not too early a place to start. We 

readily accept the idea that to a great extent "you get what 

you expect" when it comes to athletic performance -why 

not apply to same idea to respect and moral character? 

2. Be a role model. Your actions - and attitudes - speak 

volumes. Be a good role model in your own behavior 

toward players, coaches and officials. That doesn't mean 

you can only espouse standards that you yourself live up 

to perfectly, but children do pay attention to the actions of 

people they look up to. 

3. Reinforce good sportsmanship. Reward good 

sportsmanship, and develop guidelines for dealing with 

unsportsmanlike behavior Good sportsmanship deserves 

praise, and bad sportsmanship should have consequences. 

4. Encourage a wider perspective. Help your child to take the 

perspective of other participants in sports — to walk in 

others' shoes. "How would you feel if... ?" "Can you 

imagine what it would be like to ...?" The Golden Rule only 

works if you can imagine yourself in someone else's place. 

5. Use the language of sportsmanship. The following words 

resonate with the true spirit of the game: character, 

integrity, class, dignity, respect, sportsmanship, honor, 

humility. Don't be afraid to use them. They carry more 

weight than you might expect. And children won't learn 

what they mean if you don't use them. 

6. Discuss the two sides of sports. Talk about its competitive 

and its playful aspects. Yes, children must learn to compete 

hard, but don't let them forget they are playing games - 

with intrinsic rewards. By "intrinsic" rewards we mean they 

come from the act of competing and testing well, whatever 

the outcome, whatever the external rewards. 

7. Look beyond the headlines. Discuss news stories and TV 

clips related to sportsmanship - both good and bad -with 

your child. What they see on TV does indeed affect them, 

but you have a great deal to do with how they see what's 

on TV, how they evaluate it, think about it, react to it. 

8. Promote reflection about sportsmanship. Ask questions 

of your youngster that encourage reflection on real-life 

sports experiences. We ask them to think about why they 

had a bad or good skate; we can also ask them to think 

about their skating experiences from the perspective 

of sportsmanship. 

9. Encourage personal responsibility. Often the winner-loser 

mentality is expressed in whining and excuses or boasting 

and worse on the other Encourage personal responsibility, 

including accepting the situations and circumstances you 

are dealt, even if you didn't cause them. 

10. Help your child remember to play. Nurture in your child the 

inherent fun in practice and competition. Remember: if it 

ain't fun — it ain't worth it.

And, Team Elan 
placed fifth at the World Synchronized 
Skating Challenge Cup for )uniors, the 
highest placement by a U.S. team since 
the Superettes won the bronze in 2001. 

Synchronized skating continues to 
change, and this season is likely to make 
history. Like ISU events in singles, pairs 
and ice dancing, the new ISU judging 
system will be used at the World 
Synchronized Championships and 
World Challenge Cup for Juniors. 

Beginning fan. 20, 11 of U.S. Figure 
Skating's top synchronized skating 
teams will test their mettle at 
international synchronized skating 
competitions around the world leading 
up to the 2005 World Synchronized 
Skating Championships. 

Here is a preview of these events. 

Cup of Berlin 
Team Elan, the current U.S. synchro- 

nized skating bronze medalists, will be 
the first senior U.S. team to compete 
this season. The Cup of Berlin, fan. 
20-22, is the first international 
synchronized skating competition to 
be held in Germany, and Team Elan 
skaters are happy to be a part of it. 

"We are very excited to go to Berlin," 
said captain Sara Mahrt. "Our goal is to 
skate two really great programs, and we 
have no doubt that come January we 
will be prepared to go to Germany and 
represent U.S. Figure Skating very well." 

Mahrt and her teammates will tell a 
moving story this season in their free 
skate, showing the evolution of a team 
from its formation, through training, to 
the performance. 
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The Hockettes of Ann Arbor, Mich., 
who won the pewter medal in the 
junior division at last year's U.S. 
Synchronized Championships, will join 
Team Elan in Germany. The Hockettes 
will perform a new short program to 
"Higher Ground" by the Red Hot Chili 
Peppers, and have enlisted the expertise 
of Marianne Selbert, former Radio City 
Music Hall Rockettes choreographer, to 
enhance their choreography. 

"We got the idea for our short pro- 
gram from the movie Center Stage," said 
coach Erin Donovan. "There is a dance 
scene to this song in the movie, and we 
wanted to capture the energy and sense 
of fun the dancers had with this piece." 

Prague Cup 
The next event of the international 

season is the Prague Cup in Prague, 
Czech Republic. This event is being held 
in the same venue where the 2006 
Wodd Synchronized Championships will 
be held, and U.S. Figure Skafing's lineup 
will include the top junior and senior 
teams from last season. 

The Haydenettes, 14-time U.S. syn- 
chronized skating champions, and 
co-winners of the 
2004 SKATING 
magazine Reader's 
Choice Skater of the 
Year Award, will lead 
the U.S. effort. The 
team is optimistic 
about the upcoming 
event and looks to 
improve even more.

French Cup 
The 2004 season was not a stellar

The Miami University Varsity Syn- 
chronized Skating Team will make its 
second trip to the Spring Cup. 

"We are excited to be returning 
to Milan again this year," said Carla 
DeGirolamo, Miami assistant coach and 
former athlete. "Since we're familiar with 
the facilities and area, we can focus on 
the task at hand without being distracted 
by the novelty of the experience." 

For the third season, the team has 
hired Sarah Kawahara to choreograph 
its free skate. The team is committed 
to creating a complete package and has 
created both programs according to the 
guidelines for the ISU judging system, 

joining Miami in Milan will be the 
Colonials, current U.S. junior synchro- 
nized skating bronze medalists, from 
West Acton, Mass. 

"We are excited to skate in Milan," 
said team member Amber Perenzin.

One week after the U.S. Synchronized Championships, 
four U.S. teams will compete at an international competition 
in Nottingham, Great Britain — the first international 
synchronized skating event to be held in that country. 

Western Michigan University will lead Team USA — 
the same Western Michigan University that was told in 
mid-season last year it was losing its varsity status.

Team Elan, 
the Chicago Jazz, the Colonials and the Hockettes have all 
been invited to pardcipate. 

The senior event at the 2005 U.S. Synchronized 
Championships will determine the 2005 Worid Team. Last 
year's event was one of the closest in recent history, and this 
year's event is shaping up to be equally competitive. Each of 
the top four teams has competed at the Worid Synchronized 
Championships in the past, and all four of them listed "mak- 
ing the 2005 Worid Synchronized Championships" as their 
primary goal for the season. 

In the end, only two teams will be selected. ■ 
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Each month SKATING will spotlight 
a different synchronized team.

Keeping the Faithful 
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Y JuDiE BOWERS 

How to retain your best assets - your volunteers 

y olunteer turnover is to be expected 
in sports. In fact, some turnover is 
positive in that it creates opportunities 
for change. But too much turnover 
can lead to a situation where the 
organization is unable to deliver the 
same quality and range of services. The 
trick is finding the right balance. 

At the simplest level, volunteer 
retention is all about making volunteers 
feel good about their assignment and 
themselves. If the experience is 
rewarding, the volunteers will want 
to continue to participate. 

So, the question is, how can a 
volunteer manager achieve these goals? 
There are many approaches one could 
take, but two have proven successful 
time and again. One is cultivating a 
feeling of being connected to the sport, 
and two is understanding and meeting 
the volunteer's expectations and needs. 

feeling connected 
Everyone wants to feel like they 

belong and are a part of a relationship. 
In our mobile society, people often 
experience a sense of isolation and 
loneliness. Identifying with a work 
group can fulfill a person's need to feel 
connected and can result in healthier 
and happier individuals. This means 
sport organizations that make volunteers 
feel like part of the staff will typically 
experience better retention rates. Of 
course, volunteers don't fill roles 
identical to those of paid staff members. 
Still, there are ways to make volunteers 
feel they are part of the team. 

Here are some things you can do to 
promote feelings of connectedness 
among volunteer staff: 
1. When assigning a volunteer a task, 

explain how the task is important 
toward achieving a common 
purpose or goal for the team. 

2. In volunteer job descriptions, do not 
set performance standards too low. 
If the expectations are too easy to 
meet, people will not feel ownership 
in their participation of the project. 

3. Treat staff and volunteers equally. 
4. Emphasize the values and standards 

of the organization and the 
importance of working as a group. 

5. Improve the design of your jobs. 
Make sure everyone has clear 
responsibilities, interesting work 
and effective supervision. 

6. Develop a fun atmosphere. 
Volunteers who view their "work" 
as a leisure activity are more likely 
to develop a long-lasting relationship 
with the organization. 

motivation 
When we talk about motivating a 

volunteer, we are talking about allowing 
the volunteer to meet his or her needs 
in ways that are productive for the 
organization and satisfying for the 
individual. But what are a volunteer's 
motivational needs? 

To answer this, it is important to 
know that all behavior is motivated, and 
people in general, volunteers included, 
are motivated by the need to fulfill the 
same basic needs. 

The following are the motivating 
factors that are commonly recognized: 

• The need for achievement: to know 
you have accomplished something 
that is purposeful and through 
which you can experience 
tangible results. 

• The need for affiliation: to belong to 
a group, to be loved and accepted, 
to have a feeling of connectedness 
to a community. 

• The need for fun: to remove yourself 
from the stresses of everyday life, 
experience a change of pace and be 

playful. This is especially 
important in our sport. 

• The need to serve: The altruistic part 
of us wants to serve others and to 
fulfill a sense of responsibility to the 
community or organization. 

expectations 
Most volunteers leave within six 

months. More often than not this is 
because their expectations were not 
met. Volunteer managers can help 
prevent this from happening by being 
attentive during this transition period. 

It is critical to know what a volun- 
teer wants out of his or her volunteer 
experience. Many times this will be 
evident during the interview process. 
Still, as a volunteer manager, you should 
check in with the volunteer after her 
first assignment to find out if it was 
what she expected and if she found it 
enjoyable. If she answers "no," now is 
the time to discuss other volunteer 
positions and make adjustments to 
meet the volunteer's needs. 

final points 
Anniversaries are also important, since 

this is when a volunteer will re-evaluate 
her service. Anniversaries provide an 
excellent opportunity for managers to 
retain volunteers by helping with this 
analysis and providing new challenges. 

Finally, after you have accepted a 
volunteer, give him or her work as soon 
as possible. Serious retention problems 
result when volunteers are not utilized 
while their enthusiasm is high. 

Volunteers who feel they are valued, 
supported, recognized and rewarded 
are more likely to be retained. ■

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Warm-Up Strategies 
r 
!   very time I see a skater take to the 
ice without a warm-up, I am amazed. 
Warming up on the ice is simply not 
good enough. A proper off-ice warm-up 
prepares a skater for on-ice success. 

What is a proper warm-up? How do 
skaters benefit from warming up? 
Warm-up should consist of: 
1. General Warm-Up — Approximately 

five minutes of physical activity 
(jumping rope, slideboard, jogging in 
place), followed by at least 8-12 
minutes of total-body flexibility 
stretches of each joint area, (neck, 
shoulder, elbow, wrist, hip/torso area, 
low back, knee and ankle). 

2. Specific Warm-Up — Movements that 
closely simulate on-ice patterns. 
Singles skaters should do: Dryland air 
turns, rotational jumps, low intensity 
plyometric jumps/ movement, chore- 
ography program walk through. Pairs 
skaters should do: Dryland air turns, 
rotafional jumps, pair lifts, low inten- 
sity plyometric  jumps/movements, 
choreography program walk through. 
Ice dancers should do: Low intensity 
plyometric movements, dance lifts, 
choreography program walk through. 

Off-Ice Warm-Up 
Pre-practice and pre-competition 

off-ice warm-ups should: 
• Increase the heart rate and body 

temperature, causing a mild sweat 
but not fatigue. 

• Include some joint/muscle stretching 
such as flexibility stretching of the 
total body. Stretches should be held 
for no more than 10 seconds. 

• Simulate on-ice performance. 
• End at least 15-20 minutes prior to 

taking to the ice. 
• Be done on a soft landing surface or 

floor (i.e., wooden floor, ballet floor 
or matted floor) with adequate space.

• Be done while wearing appropriate 
footwear (i.e., supportive shoes with 
good heel/ankle support). 

•. Be performed in a comfortable 
environment — warm temperatures 
are preferable. Many skaters like to 
warm up by the ice, which is fine as 
long as they are dressed warmly, the 
floor is cushioned and there is room. 

Once a skater has completed the 
general and specific warm-up, they must 
keep warm. Instead of sitting down, do 
some toe jumps or ankle bounces, squat 
jumps with skates on, or stationary 
checkouts, camel stretch position to 
keep warm and limber. 

Every skater's off-ice warm-up will 
vary. The more difficult the on-ice 
program, the longer the warm-up 
should last. Skaters should spend more 
dme warming-up prior to a free skate 
than they would for short programs. 

The general and specific warm-up 
can result in the following physiologic 
changes for the skater: 
A. Increased heart rate and blood flow. 
B. Increased core muscle temperature. 
C. Increased speed of muscular 

contraction and relaxation. 
D. Enhanced exchange of oxygen to 

the working muscles. 
E. Stimulated activity in both the brain 

and the lungs, thus allowing more 
efficient use of oxygen and 
improved breathing. 

General and Specific Warm-Up 
(See related photos on following 

page. Photos were taken during an actu- 
al U.S. Figure Skadng non-qualifying 
skafing compefifion.) 
General Warm-Up 

lump Rope: (a) Straight body alignment 
and posifioning on the ball of the foot. 

Cariocas or crossovers: (b) Again, stay 

on balls of the feet. This is a total body 
warm-up drill with emphasis on the 
hips, legs, torso and arms. 

General Stretches/Movements 

Neck Circles: (c) Slow, controlled 
rotation of the head to stretch the neck. 
Perform clockwise and counterclockwise. 

Single Arm Pull: (d) With the free arm, 
pull the fully extended opposite arm 
across the midline of the chest. 
Excellent shoulder and chest stretch. 

Overhead Triceps Pull: (e) Reach 
behind and pull the arm, at the elbow, 
downward slowly. Excellent for arms, 
shoulders and upper back muscles. 

Trunk Rotation: (f) A controlled circling 
of the torso, hips and lower back. 

Crossed Leg Hamstring Stretch: (g) 
Stand with legs crossed, slowly reach 
towards feet with extended arms. 
Excellent stretch for the hamstrings 
and lower back. 

Single Leg Quad Pull: (h) Standing, 
keep knees close together and pull heel 
to buttocks. Stretchs hip and quadriceps 
or upper leg. 

Calf Push: (i) Push against the wall; 
with shoulders square, good back align- 
ment and back foot flat on the floor in 
a straight posifion. Stretches the lower 
leg or gastro-soleus muscle groups. 

Achilles Toe Stretch: (j) With the toe 
high on the wall, stretch the lower 
leg/ankle area by leaning forward. 
Especially good for the Achilles tendon. 

Spiral Stretch: This skating-specific 
stretch movement simulates a spiral 
balance posidon on the floor. This is 
another total-body stretch involving the 
legs, hip, lower back, arms, shoulders 
and upper back. 

Ankle Rocker Stretch/Movement: (k) 
This photo shows the ankle rocker 
device used for balance, flexibility and 
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strengthening of the ankle/foot or lower 
leg area. Position the ball of the foot on 
the ankle rocker, stand tall, good posture, 
head up. Press the foot on the rocker so 
that it rocks upward, lifting the heel off 
the floor. This movement should be a 
slow, controlled movement at first, then 
speed can be added. Hold onto a wall for 
balance if needed. The free-leg should 
remain off the floor for balance and to 

make the drill more technical. For a more challenging 
exercise, perform camel/spiral positions and checkouts on 
the ankle rocker. 

Ankle Bounces: (I) Dynamic low intensity plyometric 
exercise for the ankle/lower leg and arms. Extend the 
ankle and maintain vertical (extended) position in the air. 
Emphasis should be on quick take-off and landing on the 
balls of the feet, and on maximizing the height of the 
jump, using a quick double-arm swing. 

Simulated Axel/double Axel takeoffs: (m) Simulate an 
Axel take-off on the floor - try to extend off the take-off 
leg; use an explosive movement of the legs and arms. This 
drill is for maximal vertical height and not rotation. 

)ump. Air Position LandinR: Perform a maximal vertical 
jump while simulating an in-air position with single leg 
landing. Make sure there is a closed air-position prior to 
the single leg-landing checkout on the floor. 

Dryland lump Rotations: The skater performs rotational 
jumps that they are getting ready to compete or practice. 
Care must be taken that the athlete has proper footwear, 
there is adequate floor space for landing jumps, especially 
double Axels, and that the floor is relatively soft for the 
jumping landing stress. (Pair skaters would utilize this time 
for specific off-ice warm-up of their pairs lifts.) 

Both singles and pairs skaters should end their off-ice 
specific warm-up with a choreography walk-through. 

This warm-up routine should vary based on the skater's 
level, the duration of the competitive program and the 
technicality of the skater's program. So not all skaters 
would perform the above drill sequence. Variables such as 
competitive schedule, injury status and overall energy level 
or fatigue status should also be taken into account.

Two heros nominated for outstanding sportsmanship award 
On |uly 6, 2004, Marylill Elbe, a 

coach at the Southern Oregon FSC, 
led several of her students on a 12-mile 
rollerblading excursion in Medford — an 
activity they performed twice a week as 
Dart of an off-ice cross-training regimen. 

ISix miles into the outing, disaster struck 
when Elbe took a hard fall. 

One of her students, 14-year-old 
Scott Linden, realized his coach was 
seriously injured, and used his cell 
phone to contact Elbe's husband as well 
as his own father, a doctor whose office 
was nearby. Linden directed his father 
to the scene of the accident, and the 
three of them met up with Elbe's 
husband at the hospital. 

Two brain surgeries, one elbow 
surgery and one knee surgery later, 
Elbe has been cleared by her doctor 
to return to the ice. Though she still 
doesn't remember much about that 
day, she does remember Linden's 
calm and courage. 

"The neurosurgeon said that in 
another two minutes the accident 

would have been fatal," Elbe 
said. "Thanks to Scott, we 
made it on time, and my 
husband was there to meet 
us ... he is my hero." 

Remarkably, another 
skater came to a fellow 
skater's rescue this past year. 
)ust prior to the 2004 U.S. 
Synchronized Team Skating 
Championships, the Eraser 
Eclipse junior team was 
practicing when one of its 
skaters, Kendyl Diederich, fell 
and a blade severed an artery and nerve 
in her left arm. 

Team captain Jacylyn Klann, grabbed 
Diederich's arm, applied pressure and 
helped carry her off the ice, where a 
doctor treated her. Diederich under- 
went artery bypass surgery and spent 
four days in the hospital. During her 
stay she received calls of concern from 
Klann and the rest of her teammates. 

"jacylyn is a true hero," Diederich 
said. "She didn't care about the amount

Both Linden and Klann have been 
nominated for the U.S. Figure Skating 
Outstanding Sportsmanship Award, 
which is given to an individual who 
exemplifies sportsmanship, including 
fairness, civility, honesty, unselfishness, 
respecting the rules, setting a good 
example and acting responsibly. ■
